Farms are Iinundated and Cattls
and Merses Drewned.

Pamiy Tex,, May 18, —It looka oa
if the present flood on Red river will
surpnss thut of 1844, which was the
greatest in the history of that flerce,
treacherous stream. Last night the
guage registerod thirty-two feet above
low water murk and Is rising at the
rate of two inches an hour. Ieports
from nbove say that a twenty-foot rise
is coming down and it is thought thut
by midnight the waters wili be the
biggest ever  known.

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Haskell county is situnied in the
southern part of the Panhandle on the
Hine of the one hundredth meridian west
{rom Greenwich, It is 1500 fect above
the sen, and has mild winters and sum-
mers. It is thirty miles gquare and con-
taina B76,000 acres of land. It was
ereated in 1858 from a part of Fannin
and Milam connties, and named in honor
of Charles Maskell, o young Tennen-
seean, who feil at the massacre at Go-
liad in 1830,

It remained unsettled until 1874, when
there was one or two rauches estab-
lished. Other ranchmen followed, and
in 1880 the county could boast of fifteen
or twenty inhabitants, There was no
further development until early in 1884,
when the town of Haskell was laid off,
and by donating lots & few settlers were
induced to build residences, and in Jan-
uary 18856 the county organized with a
polled vote of filty-seven electors,

Up to 1884 the eoil had never been
turned by a plow, and the people de-
pended upon raising cattle, sheep and
horses, as the natural grasses furnishes
food both winter and summer for im-
mense herds, The poorer people made
money by gathering many thousand
tons of buffalo bones and shipping them
east to be made into fertilizers used in
the old states

Experiments were made in 1885 with
garden products, corn, oats, wheat, rye,
barley and cotton and the yield was
bountiful. The acreage in farms lave
increased to at least 350,000,

TOPOGRAPUY,

The county is an undulated plaine,
with occasional ereeks and branches.
Itls bounded on the north by that pic-
turesque stream, the Balt Fork of the
Brazos, and on the west by Double-
Mountawn Fork.

There are a few washes and gulches
along the breaks and rivers, but with
rivers, breaks, rocks and poor land com-
binded their area in Haskell county
would not exceed 10,000 acres that would
not be fine agricultural land.

WATER.

It is traversed by numerous creeks
and branches besides the rivers Inen-
tioned, some of which are fed by never
failing springs of purest water.

Besides the numerous branches that
afford water {or stock all the time, the
south half of the country is traversed by
Paint and California creeks with their
numerous tributaries draining the south
hall of the eounty.

The north half is traversed from
northwest to northeast by Lake and
Miller creeks whose tributaries fnrdish
water and drainage for the same.

Besides the surface water there is an
abundance to be obtained by digging
from 15 to 40 feet, and all of a good qual-
ity, some of which is unsurpassed by
that of any section in the state for puri-
ty and temperature.

BQUL,

The soil is an allavial loam of great
depth and fertility, varying in color
from a red to a dark chocolate, and by
reason of its porosity and iriable nature,
when thoroughly plowed, readily drinks
in the rainfall and for the like reason
the soil readily draius itself of the sur-
plus water, thereby proventing stagna-
tion of the water and the baking of the
goil, and the germination of miasma.
Tt is those peculiar qualities of soil that
enables vegetation to withstand all va-
rieties of weather,

Except mesquite grubs and stumps
which are easily extracted, there are
no obstructions to plows and the land
being level or generally rolling and
easy worked, the use of labor-saving
implements are profitable, One man
with machinery and a little hired help
ling been known to cultivate over an 100
acres In grain and cotton.

FRODUCTH.

Indian corn, wheat, onts, barley, rye,
durah corn, miliet, sorghum, castor
heans, fleld peas, peanuts, plimplinl,
and all the squash Jamily, turnips and
cotton are grown successiully and profi-
table. ‘Bweet potatoes do well, and Irish

potatocs as well as anvwhere in fhe
south. Garden vegetables grow to per-
fection, and melons luxuriate in Hask-
ell county soil, growing to fine size of
superb gunality. Besides: the native
grasges that grow on the praivies, sua-
tsining largs numbers of cattle, horses
sid sheep throughout the year, Color-
ado grass grows to great perfection and
the hay made from this grass form a
valnable adjanct to the winlar pasture.

A GIGANTIC "“"FLUME",

It Crosses Fundreds of Rivers and Can-
yons In Callfornla.

The flume which conveys the water
from the mountains to the rescervoir ut
San Diego, Cal., Is sald. by those who
koow whereof they speak, to be the
largest and longest thing of the kind
in the world. It is thirty-five miles

redwood. In its course this monster
flume crosses 315 streans and canyons
ons trestles, the longest of which is
1,700 feet and 83 feet high. In con-
structing this trestle 250,000 feet of
bourds and timbers were used. It is
known as the Los Cochos trestle. The |
Sweetwater trestle, the second longest, |
is 1,200 feet long and 85 feet high. The |
timbers used in them were put to-
gether on the ground and raised to
their present position by horse power. |

Besides its many trestles this flume |
passes through eight tunnels, the long-
est of these being 2,100 feet in length,
The tunnels are each 6x6 fect in size,
with convexed roofs,

Eunch mile of the flume required on
an average 250,000 feet of lumber and |
timbers of all kinds, that used In,'
constructing the water-box itself be- |
ing of redwood, 2 inches thick.

Building a water-tight box thirty-
five miles long over {athomless chasms
and through the hearts of mountains
is & gizantic undertaking, which many
beligyed could never bo accomplished.
