Rodriguez was 
Tex-Mex pioneer

Johnny Rodriguez is hop­
ping from one stage to another 
when he comes to Muleshoe 
next month.

After playing the lead role 
in a movie scheduled to pre­
miere later this summer, the 
one-time country singing sen­
sation will give two concert 
performances in Muleshoe July 
4.

Rodriguez will perform dur­
ing the 14th annual Joe’s Boot 
Shop tent sale and later in a free 
concert at the city park.

A ppearing in Muleshoe 
serves as a “warm-up” before 
touring this summer with the 
legendary George Jones, said 
Rodriguez, who brought Tex- 
Mex music into the mainstream 
two decades ago with a series 
of number one hits.

“I ’m feeling energized a 
little bit and feel like I’m ready 
to get back out in front of 
people,” Rodriguez said in a

phone in terview  from  a 
friend’s house in San Antonio.

Rodriguez said fans can ex­
pect a mix of old hits and new 
songs. He said he even takes 
requests.

His latest album, You Can 
Say That Again, released on 
Hightone Records in 1996, has 
drawn favorable reviews as 
more than just another come­
back effort.

One reviewer called it one

seminars
offered

WASHINGTON, D.C. 
— Two public seminars for 
producers and landowners 
toleamdirectly from USDA 
officials how to make their 
best CRP bid for the upcom­
ing Fall sign-up will be held 
in early July.

The free seminars, hosted 
by U.S. Rep. Larry Combest 
(R-Lubbock),are scheduled 
for July 2 in Dumas and 
July 3 near Lubbock

“Our sole aim in these 
sessions is to provide land- 
owners the best information 
for the next sign-up, not to 
dwell on the well-known 
problems of the recent sign­
up,’ said Combest, chairman 
of the House Agriculture 
Subcommittee overseeing 
CRP. “I have registered — 
in the strongest terms— my 
displeasure and many of my 
constituen ts’ com m ents 
with USDA through hear­
ings, phone calls and letters 
to the U.S. Secretary of Ag­
riculture, Dan Glickman. 1 
encourage the attendance of 
everyone who would ben­
efit from either one of these 
two-hour sessions.”

The Dumas seminar be­
gins at 10 a.m. at the Dumas 
Cham ber of Com m erce 
building, located at 524 
South Porter. Please use the 
north entrance.

The July 3 Lubbock semi­
nar also begins at 10 a.m. at 
the Texas A&M Experiment 
Station. It is located 1/2 mile 
east of 1-27 on FM 1294, on 
the north side of the high­
way.

L o c a l  d a n c e  h a l l  f o r c e d  t o  s h u t  d o w n
The financially trouble La Mulita dance hall was 

dosed by court order this week.
After last-minute negotiations by club owners failed 

to keep the dance hall open. Bailey County Sheriff 
Jerry Hicks delivered the court order to vacate the 
building Wednesday.

The West American Boulevard club hosted week­
end dances featuring top-name Mexican bands and 
allowed customers to bring alcohol on the premises.

Sunday nights, Mexican music coming from the 
club wafted through the nearby residential neighbor­
hoods, much to the dismay of many.

Over the years, law enforcement officials have

received numerous complaints about the dance hall, 
which is located in the middle of a residential area.

“ I was always concerned because of the location,” 
Hicks said. “Neighbors would complain about loud 
music and the noisy crowd. And we knew there was a 
lot of drinking taking place.

“We went through a period of time where we were 
getting calls every time we turned around.”

The one-time Gibsons discount store is owned by 
Equity Development Corp. of Seagoville, Texas, ac­
cording to court records. The company bought the 
building and property for $ 15 J)00 in a foreclosure sale 
in December.

Mario and Anita Flores of Muleshoe purchased the 
building from Equity in 1988 for $45,000, according 
to court records.

Written notices to vacate the building were sent to 
the Floreses later in December and in March.

The property, which contains the building and 
several small lots that covers little less than an acre, is 
appraised at $66,260 according the Bailey County 
Appraisal District.

Mario Flores owes $ 1,876 in back property taxes on 
the property, according appraisal records.

