Slowing Down

The long time frend of farm
population losres in Texas show.
ed definite signs of slowing down
during 10568,

Figures just released by Dr. R.
L. 8krabanek, Department of
Agricultural Economics and So-
ciology of Texas A&M College is
A new experiment station bullet-
in, indicates that farm population
increased by 15,000 during the
past year.

There were 1,141,000 Texans
living o nfarms in April, 1655 ac.
cording to the Texas A&M rural
soclologist. This compares with
1,126,000 in 1054. This reversal
of a steady downward trend ex-
isting since 1934 may be attribut-
ed chiefly to two major reasons,
an increase in number of part-
time farmers who have jobs in
cities, and general slowing down
of people migrating from farms
in 1958,

Dr. SBkrabanek's report i{s based
on a statewide farm population
survey carric | on in cooperation
with the USDA and census ma-
terials. It covers farm population
trends and characteristics since
1920 and poinls up some of their
causes and effects.

Since the State's population is
growing much faster than the
farm population, farm people
continue to make up a smaller
share of the State's people. In
1920, one out of every two Texans
resided on a farm as compared
with one out of eight in 1055. At
the present time, Texas has 5.1
per cent of lhe nation's farm
people.

Negroes on farms have been
decreasing at a faster rate than
whites, according to Skrabanek's
findings. The constituted 14.6
per cent of the farm population
in 1050,

Males outnumber females on
Texas farms at every age level
except 30 to 35 years of age or
older.

The average age of farm resi-
dents increased by five between
1940 and 1950. This is largely the
result of increasing proportions of
older persons on farms,

The rural farm population has
a less favorahble age distribution
than itg city cousins. Farm areas
have larger proportions of small
children and older people, with
relatively fewer in the more pro-
ductive ages, Urban areas, how-
ever, have more persons in the
working ages, with fewer to sup-
port in the younger and older age
levels, Skrabanek adds.

As  =oon as the peaper was
printed in Throckmorton, a man

the next week's issue would be
sent back the same way. The

paper was printed in this way
until May, 1885 when Leonard,
his wife and boy printer, Earnest
Straight, loaded the whole outfit
on @ horse's back, and moved
to Haskell,

Oscar Martin, at that time was
a=gociate editor of the paper de-
scribed the early days thusly:
“The first paper printed in Has-
kell was dated May 1, 1886, We
had a system of our own for com-
posing, grammar and spelling.
We took an interest in politics,

tion must file within three years
from the date of his discharge
to be eligible, unless he is hold-
ing a Service Connected disabil-
ity rating.
