NACLE PULPIT,

A t—

Pr. Talmage Fulle Iy With the Season—
Dy Them Nhall the Fowlis of Heaven
Have Their Habltation Which Bing
Among the Bravoehos,

—

Buookurs, June 95, 1803, —Rev, Dr. Tal'
mage this morning chose for the subject of
his sermon “The Rong of Birds." This,
like many of his sermous, la sulted to the
season of the year in which it is preached.
It Is well fitted to be read undor the trebs,
and bas in it the health of out-door life,
Text. Psnlms 14 19, “‘By them shall the
fowls of the heaven have thelir habitation,
which sing among the branches "

There s an Important and improv-
ing subject to which most people have
given no thought, and concerning
whivh this is the first pulpit diseussions
nawely, “The Song of Birda 1 all
thnt has been written voncerning
muale by human volee or about music
sounded on fostrument by flager or
breath were vut together, volume by
vhe side of volume, it wonld fill a hun-
dred alcoves of the national libraries
But atont the song of birds there is aa
much silence ns though, a thousand
years uwgro, the last lavk had, with its
wing, swept the door lnteh of heaven,
and as though never a whippoorwill
hid sung its lallaby to a slumbering
forest ut nightfull, We give o passing
smile to the eall of o bobolink or the
clhiirp of a canary, but about the origing
about the tibre, about the menning,
about the mirth, about the pathos,
nbout the inspiration, about the relig-
ion in the song of birds, the most of us
are elither ignorant or indifferent, A
caveat | this mornfng tlle in the High
Court of Heaven against thut almost
universal irveliglon.

First, 1 remark that which will sur-
prise wany, that the song of birds (s a
regnlated and systematic song, capa-
ble of belng written out in mote and
staff and bar and elef as much as any-
thing that Wagner or Schumann or
Handel ever put on paper. As we ‘uua
the grove where the flocks are holding
mitin o ¢ vesper service, weare apt to
think that the sounds are extempor-
feed, the rising or falling tone is a
mere aceldent, 1t §s flung up and down
by haphazard, the bird did nog know
what it was doing, it did not care
whether it was o long metre lm or
a madrigal. What o mistake! The
musicinn gever put on the musie rack
bofore him Mendlessohn's “Elijuh" or
Beethoven's “Concerto” in @G or Spohr's
B flat Svmpliony with more definite
fden a8 o what he was doing than
every bird that can sing at all confines
himself to accurate and predetermined
rendering. The oratories, the chunts,
the carals, the overtures. the inter-
ludes, the ballads, the canticles, that
this morning were heard or will this
évening be heard in the forest have
rolled  down  through the ages
without & varintion, Even the ¢hip-
wunk's song was ordained clear back
in the oternities. At the goates of para-
dise It song in sounds like the sylla-
bles “kuk!" “luk!" "_%'uk:” Jjust as
this mornipg in Long Island orchard
it sang Kuok!™ “Ruk!” “Kuk!" The
thrush at the creation atteral sonnds
like the word Teacher!” “Tencher”
“Tencher!” as now it utters sonnds
ke “Tencher! “Toacher! “Toacher!™
In the summerof the year one, the yel-
low-hinmmer, trilled that which
sounded like the word 11" 1" « 14"
ns in this snmmer it trills 1“1
SHYT The Maryland Yellow Throat
inherits and begueaths the tune souni-
ing like the words ity me, pity me,
pity  me. The White Sparrow’s
HTacep, taeep,” woke our great grand-
fothers e it will awaken our great
grandehildren.  The “Tee-liu-tec-ku-
tee-kn of the birds in the flest ventury
was the same as the *loe-ka-tee- k-
tee-ka' of the nineteenth eentury.

The goldtinelh has for 4,000 years
been  slnging  “De-ree-dec-ee-ree.”
But these sounds, which we put in
harsh words, they put in eadences,
rlivthmie, soulful and enrapturing.
Now, if there Is this order and system-
atization and rythm a!l through God's
ereatlon, dues it not lmply that we
should have the same characteristics
in the mwusic we muke or tey to make?
Is it not a wickedness that so many
parents give no opportunity for the
culture of their childron in the art of
swoert soumd?  If tiod SLoons 1o mda-
cale every binebind, oriole and gros.
Beak in song, how can purents be so
indifferent ubotit the musical develops
i!ll'ltl of the mmortals o their house-
hoeld?

