Inspections may I*  
performed al any of the almost 
5.500 v e h i c l e  In s p e c t io n  
stations in 7>xas, each of which 
displays the offic ial vehicle in­
spection station sign. Texas law 
require* inspection of the 
b r a k e s ,  lighting equipment, 
horns and warning devices, 
m irrors, windshield wipers, 
trout seat belts in vehicles 
where seal belt anchorages 
were part of the manufacturer 's 
original equipment on the ve­
hicle. steering (including power 
steering) and wheels and rims 
(not to include removal of the 
wheel from the vehicle) on all 
motor vehicles registered III the 
state. Special inspection pro­
visions appty to tra ilers, semi­
tra ilers, pole tra ilers or mo- 
tale homes having a loaded 
gross weigh! In excess of 4,000 
pounds.

Voting Rules Changed
Austin, Texas -  Until this 

year no one could vote in any 
election In Teas# unless he had 
lived In the stale for a hill 
year. "Nek ao now", says 
Secretary of State Hoy H. Bar­
rera,

A a the result ot a statute 
passed by the Texas Legis­
lature in 1967, following voter 
approval of * constitutional 
amendment tn 1966, voting rules 
have lieen changed.

Barrera, as Ihe stale ’s chief 
election officer, advise* that 
any citizen of Ihe UmtedStjles,
21 year* of age or older, who has 
resided in Texas less than one 
year and for *1 least 60 days 
as of Ihe day of Ihe election, 
who satisfies Ihe condition* of 
a qualified voter In the stale 
from whence he came to Texas 
and would have lieen qualified 
lo vote had he remained there, 
may vote In Ihe Presidential 
Election here this fall.

However, Barrera points out, 
the voter can not vole un any 
office except thal of president 
and vice president of the United 
States.

1 urthermore, he must apply 
for a ballot al Ihe office of the 
county clerk In Ihe county of 
hit residence . . . .  sometime 
durli* a 15-lay period t*g ln - 
ntng September 6. It Ihe voter 
has an official document at­
testing to the fact that he was 
a registered voter In the state 
of his former residence, he 
should take thal document with 
him when he applies for Ids 
ballot. This will eliminate the 
necessity of the clerk verify ­
ing e ligib ility at Ihe place of 
hls former resilience.

It Is important to note too, 
says Barrera, that once de­
clared eligib le lo vole, Ihe new­
comer must cast hls ballot In

the county c lerk 's  o ffice  . . . .  
not on November 5, Ihe gen­
eral election date . . . . hut 
sometime during the 15-tay 
period preceding Ihe general 
elect I aft.
