Consider shopping at both 
the start and dote of a big 
sale The best selection is 
most likely available the first 
day. but you may find lurthet 
price reductions the last day

K now ing the original pm  ev 
of items helps in recognizing 
a reduced price Be sure the 
sales price is an actual reduc­
tion Watch (or imperfect and 
dam aged articles Know 
store policies on s a lc t--is  
sales m erchandise return 
able*

Certain standards have also 
been developed for business 
men in preparing their sales 
advrittsements Many repu 
table stores arr using stan 
dardi/rd terms in their ads to 
help custom ers know what 
sales prices mean The con­
sumer who understands these 
terms is heller able to judge 
the value of a sale.

W ords and phrases like 
"form erly.”  “ manufacturers 
suggested retail price.'' "na 
Initially advertised a t"  and 
"lis t"  signify a comparison 
with the price of the identical 
item being sold in the princi­
pal retail outlets in the town 
and area These terms arc

not always a comparison with 
the store's own rrg u la r
prices.

The phrases ' 'comparable 
v a lu e ,"  "c o m p a re  a l "  and 
"similar to" refer to a com 
pariton with a similar but mg 
identical Item of like quality 
and grade, which it  being 
sold by prtmiple retail outlet* 
in the town or area.

Be careful of merchandize 
marked “ as ia" or "slightly 
damaged "  Inspect the Hem 
carefully "these labels pul full 
responsibility on consumers 
lor determining the condition 
of an article.

Te rm s such as “ im p e r­
fe c t ,"  " ir r e g u la r .”  and 
"manufacturer’s seconds” 
means that the merchandise 
arrived from thr factory faulty 
in some w ay. Th e  terms 
include crooked seams and 
irregularities in color, weave, 
knit, or size. The faults may 
eg may mg »ffect service, use 
or appearance of the item 
Often defects aren't notice­
able and don’t alter a good 
buy. But inspect faulty items 
eery carefully before buying 

Knowing one's rights un 
drr the law can also help the 
consumer be more effective 
sales shopper In Teaas it'a 
illegal for businesses lo en­
gage in any act or practice 
deceptive to the consum er, 
such as advertising goods and 
services without the intention 
of supplying  a "reasonably  
expectable public dem and." 
Th is  type advertisem ent ia 
legal, however, if it specifies 
a limited quantity.

It is alvi against the law for 
a store lo make false or mis­
leading statements of lact 
concerning price reductions 
Nor can a store legally adver 
use goods or services with the

intention of not selling them 
as advertised.
