Monthly benefits are paid 
to severely disabled adult 
sons and daughters of wor 
kers getting social security 
retirement or disability pay­
ments--and of deceased wor­
kers w ho worked long enough 
under social security.

"The benefits are paid to 
those whose disability began 
before age 22," Beisner said.

"Usually they haven't been 
able to work long enough 
under social security to get 
benefits on their own work 
record."

They get about $44 million 
a month in social security 
payments, he said.

Under the social security 
law. severely disabled means 
not especled to be able to do 
any substantial work for a 
year or more. "Persons may 
be severely disabled by 
blindness if they have 20 200 
vision or less when wearing 
glasses or their field of vision 
is 20 degrees or less," Beis-
