FIRST CHRISTIAN CHURCH 
DEDICATES NEW BUILDING

In just a few short days Knox 
City will lose a good citizen. He 
has not lived here very long . . . 
just a little over a year to be 
exact . . . but is one who has 
made many friends, has taken a 
very active part in the communi­
ty . . and has served his church, 
town and community in a fine 
way. Readers probably have 
guessed by now that we are re 
ferring to none other than John 
Waddell, who recently resigned 
as pastor of the First Christian 
Church to accept a similar post 
tion in Aiken, South Carolina.

Recently the Herald received 
an information sheet from Sena 
tor tieorge Moffett on “How 
Hills Become I.aws in the Texas 
Legislature." This scribe thinks 
it is one of the most valuable 
pieces of information regarding 
legislation that we have ever run 
across. In fact we think it so 
good we are passing a portion 
of the information on to read 
ers of this newspaper.

The Texas Legislature meets 
In a regular session for about
four months once each two years. 
About 1500 bills are usually in­
troduced at each regular session 
The House of Representatives and 
the Senate are separate branches 
of the Ix-gislaturc. Any member 
may introduce as many bills as 
he desires upon any subject, ex 
cept that tax bills must be in 
troduced in the House of Hepre 
sentatives. Only about one-third 
of the bills introduced ever reach 
the Governor's desk. He vetoes 
some which do.

In order to become a law. it is 
necessary that a bill receive a 
majority of the votes in each 
branch of the Legislature. The 
Constitution requires that a bill, 
immediately after being introduc­
ed, be referred to the proper 
committee. This committee may 
or may not recommend the pas 
sage of the bill If the commit 
tee takes no action on a bill it is 
stopped and never proceeds fur 
ther Perhaps two-thirds of the 
bills receive a favorable commit 
tec report and are placed on the 
calendar of either the Senate 
or the House of Representatives, 
depending upon the branch in 
which the bill was introduced 
Sometimes as many as four or 
five hundred bills are pending 
at the same time.

A bill can be. and often is, 
amended in either or both bran 
ches If it receives a majority 
vote In the first branch, it is 
then aent by messenger to the 
other branch, where it travels 
the same course that it did in 
the first branch, and, if it is 
amended in the second branch, 
it ia then returned to the first 
branch. The latter must approve 
the amendments or the bill does 
not go to the Governor's office.

In the House of Representatives 
Since a House bill may be amend­
ed several times after its intro­
duction and while still in the 

,ouse of Representatives, It Is 
it useless for a member of 

the Senate to waste time on it 
until it comet to the Senate 
Many bills never reach the Sen­
ate.

The above information explains 
tb « conditions and difficulties 
under which Senators and Hepre 
aentatives work in the brief four 
month session of the Leglsla 
lure.

As a storm warning, the siren 
will sound twice, then in- silent 
for a short period and then sound 
twice more; however it was point­
ed out there will not be an all- 
clear signal

The blowing of the siren does 
not necessarily mean that Knox 
City will have a tornado, but is 
just a warning to residents that 
storm clouds are brewing, and 
they can be their own judge 
as to whether to head for the 
cellar.

City units, units from the 
sheriff’s dapartment, and units 
from towns in this area will be 
out watching for storm clouds, 
and the whistle will be blown in 
plenty of time for residents to 
seek shelter.
