In 1930-31 the boys of Carney 
Independent School were show­
ing their ability on the basket­
ball court. They won county ami 
went on to a district play off. 
The game was either played In

Milton Rowan remembersthe 
group entering in a tournament 
somewhere at this time playing 
indoors at night. Never had they 
seen suchbrlght lights. It seem­
ed to blind the boys for awhile. 
On the occasion, the team play­
ing O'Brien was Manklns. One 
of the Manklns boys kept an- 
tagonliing Sam Johnston, caus­
ing Sam to foul him. After 
three fouls coach told Milton, 
who was substituting, to run 
over that old boy. He did Rist 
that causing both Milton and 
the Manklns player to get thrown 
out of the game. O'Brien won 
second place in the tournament.

About 1931 or 1932. a build­
ing In down town O'Brien was 
converted Into a gym It was 
the best gym In Haskell Coun­
ty. Door keeper or money taker 
was Dave Yannoy.

From about 1930-1933 the 
girls had an outstanding basket­
ball team. Some of those who 
played were;

Stella (Bex) Carver. Audte 
(Walsworth) Johnston. Doris 
(Woods) Logan. Johnny (West) 
La Duk< , Faye (Rex) M. Mahan.

These girls were coached by 
Rubye Nlo warm ami Mr. Cun­
ningham.

Mr. Rex ami 
Mr. McMahan were very ob­
liging. Sometimes the players 
came right from the cotton 
patch to the basketball court, 
but this did not detract from 
the seriousness of the game. 
Nerve pills were sometimes 
needed, they became so ner­
vous. At this time there were 
no warm-ups and no dressing 
rooms. The girls sometimes 
wore their father's kakhts, as 
warm-ups

In about 1935, the school' 
building turned. The new one 
was c o m p le te d  in 1936. It 
sported a complete new gym­
nasium. The boys celebrated 
that year by going to Regional 
ui basketball. The players were;

In 1937 the O’ Brien girls be­
gan to play a different game.
