MAJOR PECAN DISEASES 
CAN BE CONTROLLED

Pecan grower* can Improve 
quality and quantity of pecan 
production by the us* of re ­
commended disease control 
practices, advised Jerral D, 
Ji .nson, Extension plant path­
ologist at Ttxas A!>M Univer­
sity.

The US DA reported estimated 
annual loss** of pecans due lo 
diaeaa* over s ten year ptriod 
at 21 percent, fortunately, the 
major pecan diseases can be 
controlled by good management 
practice* or by proper use of 
protective fungicides.

Losses will vary from farm to 
farm depandlng upon sueh things 
as varieties being grown and 
disease rontroll practice a l­
ready In uae, but disease loss** 
do occur, however, and each 
grower should ask himself If 
he can afford a 21 percent 
loss of hla crop. If not, then 
he should design control prac­
tices appropriate for hla par­
ticular operation, saya Johnson.

It Is essentia! lo remove old 
limbs that were damaged last 
year by f ir *  bligbt, sine* they 
will aerv* as a source of the 
disease next spring. A ll cuts 
should be made four lo six 
inches below the last visible 
symptoms. When cuts are la r­
ger than two inches in dia­
meter, treat the cut* with white- 
lead paint, prepared tree paint, 
or coal-tar creosote paint.

Homeowners should mix a  dip 
of an* part household Maach 
to nine parts water for dipping 
their pruning shears after each 
cut. This will prevent the spar ad 
of the organisms from tree to 
tree through pruning cuts.

Baptist Minister’s View On 
Church And Teenage “ Roughs”

Vie Jarkopson -  a former 
street gang leader with the 
scars to prove II -  has aome 
very definite ideas about teen­
age '• roughs" and how the 
church Is falling them.

The 27-year-old baptist min­
ister from England, currently 
on a six-month tour of Texas 
and other points tn the States, 
believes the church fails when 
It doesn't get outside Its four 
walla and get "down where the 
people are and listen to what 
they are saying." It tails, he 
says, when It becomes more in­
terested tn numerical success 
and organization than In people.

If you were to alt down beside 
Vtr In and around his neighbor­
hood In London, you might wind 
up in a gutter listening to him 
talk to a young rough armed 
with a " f l ic k "  knife or it  the 
foot of a prostitute's bed listen­
ing to him tell her about Christ. 
"T h e  only way a church can 
fulfill It’ s m in istry," he says, 
" Is  to relate to those who are 
disenchanted with it, those who 
wouldn't come to It on a bet."

He added " I  preach and I 
believe tn preaching, but some­
times I have to give up preach­
ing and listen. Half o f my work 
seems to be sitting with klda 
and listening -  and preparing 
myself to give answers to the 
questlun* they are asking. Too 
many ministers are prepared 
to answer without listening."

Vtc feels at home with the un­
fortunates of London’s Soho 
District -  because he was one. 
" I  love those people and I be­
lieve I understand them," he 
fays with a faraway look that 
seems to pierce the barrier at 
time into another era of house 
breaking, booze, fights with 
knives and broken beer bottles, 
)atl and a loveless orphanhood 

As pastor of s 50-member 
church In the Wandsworth area

of downtown London, the muscu­
la r , articulate young minister 
takes particular delight tn 
working with youngsters who 
might never be as fortunate s i 
he waa.

His "k id s ”  number three 
times the membership of hts 
church, and the roughneck group 
alone numbers about 80. Some 
of the kids helung to organized 
youth groups. The roughnecks 
are another matter.

" I  hang loose with them ," he 
chuckles, and try to reach them 
tn any manner that seems moat 
e ffe c tive ." They " lo lly  well 
know' then can’t "c o n "  him and 
they respect him, para toxlral- 
|y, because of what he used to 
be and whit he ts now.

