A i-ommtttee composed of C | 
B Cape, work unit supervisor 
of the Wichita-Brazos Soli Con­
servation District, D. R. Brown, 
Rochester farmer. Clay Grove. 
Munday farmer, and Russell 
Penick, M u n d a y  Implement 
dealer, was appointed to map 
out final plans for the cam­
paign before presenting their 
plan to civic organizations.

Tentatively, member* of the 
committee agreed that the first 
step of the campaign would be 
an effort to educate business 
men on what soil conservation 
means to them, and what they 
can do to assist In getting more 
farmers an d  landowners to 

j adopt soli conservation practices 
—particularly the planting of 
cover crops.

Cape told the group that the
Soil Conservation Service, the 
extension service, vocational ag­
riculture departments and oth­
er agricultural agencies have 
done Just about all they can 
to "sell conservation.*’

“ For some reason." he said, 
“we have not been able to get 
the Job done, and only a small 
[lercentage of the farms In the 
area practice soil conservation.

’T would hate to see us go 
through another spring like we 
have for the past two or three 
years with our valuable top­
soil blowing away.

“ If we can Just gel business 
men and farmers Interested we 
can get some cover crops plant­
ed which will hold the soil."

He pointed out that since It 
has been proven that conserva­
tion practices make a farm 
more productive, business men 
as well as farmers would bene­
fit greatly If the practices were 
curried out on more farms

“ Besides the elimination of 
disagreeable sand storms.” he 

(he advantage* to the 
business men can be counted in 
dollars and cents.”
