Cotton Damaged 
By H eavy Hail

Storm clouds drifting in from 
the southeast late Tuesday a f­
ternoon brought high winds and 
u small twister, accompanied by 
a driving rain and some hall.

In two areas, southeast of 
town and northeast of town, 
.several farmers suffered con­
siderable hail damage.

The gale winds did some 
damage in Knox City, and sev­
eral observem In the southeast 
part of town report that It wa* 
definitely a small "twister.”

The wind damaged the roof 
of the Barney Arnold home, and 
picked up a small sheet-iron 
building from the Arnold lot 
and deposited It In the Henry 
Jones lot A chicken house at 
the Roy Baker home was over­
turned, and George Hardberg- 
er's television antenna tower 
was blown down.

East 4th street was blocked 
by a large meaquite tree, esti­
mated to be fifty years old or 
more, that was broken off Just 
ats >ve the ground. Elsewhere 
over town, several tree* were 
broken or uprooted.

Street* were littered w ith  
broken limbs and leaves. Down­
town, a large sign was blaiwn 
down at the Egenhacher Im­
plement lot, and a large venti­
lator was ripped from the top 
of Porter *  White feed store

In a fairly large area south­
east of town, hall “defoliated" 
cotton for a number of farmers, 
with the heaviest damage ap 
parent ly being on the Lee 
Coates place, farmed by Jack 
and E. H. Tankermley

The Tankermley brothers esti­
mated that the cotton on 60 
acres of the Coates place wa* at 
least 50 percent destroyed. In 
addition. Jack had 350 acres hit 
by the hail but not so badly 
damaged and E. H. had other 
acreage slightly damaged.

lack Fisher had about 1900 
acre* of cotton and feed damag­
ed to a varying degree. It wa* 
reported.

Other farmers in the area 
whose cotton was damaged were 
Allen Hester, who has 120 acres 
adjoining the Coates place on 
the west. Sammy White, Charles 
Reese. Clifford Cornett and J. 
C. Goodson.

The farmers (mint out that 
many bolls were bruised by the 
hailstones, and It will be sever­
al days before they can esti­
mate the damage.

Buddy Tankermley reported 
that of 110 acres of young 
"stubble" cotton on the Travis 
place, northeast of town, all but 
three or four acre* In the north­
west corner was completely 
destroyed by hall that struck In 
that area

The hall also crossed the Vic­
tor Thomas 80-acre tract, dam­
aging about 90 acres, and did 
lesser damage to the 311m Eg- 
rnharher, Joble Denton and J. 
C. Saunders places.

None of the farmer* contacted 
by the Herald carried hall In­
surance on their cotton.

In Knox City, rain accompany­
ing the windstorm, plus show­
er* during he night, totaled JK) 
Inch, while several farmer* near 
town reported an Inch or more 
on their places.
