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The low price o f cottou b«« set (be 
fsriBors of the south to ib iukini; as 
they have no t though t before.

T he question as to w hether o r no t 
they can afford to  raise cotton, to  the 
neglect o f o ther p roducts, a t the  pro* 
vailing m arket price as presented 
itself in  such a  way as to challenge 
serious a tten tion , and the farm ers re­
alize th a t its consideration can not 
longer be deferred . There have been 
associations form ed and resolutions 
adopted  recom nieudiug th a t cotton be 
w itheid from  sale by farm ers who are 
not in d eb t to the ir fa«-tors to 
aw ait a  rise io the m arket, expros.iug  
the conviction th a t the cotton crop 
will n o t be so large as statisticians es­
tim ate, and suggesting aid to  be ren ­
dered  by congress, bu t these things 
do no t reach the troubles o f which the 
farm ers complain, do not help solve 
the problem  which controu ts them. 
Public m eetings and resolutions are 
well enough in the ir way, b u t they do 
not serve a practical purpose wheu 
there is no m eat in the smoke house. 
A Mississippi farm er, w riting  to the 
V icksburg Coniinercial H erald, says:

“There is no way to raise cotton- 
profltable at 6 cents, by the ex trava­
gan t system which has prevailed  in 
the Mississippi Valley. There is more 
money in raising corn at A cents than 
cotton  a t 5 cents. The people o f the 
valley may as well realixe the fact, 
th a t Texas can raise cotton a t b cents. 
T he Texas method is as eronotiiical, 
as o u r m ethod has heretofore been 
ex trav ag an t We must to make any 
money compete w ith Texas. In a 
w ord, the cotton farm er, who raises 
all his home supplies and w ork stock, 
and keeps out o f debt, can make 
money raising cotton. The old m eth­
od will ru in  any man w ho sticks to it, 
for the price o f cotton will never be 
h igh enough again to  enable any one 
io  raise it profitably, except as strictly 
a  surplus crop. We have no fear of 
the  fitinre o f the  valley, fo r m any o f 
th e  poorer sections o f  # ie  older

S tates w ill have to abandon cotton 
raising  afte r this year.’’

H ere are same practical suggestions 
for the cotton g row er to ponder. 
The Mississippi p lan ter gives the T ex­
as p lan ter cred it for raising  his staple 
erop m ore economically than is done 
in the Mississippi valley, because be 
raises all his home supplies and w ork 
stock and keeps o u t o f debt, and such 
a farm er, he th inks can grow  cotton 
profitably, even a t the low price o f 5 
seuts a pound. B ut there  is ano ther 
m atter to  bo considered and th a t is 
tha adaptab ility  of the soil to  cotton 
prodnetion. Some lands will produce 
a bale, som etim es even more, to  the 
acre, w hile o ther ladds can n o t be de­
pended ou for m ore than a q u a rte r o f 
a bale to  the acre, y e t it requ ires Just 
as much w ork and ju s t as g rea t ou t­
lay to cultivate the one acre as the 
o ther. It follows, therefore, th a t the 
fariiier on the rich Texas land m ight 
grow  opulent from his profits on cot­
ton at ft c<Dts a  pound, while he o f 
the poorer sections o f the older states 
is v irtually  starv ing becauee he per­
sists in devoting his energies to a crop 
for which his laud is no t suited. The 
correspondent o f the V ickeburg  pa 
per seems to get n earer to the solution 
of the problem  of diversified crops 
and decreased cotton production and 
the  consequent be tterm ent o f the 
condition of the southern  farm er than 
the cotton grow ers’ couventious, which 
advise him to  look to congress iu- 
stead o f relying on himself.

W hy should a farm er persist in 
raising  cotton on the poor lauds in the 
o lder states, whore .c n'ould pay bet­
te r  to raise corn and w heat aud oats 
and hogs nnd sheep and potatoes and 
Bruits and vegetables and such things 
as he co n id 'a t least ea t if  there  hap­
pened no t to  be a m arket for them  ? 
— H ouston Post.
