I960 Texas Slate 
Board of Insurance has adopted 
the new plan and it will be 
known aa the Texas Safe Dnv 
Ing Plan.

Long said the plan was pul 
Into effect for the purpose o' 
rewarding persons who were 
"safe” drivers. The new insur 
ance will be in effect for llabil 
ity. collision, grid medical insur 
ante It does not include com 
prehenslve insurance

The plan will be based on the 
point system, as folows:

If a' person does not have a 
col I talon. receive a traffic ticket 
or be arrested for DWI for the 
past 39 months, they will be 
eligible to receive new polieiet 
at the rate of 20 percent less 
than present ones

A fine or accident of $2.1 will 
be a point against the driver 
and hia ,-ost will be the same ai 
it now stands Two points will 
increase the rates 20 per cent 
three points, 40 per cent. Six 
or more points will increase in 
surance rates up to too per cent
