Eight Accidents

Occur In County

The Texas Highway Patrol
investigated eight accidents
on rural highways in Knox
County during the month of
December, according to Ser
geant J.W. Garner, Highway
Patrol supervisor of this area

No one was killed, but two
persons injured as a
result of these accidents

The rural traffic accident
summary for this county dur
ing the first 12 months of 1975
shows a total of 68 accidents
resluting in no deaths and 25
persons injured

I'he rural traffic accident
summary for the 60 counties
of the Lubbock Department of
Public Safety Region for De
cember, 1975, shows a total of
534 accidents resulting in 22
persons killed and 325 per
sons unjured, as compared to
December, 1974, with 598
accidents resulting in 11 per
sons killed and 340 persons
injured. This was 64
accidents, 11 more killed, and
15 less injured in 1975 at the
same period of time

The traffic deaths for the
month of December, 1975
occurred in the following
counties and included four in
Parker, three in Hardeman,
two in Lubbock, and one each
in Bailey, Dickens, Hockley,
Jack, Montague, Palo Pinto,

PRUNING TREES

Improper pruning of trees
in be just as bad or worse
than not pruning them at all
On the other hand, proper
pruning can turn a tree or
shrub into a beautiful plant
specimen. Ten pointers to
nsider as far as the pruning
peration 1s concerned are

1. Do not top trees. Topped
often die bec the
topped branches cannot heal,
letting n fungi
and bacteria. Also, side bran

ches below topped stubs are

trees ause

thus decay

usually weaker and are sub
ject to wind damage

2. Prune at the right sea
son. Prune deciduous trees
and shrubs, vines, ground

covers and evergreens during

the winter. However, an ex

ception is  that  spring
flowering shrubs such as
