BOLL WEEVIL DAMAGE

A few untreated Knox
County cotton fields are show
ing heavy cotton beoll wee vil
damage at this time.

Many fields where ecarly
scason control applications
were used and some fields
where the over wintering boll
weevil did not reach in heavy
numbers are looking good at
this time. Some cotton in the
county where late replanting
WAS  DECESSAry has not
reached the Y3 grown square
stage while much of the older
cotton started blooming in
carly July

Control applications for the
boll weevil in this older cotton
should be used now only if
really necessary as this is the
stage when unnecessary ap
plications may add to the
cotton boll worm problem
SORGHUM MIDGE

Sorghum midge usually
start in small numbers when
carly sorghum reaches the
bloom stage and increase to
high damaging numbers in a
relatively short time

A very few midge have
been observed, but the popu
lation increase could build up
in the next week or two 1

SPIDER MITES

Spider mites, or red spiders
as they are sometimes called
spell bad news for a garden

There's no way to keep
spider mites out of your
garden, but it's a good idea to
be a' ‘e to recognize the pests
and what type of damage they
do

Spider mites are quite
small, about 1/60 of an inch
long, and can be white, red or
green in color. They lay eggs
on the undersides of leaves
and the eggs hatch in about
five days. The life cycle of a
spider mite lasts three weeks

Hot dry weather is particu
larly favorable for their deve
lopment

Spider mites prefer beans
tomatoes, and peas but will
attack almost any plant

their mouthparts into leaf

When a plant is infected
with mites, it shows up as tiny
spots on the undersides of
leaves. Heavy infestations of
mites cause bleaching and
vellowing along the main leaf

veins at first and later the
whole leaf is affected
After a while, the leaf's

edges curl up, turn brown,
and eventually drop off the
plant If not controlled,
spider mites can completely
defoliate a plant

Use only pesticide com
pounds specifically intended
to control mites. These may
have 1o be appiied from two 1o
four times and used
every five days.

Use pesticides onlv as di

once

rected and inspect yuur plants
frequently to check for signs
of spider mites. Some good
insecticides to use include
diazinon, kelthane, mala
thion, ethion and sulfur
WHITE GRUB CONTROL
The white grub, the larval
stage of the May or June
beetle, is one of the major
lawn pests in Knox County
White grubs feed on grass
roots during the summer, fall
and spring months and during
this period complete three
larval stages. The third and
largest larval stage which is
present from late August until
pupation occurs in June
causes most of the damage
Large numbers of grubs cut
the grass roots through their
