An e-timatod HJJdO.iXk) acres of 
Texas c-op and pasture lands were 
under irrigation last year The 
figures were obtained hy K V 
Thurmond, irrigation specialist foi 
the Texas agricultural extension 
service, from county agents of the 
state and was completed in Sep 
t ember 1955

Thurmond received reports 
from 238 counties which showed 
that 5.867.0(10 acres were irrigates) 
by gravity ami just over 330.000 
acres hy sprinkler systems Total j 
farms using supplemental irriga 
tun numbered 39.2t3 Wells. 42 
874 of them supplied the water 
for 4,940.000 acres

As to crops and pasture* receiv 
ing the water. Thurmond said al 
most two million acres of grain 
sorghums and only a slightly less 
acreage of cotton were irrigated 
to lead all other crop* by a wide 
margin More than half a million 
acres of vegetables and just urnk-r 

| a half million acres of rice were 
also irrigates! Pasture*, tempor 
ary and perennial, totaling more 
than 230.000 acres were followed 
by alfalfa, orchards (mostly citrus) 
and a long listing of other crops
