Stephens farm about two miles 
southeast of O'Brien Clymer had 
made his turn and was approach 
mg thr field for another run when 
he hit the wire Other pilots thee 
rued that he failed to see the wire 
in the early morning light 

Clymer was thrown from the 
plane which crashed and burned. 
He died shortly after arriving at 
the Knox County Hospital

Clymer. whose home was at 43IB 
Henley Drive, Kallas. where he 
was reared, had been living is 
Knox City thr paat three weeks, 
lie had two planet, an Aeronea 
dustrr and an Aeronea sprayer, wa­
der contract from Roy E. Taylor. 
Hr received his pilot’s license in 
1942 and began his crop-dusting 
career in Knox City three yean 
ago One of the first fields he 
dusted in this area was the field 
in which he crashed Tuesday.
