I.xinkhart has bred a 
cotton that will answer the 
purpose and hopes to prove to 
the farmers that he has the 
variety best suited to thin sec­
tion. Every farmer in this -ec- 
tion is cordially invited to visit 
the breeding block one jniie 

t of O’ Brien on the Husn 
farm and see for themselves' 
what this cotton is doing. It w-ts 
through the efforts of .Mr sod . 
Mfh. 'T. F Bush that this breed 
ing farm was located here sod 
they know the world's need I 
for cotton and believe that Mr 
Ijinkhart has the liest variety \ 
to meet that need and are en- i 
couraging the growing of bet-1 
ter staple cotton.
