Summer thunderstorms may
produce dangerous lightning

A Lypical summer day begins
with clear and sunny skics. By late
alternoon a rapidly developing
thunderstorm approaches. Electri-
cal storms may be fascinating 1o
watch, but they also can be cx-
tremely dangerous.

West Texas Ultilitiecs Company
and the National Safety Council
recommend the following impor-
tant safcty measurcs Lo follow
when encountering lightning dur-
ing scvere thunderstorms.

* The most dangerous place to
be during a storm is in an open
arca — a ficld, a golf course, on a
boat or in the walcr.

Whether you are swimming or
in a boat, you arc surrounded by
water, which is a very good con-
ductor. Get out of and away from
all water when a storm is ap-

rackets. Get off golf carts and bi-
cycles. Stay away [rom conduc-
lors of clectricity such as wirce
fences, power lines, clothes lines,
metal pipes and railroad tracks.

* A large, grounded or steel-
framed building is the best place
lo be in an clectrical storm. A
mctal top car or truck with closed
windows is also safc because the
vehicle's frame will deflect the
lightning charge to the ground.

*A common misconception
people have is that you are safe
from lightning once inside the
home. The home is full of objects
that act as conductors. Keep away
from windows, fircplaces, stoves,

sinks, bathtubs and plugged-in
electrical appliances.

* If you are caughtout in a field
or golf course far from adequate
shelter and you hair begins to
stand on end, you may be about
to be struck by lightning. Imme-
diately drop to your knees, bend
forward and place your hands on
your knees. Do not lie flat. Thig
position, although providing a
higher profile than lying flat, has
the advantage of minimum con-
tact with the earth.

Lightning is one of nature's
spectacular showcases, but it is
unpredictable and can pose a se-
rious threat to our safety. Respect
the dangers of lightning and al-
ways take precautionary measures

during a thunderstorm.

Hot summer weather may
drive some people to drink

Drink water, that is

“The body loses a large amount
of fluids during hard physical ac-
tivity, particularly if the weather

is hot and humid," said Dr. Jim

Pivamik, an exercise physiologist
at Baylor College of Medicine in
"It is important to re-
plenish them. The best way, as
obvious as it sounds, is to drink
plenty of water."

Whether working construction,
running, or merely spending a day
at the beach, the heat can sap the
body of precious fluids, leading to
dehydration.

The simple rule, according to
Pivarnik, is to pay attention to
urine color. People who have ad-
equate amount of body water con-
tent normally have pale-colored
urine. A darker yellow color indi-
cates that the kidneys are forced
to concentrate urine.

Not drinking enough fluids can
affect exercise performance, and
can lead to heat illness, which can
be fatal, Pivamik says.

Signs of water depletion include
extreme thirst, dry lips and tongue.
In severe cases, there can be an

. increase in heart rate and breath-

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ing, dizziness, confusion, and
eventual coma. The skin can ap-
pear dry and nonelastic while the
sufferer may feel lethargic, and
have headaches, cramps and a pale
complexion.

Don't wait until there are symp-
toms o take precautions warns
Pivamik.

“Thirst is not a good indicator
by itself since by the time you are
thirsty, the body's water reserves
have already decreased to un-
healthy levels," he said.

Pivamnik suggests drinking wa-
ter continuously to keep the body
hydrated.

"Take a drink every time you
pass a water fountain, and keep a
water bottle at your work area and
sip on it through the day."

He advises spreading water con-
sumption throughout the day
rather than trying to make up for
low levels in large gulps. A mini-
mum of one pint of water per hour
iS a good starting point.

During exercise or strenuous
outdoor activity, Pivamik says to
drink approximately 8 ounces of
waterevery 15 minutes. Although
the body can sweat two quarts of
fluid in one hour during hot sum-
mer weather, it can only absorb
about one quart, making it crucial
to be "stocked up" before, during,
and after those summertime ac-
tivities.

alittle more tolerant of weeds and

insects, and do not always look for .

something to spray.

Diagnosing a problem carefully
is important. Trying one product
after another seldom solves the
problem and adds extra pesticides
to the environment. Dr. Richard
Duble, turfgrass specialist with the
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice in College Station suggests
that regular mowing and hand
weeding, though tedious, may
solve many problems.

Knowing when to expect prob-
lems may help in attacking the
problem at the right time. Equip-
ment should be calibrated so that
the right amounts of pesticide and
fertilizer are applied.

With automatic sprinklers, the ten-
dency is to water whether the
turfgrass needs it or not. Studies
have shown that people could
probably waterabout half as much

as they do and still have vigorous |

lawns.

About 50 to 60 percent of the
water used in the home is used on
landscapes during the summer
months. Over-watering not only
leads to spending extra money, but
could lead to runoff and leaching
of fertilizers and pesticides. Plus,
it does not improve anything.

One way to assure that your
waler is being conserved is by
leaving your grass clippings on the
lawn. Many say "The dead clip-
pings makes the lawn look bad."
The idea behind the "Don't Bag
It!" program is to get home own-
ers used to mowing the lawn on a
more regular basis. This in tumn
produces less clippings and makes
mowing much easier.

Over-fertilization, again is a
practice that has completely nega-
tive results. Too much fertilizer
results in more mowing, pest
problems and clippings. Addition-
ally, it may increase water use by
as much as 40 percent since rap-
idly growing turfgrass requires
more walcr.

Once again, by leaving your
clippings on the lawn you can save
money in fertilizer bills. The clip-
pings will return many nutrients,
used by the grass, to the soil. This
will also increase the amount of
organic matter in the soil profile
and will aid in water absorption
and aeration.,

This extra fertilizer may be fine
if you are trying to produce hay.
Thatis probably not true for many
lawns.