Air Force 
spy plane 
goes boom 
in the night

The roof-rattling sound that 
rumbled through Muleshoe 
and most of the South Plains 
Tuesday night and again Thurs­
day was a sonic boom created 
by an Air Force spy plane fly­
ing a practice mission.

The SR-71, a high-altitude 
reconnaissance aircraft that can 
reach speeds in excess of three 
times of the speed of sound, 
caused sonic booms over a 
wide area of the Southwest.

The aircraft was blamed for 
the sonic boom heard Tuesday 
about 10:30 p.m., according to 
an Air Force press release. A 
lesser sonic boom was heard 
Thursday at about 1:30 p.m.

The SR-71, which can rach 
speeds in excess of 1,000 miles 
per hour, was flying a joint 
exercise that took it on a route 
over W hite Sands M issle 
Range near Almogordo, NM 
and Fort Bliss near El Paso, 
according to an Air Force press 
release.

The Air Force has three SR- 
71 s based in California.

of the best country albums of
the year.

The album is a return to his 
county roots after a string of 
uninspired efforts. Rodriguez 
calls the album traditional 
Texas dance hall music.

“ I alm ost experimented 
myself out of the business,” he 
said.

The album is produced by 
Roy Dea and Jerry Kennedy, 
who produced Rodriquez’ first 
hit, Pass Me By , in 1972.

The 44-year-old Rodriguez 
followed up with a series of 
hits that made him one of the 
top performers in the business 
before being sidetracked by 
serious alcohol and drug prob­
lems in the 1980s.

He said it’s something he’s 
grown tired of talking about.

Rodriguez, in and out of 
trouble growing up in south­
west Texas, was discovered by 
Tom T. Hall, who smoothed 
over the rough edges and got 
him signed to a record label 
where his first three singles all 
made the country Top 10 in 
1972.

His meteoric rise took him 
by surprise.

“It was a culture shock to 
me,” Rodriguez said. “I wasn’t 
used to all the attention. I wasn’t 
used to having all that money.”

Divorced for a second time 
from Willie Nelson’s oldest 
daughter, Rodriguez said he’s 
lived a colorful life with no 
apologies.

Rodriguez said he recently 
read for a part in a Martin 
Scorsaise film co-starring 
Woody Harrelson of Cheers 
fame and also has an autobiog­
raphy in the works.

BRIEF EXPLANATORY STATEMENT 

OF PROPOSED

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT
SPECIAL ELECTION  

AUGUST 9, 1997

PROPOSITION NO. 1 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 4 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
which would increase the school 
property tax residence homestead 
exemption from $5,000 to $15,000. 
The amendment would also autho­
rize the Legislature to limit all or 
part of the exemption to politi­
cal subdivisions that are the prin­
cipal providers of elementary and 
secondary education within their 
boundaries.

In addition, the amendment 
would authorize the Legislature to 
allow the transfer o f all or part of 
the age 65-and-over tax freeze to 
another homestead. Specifically, the 
Legislature would be authorized to 
provide that the current limitation 
against increasing school property 
taxes on the residence homesteads 
of persons age 65 or older, or their 
surviving spouse who is eligible to 
receive the exemption, may be 
transferred if the person establishes 
a different residence homestead.

The amendment would also allow 
the $10,000 additional amount for 
the standard exemption to be used 
to lower the tax rate of persons cur­

rently receiving the 65-and-over tax 
freeze. Specifically, for a homestead 
affected by this limitation in 1996 or 
in an eailier tax year, the Legisla­
ture must provide for a reduction in 
the school property tax limitation in 
the 1997 tax year and subsequent 
tax years in an amount equal to 
$10,000 multiplied by the 1997 
school property tax rate.

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows:

“Theconstitutional amendment 
providing school property tax re­
lief by increasing the residence 
homestead exemption by 
$10,000 and providing for the 
transfer of the tax limitation to 
another qualified homestead for 
persons over 65 and a reduction 
in taxes subject to the limitation."

anticompetitive practices in the 
meatpacking industry and an­
other case involving the poul­
try industry.