Furthier, T notice in the song of birds
that it is n divinely-tuught song, ‘I'he
rovest prima donna of all the enrth
voild not teadh the robin one musical
note. A kingtisher, flying over the
roof of a temple agnake with harmon-
ies, wonld not cateh up one melody.
From the thme that the first bird'a
throat was fushioned on the banks of
the Gihon and Hiddekel until to-day
on the lndrson or Hhine, the winged
vreatare hoas lewrned nothiog from the
human ruce in the way of carol or
anthem.  'The feathered songsters
legrned  all their music direct from
God. Hle gave them the art in o pest
of straw or moss or sticks, and taught
them how to lift that song into the
higher heavens and sprinkle the earth
with its duleet enchantments.  God-
fushioned, God-turned, God-lunuched
God-lifted music} :

Further, 1n the sky gulleries, there
are songs adapted to all mooids. The
mendow lark Is mournful, and the gold-
tfinch jovous, and the frunbruk pro-
longed of note. But the libretto of
nuturd Iy voluminous, Are vou sl
vou cun hear from the bowers the vehio
of your grief.  Are you glad; you can
hewr un echo of your huppiness. Are
you thoughtful: you can bear that
which witl plunge you into deeper
profound. Are yun weary: you may
cateh a restful alr.  Sothe songs of
birds are administrative in all clrenm-
stanees. And we wonld do well to
have a hymnology for ull chunges of
condition,  You may sing your woes
lte poase wud rouse your Jovs iuto
greater altitudes. | pon every condl-
tion of body and soul, let us tey the
power of song. The multitudinous
utternnces of grove and orchard and

wrden and forest suggest most de-

whtful possibilities.

Purthier | notice that the song of
birds Is o family song. Even those of
the feathered throng which have no
sunii at all, make whst utterance they
doin sounds of thelr own family of
birds. ‘The hoot of the owl. the clat-
ter of the magple, the crow of the
chantigleer, the drumming of the
growse, the lsugh of the loon in the
Adlronducks, the cackle of the heu, the
serentn of the eagle, the cronk of the
raven, are sounds belonglng to each
particular fumily; but when you come
to those which have real sougs, how
suggestive thut it is always a family
song.  All the skylarks, all the night-
ingales, wll the goldfinghes, all ltu
bluckbirds, all the cuckoos, prefer the
sopy of their own fomily and never
sing wnything else. 8o the most im-
pressive songs we @ver slog ure famnily

human ear has over listaned. Those '
interminable forests are concert halle
with only one suditor—the Lord God
Almighty. e builded those auditorls
utns of leaves and sky and snpports all
that infinite minstrelsy for himeolf
ilone, He enreful how you treat his
favorite cholr. Im Deuteronomy, he
warns the people: *If a bird's nest
chunce to be before thee ln the way in
any trec, or on the ground. whether
they be youny ones or eges, thou shalt
not take the dam with the young, that
it muy be well with thee, and that
thow mayest prolong thy days.'’ So
you see your own longevity is related
to your trestment of birds. Then q.a
forth and attend the minstrelsy. Put
off startling colors, which frighten the
winged songsters intosilence or fligh
and put on your more sober attire,sn
move noiselessly into the wouds, fur-

crrated in 1868 from & part of Fannin
and Milam connties, and named In honor
ol Charlen Haskell, a young Tennes-
rean, who leil at the massacrs at Ge-
tad (n 1856,

Itreained unsettled until 1874, when
there wns one or two rauches estab
lished. Other reachmen followed, and
111 1880 the county could boast of fifiesn
or twenty Inhrbitants, There was mo
further development until early in 1884,
wlen the town of Haskell was laid off,
end by donating lots o fow settlers wern
luduced to build 1esidences, and in Jape
unry 1883 the conuty erganized with o
goiled vote of dity-seven electors.

Up to 1854 the soil hnd never besn
turned by a plow, und the people de-
pended upon raising catile, sheep and
horses, as the natural grasses farnishes
fuod both winter and summer for ita-
mense herds. The poorer people made
money by gathering many thousand
tona of buffalo bones and shipping them
sast to be made into fertilizers used in

TOPOGRAPUY,