" I  never try to atlrscl Ihe 
roughnecks lo a worship se r­
v ice,’ ’ he sayg. "F irs t ,  I try 
to show them -  out In the 
neighborhood -  why C h r I a I 
should become the center of 
I heir lives. If I aee kids silling 
In the gutter, 1 go and alt down 
with them and talk to them. 
Then, when the friendship Is 
built up and they knot the pur­
pose o f my life, they come 
along to my church and make it 
their pad.' As Ihe kids come, 
their parents begin to take an 
Interest and aak questions."

Vic la a very convincing young 
.-nan -  whether he's talking to a 
sophisticated group at Ih e  
15,000-member First baptist 
Church of Dallas or lo  a gang 
leader bent on his annihilation.

Ills closest call came once 
af*er he’d helped a 17-year- 
old g irl break free of a life  o f 
prostitution. Her ptm p-a young 
rough who had been making 30 
pounds a week off her earnings 
-  looked Vlr up In the company 
of 20 others to "d o  him o ve r ."

AUSTIN, Tex. -  The Texax 
Farmers Union la askng that 
a bill be Introduced In the 
aisle legislature to outlaw con­
glomerate corporation farming 
In Texaa, and the organization 
seeks the support of Ihe Gover­
nor, Lieutenant Governor and 
the Speaker of the House.

This was the first Hem on 
the statewide farm organiza­
tion’s “ target program*' adopt­
ed al Its 65th annual conven­
tion here. Jay Naman of Waco, 
the president, characterized Ihe 
Interest In the threat of cor­
poration farming as extremely 
high.

Following are seven oilier 
Items listed In the “ target 
program ’ ’

“ We urge members of the 
Texas Congressional delegation 
to support legislation proposed 
to close tax loopholes In Ihe In­
ternal Revenue statutes that 
permit hobby farmers and 
ranchers and corporations lo 
write off losses sustained in 
t h e i r  agricultural ventures 
against non-farm profits.

“ We strongly support the 
Mondale Bill for the establish­
ment of a national bargaining 
system to make It possible for 
farmers to negotiate prices with 
the processors on a commodity 
by commodity basis.

“ We urge the support of the 
Texas Congressional delegation 
for an export wheal certificate 
program to assist In bridging 
the gap between world market 
prices and a parity price for the 
wheat which Is used to Imple­
ment our foreign relations pro­
gram.

“ W’e strongly urge Immediate 
passage of a strategic reserve 
program permitting the Insu­
lating stocks of wheat, feed 
grains, rice, peanuts, and cot­
ton for use only under em er­
gency conditions.

“ W> u r g e  passage of the 
Young Farmers Investment Act 
to provide necessary credit to 
young farmers to strengthen 
their economic post I on In agri­
culture.

“ We urge that the National 
Farmers Union launch a rollon 
belt wtderampuigntoenrourage 
farmers lo confine their planted 
acreage In 1969 totheir domes­
tic allotment.

“ We urge the Secretary of 
Agrirultur# to release more de­
tails of Ihe 1969 Cotton P ro­
gram and Include 25 perrenl of 
the production payment as an 
advance payment.’ ’

AUSTIN -  B l a c k  rofte* 
doesn’t sober up drunk* -  It 
just keeps some of them awake, 
the Teats Safety Association 
noted today while warning (he 
state’s drivers not lo  be mis­
lead by false notions about 
drinking and driving.

"M any drivers wrongly be­
lieve they can end an evening's 
drinking spree with a cuple of 
cups of black coffee, gel in 
their cars and drive home 
safely. This dependence upon 
the non-exlstsnl sobering e f­
fect of black coffee lust put* 
wide awake drunk* behind Ihe 
wheel," Robert F. M iller. Vice 
President for Tra ffic  Safely 
said.

"C ontrary to popular belief, 
coffee will ?yo< overcome Ihe 
eflecls of alcohol -  only time 
and body processes can ac­
complish th is."

The Safety Association o f­
ficial also dispels the notion 
that a full stomach helps sober 
folks up. It may tend to slow 
the rate at which alcohol is ab­
sorbed into the blood stream, 
but It doesn't keep the alcohol 
from reaching Ihe brain -  II 
onlv delays It.