IBP Inc., Excel Corp. and 
Monfort Inc., which control 
about 80 percent of the cattle- 
slaughter market, are under 
scrutiny, according USDA of­
ficials. Leading poultry pro- 
cessorTyson Foods Inc. is also 
being investigated.

One of the investigations is 
being conducted in the Texas 
Panhandle, where investigators 
are scrutinizing packers' cattle­
buying practices for evidence 
of anticompetitive activities or 
arrangements.

USDA had also started to 
reorganize its Grain Inspection, 
Packers and Stockyards Ad­

ministration, the agency that 
enforces agriculture's antitrust 
law. The reorganization is in­
tended to strengthen federal 
oversight of livestock buying 
and poultry contracting and to 
increase the number of enforce­
ment actions.

"I continue to be concerned 
about the concentration of more 
and more of the agriculture 
industry into fewer and fewer 
(corporate) hands," said Agri­
culture Secretary. "I believe it 
isUSDA'sresponsibilitytoen- 
sure that markets are fair and 
open, and to make certain our 
efforts keep pace with a chang­
ing market."

Glickman says the Clinton 
administration plans to ask 
Congress for additional inves-
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tigative and enforcement weap­
ons to ensure fair competition 
in the livestock markets. It 
will also seek a $2.4 million 
increase in its antitrust-enforce­
ment budget for fiscal 1998.

Earlier this year, auditors 
said GISPA was ill-prepared 
to investigate price fixing and 
other violations. Because of 
these findings, Glickman or­
dered drastic reorganization of 
GISPA headquarters and re­
gional offices with lawyers, 
economists and statisticians re­
assigned to the field. New sur­
veillance teams were also or­
ganized.

p HRE WORKS SAFETY TIPS

Playing with fireworks leads to 
severe eye injuries in children every 
Fourth of July. Parents and relatives 
often try to make youngsters happy 
by buying fireworks and cause trag­
edy instead.

"There is no safe way for nonpro­
fessionals to use fireworks," warns 
John B. Jeffers, M.D., member of 
Prevent Blindness America's Eye 
Safety Advisory Committee.

"Only by attending professional 
displays can families safely enjoy 
the splendor and excitement of fire­
works on Independence Day,” ex­
plained Jeffers.

Unfortunately, children and adult 
amateurs continue to set off fire­
works.

According to the U.S. Consumer 
Product Safety advisory Commis­
sion, fireworks accounted for ap­
proximately 5,100 of the 7,600 inju­
ries treated from J une 23 to July 23 in 
1996; 25% of the injuries were re­
lated to the eye. These figures only 
reflect those injuries treated in the 
U.S. hospital emergency rooms, as 
opposed to doctor's offices and those 
left untreated. Therefore, the actual

number of injuries are even higher.
If an accident does occur, what 

can you do right away to minimize 
the damage to the eye? How can 
parents keep their children safe?

Dr. Jeffers offers the following 
eight actions to help save your child's 
sight. He has treated hundreds of 
children’s eye injuries as an ophthal­
mologist and director of emergency 
services at Wills Eye Hospital in 
Philadelphia, PA.

■  Do not delay medical attention 
even for seemingly mild injuries. 
"Mildly" damaged areas can worsen 
and end in serious vision loss, even 
blindness, that might not have hap­
pened if treatment had occurred im­
mediately.

■  Stay calm, do not panic; keep 
the child as calm as possible. "Both 
pain and fear are likely to be excruci­
ating. A parent's anxiety can be con­
tagious," said Dr. Jeffers.

■  Do not rub the eye. If any eye 
tissue is tom, rubbing might push out 
the eye's contents and cause more 
damage. Trying to tub the eye is an 
automatic response to pain, but pres­
sure will only so more harm. Take

the child's hand from his or her face.
■  Do not attempt to rinse out the 

eye. This can be even more damag­
ing than rubbing.

■  Shield the eye from pressure. 
Tape or secure the bottom of a foam 
cup, milk carton or similar shield 
against the bones surrounding the 
eye; brow, cheek and bridge of the 
nose.