The most Important factors 
- (attributing to alcoholic Influ­
ence are Ihe amount of alcohol 
ihsorbed into the Mood and the 
amount of time allowed for Ihe 
elllminaliun of this alcohol.

Mr. M iller emphasized that 
the Safety Association Is not 
tak ng Issue with the merits of 
coffee as a beverage, nor is It 
presemptlve enough to suggest 
that no adult driver can have 
one drink with his dinner ami an 
hour later gel behind Ihe wheel 
of his car and drive safely,

"In  fact, a research study 
report by Ihe Secretary of 
Transportation lo Congress, 
shows Ihe driving aMllty of 
many normal adults is not often 
severly influenced by having 
two dnnka In two hours.

Mr. M iller pointed out that 
a chart based on hodv weight 
has been published by Ihe Baton 
Rouge Area Council on A l-  
choltsm to show level* of in­
toxication In relation lo con­
sumption. The chart indicate* 
that the average adult driver in 
good health weighing 12 0 pounds 
may have three drinks In a lour- 
hour period and rarely be under 
Ibe influence of alcohol. II he 
adds a fourth drink, he may 
possibly he affected bill with a 
fifth drink in (hat four-hour 
period, he la definitely intoxi­
cated ami his driving abtllt) will 
be affected.

An adult weighing 1*0 p.*un.ls
could have four drinks In a four* 
hour period and be legally sotier 
In most slates. If he adds an­
other d r i n k ,  he becomes
possibly Intoxicated. Two more,
or a lotal of aeven, drink* in 
that lour-hour per lo l ami he 
becomes definitely intoxicated.

An adult weighing 200 puunda 
could have as many as five 
drinks in a four-hour period 
and rarely be under Ihe influ­
ence of alcohol. II he adds a 
sixth drink, he it  possibly In­
fluenced and with another two to 
three Irinka, he Is definitely In­
toxicated.

In the body weight charts, one 
drink is figured as one ounce of 
100 proof liquor or 12 ounces of 
beer. A person I* presumed to 
be intoxicated when the Mood 
alcohol concentration reaches 
.10  or more.

WTille the body weight charts 
do show how much more Ihe 
average adult driver may drink 
before he is definitely intuxlcat- 
ed. Mr. M iller warned thal 
other factor* surh as health, 
fatigue, emotional condition, 
food intake, type of alcoholic 
beverage and drinking habits, 
also affect levels of alcohol In­
fluence.

He alsocaulioned drivers thal 
during Ihe period Ihe body is 
eliminating alcohol, they may he 
easily convinced thal they are 
no l-ayger feeling Ihe effects of 
alcohol and that they are sober.

"T h is  may be a delusion," 
he added. "T h e  individual la 
falsely comparing his peak fee l­
ings of Impairment with Ihe de­
clining impairment that he (eels 
as his body eliminates the alco­
hol from his Mood. He Is not 
sober. He Is only making a 
dangerously f a l s e  com pari­
son."

"T h e  Safety Association la 
releasing this information as a 
recent Texas medical study 
show thal 68 prreent of persons 
killed In one-4-ar crashes and

42 percent of those killed In 
multiple-car a c c i d e n t *  had 
blood alcohol concentration* <u 
.10  or more at the time oftheir
death.’

At home and on the highways, 
life 's  hazards are amplified and 
even multiplied during the 
Christmas holiday season, the 
Insurance Information Institute 
warned today. The Institute 
pointed out that Christmas, 
which many regard » r  the mom 
joyous of holiday periods, cap 
also he the most dangerous.

"L e t 's  keep the Jingle bells 
ringing and the sirens quiet 
this yea r," a spokesman urged. 
"W e  can do It . . . by going on 
the d e f e n s i v e  against ac­
cidents,"

Weather conditions, crowded 
highways and over - partying 
have combined to generate more 
traffic tragedies at Christmas 
than during any other holiday 
period, the Institute observed. 
In the home, too many people 
In effect Invite tragedy by care- 
1 ess ness born of the enthusiasm 
of the season.