■  A void  giving aspirin or 
ibuprofen (or other non-steroidal, 
anti-inflammatory drugs, called "N- 
SAIDS") to try to reduce the pain. 
They thin the blood and might in­
crease bleeding. Acetaminophen is 
the over-the-counter drug of choice. 
"Unfortunately, non-prescription 
painkillers will not be of much help. 
It is better to by-pass the drugstore or 
medicine cabinet and getto the emer­
gency room right away, " said Dr. 
Jeffers.

■  Do not apply ointment or any 
medication. It is probably not sterile. 
Also, ointments make the eye area 
si ippery. This could slow the doctor's

i j o m e  people shop for churches 
like they shop for shoes.

Obviously, if we have a choice, 
and we do, some things should be 
considered: size, style of worship, 
and, certainly, doctrinal emphases,

etc. But we must be careful lest we 
adopt the same “me centered” 
approach in shopping for churches 
that we might use in shopping for a 
suit or a pair of shoes or a pizza!

Duane W. H. Arnold and C. 
George Fry, reprinted in 
Christianity Today’s “Reflections” 
section, hit the nail on the head. 
They write, “Worship . . .  fits 
right into the consumerism that so 
characterizes American religious 
life. Church-shopping has become 
common. A believer will compare 
First Presbyterian, St. Andrew’s 
Lutheran, Epiphany Episcopal, 
West Hills Church of Christ, 
Brookwood Methodist, and 
Bethany Baptist for the ‘best buy.’”

The church plant, programs, and 
personnel are carefully scrutinized, 
but the bottom line is, “How did it

feel?” Worship must be sensational. 
“Start with an earthquake and work 
up from that, ” advised one preaching 
professor. “Be sure you have the 
four prerequisites of a successful 
church—” urged another, “upbeat 
music, adequate parking, a warm 
welcome, and a dynamic sermon." 
The slogan is, “Try it, you’ll like it.” 

I enjoy “upbeat” music and 
convenient parking. 1 always appre­
ciate a warm welcome, and I’m all 
for dynamic sermons. (I may have 
even preached one or two.) I have 
no patience with sanctimonious 
grinches who probably didn’t smile 
on their own honeymoon and who 
seem to think that anything 
approaching a smile at church or an 
enjoyable service is suspect. But if 
for these things alone—great music, 
fine parking, warm welcomes, and 
super sermons—we get up on 
Sunday and go to worship, we are 
centering far too much on ourselves 
and far too little on God. If there 
were only one church in town with 
old, wooden pews and poor 
singing, a muddy parking lot and a 
stuttering preacher, would we still 
take the trouble to worship?

If not, maybe we need to ask if 
we’re really as interested in wor­
shiping God as we are in worship­
ing us. We worship God because 
of who he is, because he and he 
alone is worthy to be worshiped, 
because he deserves our praise and 
our gratitude, because bowing 
before the Creator is the right 
thing for creatures to do.

171B & 172B, that are affected by this permit action. 
SPS is seeking approval to "early-elect" Tolk Units 171B 
& 172B into the Acid Rain NOx program. Under the 
"early elect" program, a utility may receive an eight (8) 
year compliance extension — from the year 2000 through 
2007 — to meet its Phase II NOx obligations as long as 
they voluntarily comply to meet the Phase 1 NOx limita­
tion starting in 1997; three years earlier than otherwise 
required. As a result, Tolk Units 171 B& 172B will each 
accept an emission limitation of 0.45 lb NOx /mmBtu, 
annual average; consistent with the 1 imit for tangentially- 
fired units. Issuance o f this permit would not affect the 
responsibility of Tolk Units 171B & 172B to meet all 
other existing local, state, and federal emission require­
ments.

Comments on the proposed permit issuances must be 
received no later than 30 days from the date notice,ap­
pears in the Federal Register or the date this notice is 
published, whichever is later.

Any person 
who requests a public hearing must state the issue pro­
posed to be raised in the hearing. The EPA will evaluate 
any request and hold a hearing if it finds that a hearing 
will contribute to the decision-making process by clari­
fying significant issues affecting these permit issuances.