Yuletide accidents at home 
can be prevented through the 
exercise of a few simple pre­
cautions. the I. I. I. asserted. 
It offered these suggestions 

. Keep your Christmas 
tree outside until you are ready 
to use It. When you set It up, 
use a sturdy stand that can hold 
plenty of water and position the 
tree away from sources of heat. 
Use flameproof decorations.

. . . Inspect lighting lets for 
fraying and loose sockets, amt 
make sure they bear the ap­
proved label (UL) of the Under- 
wrtlers Laboratories. Don't use 
electric lights on metal trees.

Plug the light cord Into 
an outlet that can be controlled 
by a switch some distance from 
the tree, and always make sure 
the lights are off when you leave 
the house or go to bed.

If you use outdoor light­
ing. be sure your wiring and 
electrical equipment are of the 
kind 'lestgned for that purpose.

, . . Dispose of gift wrappings 
promptly after gifts have been 
opened.

. . . Take the tree down when 
needles begin to fall, and dis­
card It outside the house. Never 
burn It tn the fireplace or In­
cinerator.

Be sure there ts plenty 
of a s h t r a y s  available to 
smokera. especially If vou are
having a party.

. . .  If (he children are to 
receive chemical or electrical 
toys, use good judgment in se­
lecting them -  and then super­
vise iheir use.

Turning to the problem of 
holiday driving, the Institute 
acknowledged that the motoring 
habits of a nation are hardl) 
subject to change overnight. 
Nevertheless. It cautioned, the

ta the last three veers, vehicle

travel during five major holiday 
periods has been 26 percent 
higher than during nonholtdays 
at the same time of year. The 
holiday periods taken tniu ac­
count are New Year's , Me­
morial Day, the Fourth of July, 
Labor I>ay and Christmas.

Of those holiday seasons, 
Christmas ts the most danger­
ous of all, the Institute pointed 
out. tn the last five years, 
countrywide, 3,820 p e r s o n s  
have lost their lives In highway 
crashes occurring during the 
Christmas holidays, for an av­
erage of 294 deaths a day.

" I t 's  a good bet that each and 
every one of those persons 
would have laughed at the sug­
gestion that ' you’re next*,"
I. I. I. said. " I t 's  also s good 
bet that most of them would 
have been alive today tf they 
or the people they were driv­
ing with had been a little more 
careful.

"You  may consider yourself 
to he a good d r iv e r ,"  the In­
stitute continued, "but keep an 
eye on the guy In the next ear.

t dwtn Dr a upturn social se­
curity district manager In V er­
non, (odav urged evervone 
signet] up for the doctor tail In­
surance part of Medicare, to 
spend some time between now 
and the end of the year in re­
viewing whether the program 
owes them some money.

He said that this is most im­
portant for those older people 
who incurred expenses for cov­
ered medical services lietween 
October I, 1988, and Septem­
ber 30. 1987. If a claim isn't 
matte for reimbursement of 
these expenses bv tiecemtier 31. 
1988, It will not he possible to 
make a pay ment.

Mr. Draughon pointed out 
that, in the past, some Medi­
care heneftc lanes postponed 
making a claim because they 
thought that If the doctor de­
clined to take an assignment, 
the patient had to submit a r e ­
ceipted MU with his application. 
Unable to supply evidence of 
having paid the doctor or the 
medical supplier, they failed to 
file  a claim, he added.

'•These people are in danger 
of shortchanging them selves," 
Mr. Draughon said. "T h e  1967 
amendments to the Medicare 
law eliminate the requirement 
that a Mil submitted with a 
claim must he receipted to show 
that It was paid In full or part. 
Starting in 1988. an Itemtted 
Mil showing the services or 
medical goods received and the 
charges for these, even If un­
paid, became sufficient."

He reminded those older per­
sons in the Knoa < ountv area 
who have signed up for volun­
tary medical insurance that 
Medicare pays for 80 percent 
of the reasonable charges of the 
covered services and medical 
goods, less an annual $30 de­
ductible that the patient must 
pay. If the expenses of the last 
3 months in any vear do not 
come up to the amount of the 
deductible, they can lie carried 
over to the following year to 
reduce the deductible for that 
vear.

All aortal security offices 
are prepared to help people 
make claims for doctor MU In­
surance payments. Those who 
still haven't applied for reim ­
bursement for medical services 
and goods received twtween 
October I, 1986, andSeptemher 
30. 1987. are urged to apply 
before January I ,  198,9. Be­
ginning with that late, it may tie 
too tate.

Anyone wishing speedy and 
efficient service on one of these 
claim* should bring evidence of 
the services received, either In 
the form of an Itemited MU 
from the doctor or the supplier 
of medical goo la or the same 
Information on the * Bequest 
for Medicare Payment'' form 
supplied bv the Sorlal Security 
A d m i n i s t r a t i o n .  Another  
"m uat'' la the older person's 
Medicare card or other official 
document showing his health In­
surance claim number.

NEW YOKK (N A P S )- Itc o u ld  
have come from Sweden. Or 
■•'ranee. Even fourth century 
Turkey plated Its role. Some of 
the more ancient customs might 
seem strange to us today, but 
each had a hand in revealing and 
shaping many of the Christmas 
customs and traditions we now
enjoy.

The delightful custom of 
"bussing" uinier the mistletoe 
actually cam* from the ancient 
Druids, who called it " a l l  heal" 
In the belief that It had the power 
to cure disease.

In the 13th c e n t u r y ,  (he 
" c a r o l "  signified a dance 
rather than a song. In fact, St. 
brands of Assisi led villagers 
in joyous lancing around the 
Nativity scene.

And It was an eighth rentun 
Henedictlne monk, St. Honlface, 
who probably trimmed the first 
Christmas tree when he con­
vinced heathens to stop wor­
shiping s sacred oak and adorn 
fir trees in the homes as a 
tribute to the Christ child.

A fourth-century Mshop of 
Turkey, Saint Nicholas, was 
the rea l-life  predecessor ol 
Santa Claus. According to a 
legend, he dropped a bag of gold 
coins down a chimney into a 
stocking which a poor g irl had 
hung by the fireplace to dry 
hence our custom of hanging 
Christmas stockings.

And Santa wasn't always the 
fat. lolly man you recognise to­
day. He’s ganed plenty of weight 
since the Ihitrh calledhlmSlnta 
Klaaa, and he rode a skinny 
white horse, not reindeer.

Yet when his legend began, he 
was just as Important to men 
ami women, as children. Ac­
cording to researchers at Shul­
ton, Inc.. Sami Nicholas was the

patron saint of sailors.
The Swedes and l>anes make a 

Christmas practice of hekine a 
loaf in the shape of a boar- 
Pig.

A Ereoch legend tells how the 
Christmas rose came into be­
ing. A little gtrl, accompanying 
the shepherds on their wav to 
see the Christ Child, was sad 
because she had no gift to offer. 
The angel Gabriel appeared and, 
taking pity on the child, caused 
a beautiful while rose to spring 
from the ground. Overjoyed, the 
little g ir l plucked the bloom, 
which the took as a gift to the 
Infant Jesus.

* ailed Noel by the t rench, 
Navidad by theSpanixh, Natale 
by the Italians and Wethnachten 
by (he Germans. Chrlatmas In 
our port of the world is derived 
from the Old English term 
C r i a l e s  m a e s s e  (Christ's 
Mass), a term first used In the 
11th century.

One cutom has It that, If the 
I ule log stays lit throughout the 
night, it's  good lurk. Hut watch 
out if a squinting person comes 
in while it's burning. That's had 
luck.

The Urge part children play 
In Christmas is legendary. If 
he v u  lucky, the 16th century 
child got a ride an a huge 1 ule 
log when It was dragged Into the 
manor house or castle. While 
caroling and feasting went on 
during Christmas eve, the 
youngsters play’ d Snapdragon, 
a game in which the players 
tried to snatch a raisin from a 
bowl of burning spices and 
spirits.
