assignments

On February 1, 1996 the schools
of Texas were notified of their ten-
tative football and basketball dis-
trict assignments. This is a tenta-
tive assignment until schools who
wish to appeal their assigmnent
have had time to have their appeals
heard. All appeals will be heard by
February 22, 1996 and district as-
signments will be finalized.

Munday’s tentative football as-
signment is district 6-A which is
composed of Aspermont, Crowell,
Knox City, Munday, Paducah,
Roby, Rotan, and Spur. This makes
the district season seven games
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long. Tentatively the three non-dis-
trict games will be Haskell,
Seymour, and Quanah. Munday
would be in Region II. A change
in the playoff format eliminates
byes in bi-district. The playoff
rounds will be bi-district, regional,
quarterfinals, semifinals, and fi-
nals.

Local drama students receive scholarship bids

The efforts of two local drama
students came to fruition this past
week-end in Houston at the Texas
Educational Theatre Association
convention. Accompanied by in-
structor, Karen Longan, the two
giftedactors, Marc McWhorterand
Kandis Longan, were among an
elite group of students who re-
ceived invitations from colleges
whose drama departments are
among the best.

Even though the actual journey
to Houston began on last Wednes-
day, January 31, the students have
been preparing for this event for
many weeks. Initial efforts began
when the twosome applied to the
Texas Education Theatre Associa-
tion requesting to be included in
the auditions scheduled during the
convention. A transcript of their
academic background had to ac-
company resumes of their theatri-
cal works and letters of recom-

mendation. Out of all the applica-
tions received only 115 are chosen
statewide and applicants come
from notonly high school students
but also from college aged stu-
dents. Therefore it is an honor to
be included in the auditions and
since most applicants that are se-
lected are from larger schools and
collegesitistruly to these students
creditto have been chosento com-
pete.

But the good news doesn't stop
there - Marc and Kandis both were
selected for call-backs and re-
ceived invitations from several
different colleges:

To be chosen for call-backs the
students had to prepare and present

a two minute memorized contrast-
ing monologue. An example of a

contrasting monologue could con-
tain elements of comedy/tragedy .
Bothofthe Munday students chose
to prepare their pieces with

Shakespeare/Modem dialogues.

At the beginning of the audi-
tions the students are ushered into
a foyer where thirty of the most
elite colleges have tables set up to
recruit the students -"similar to
scouting for football players," re-
marks Mrs. Longan when explain-
ing the procedures. The students
are thentakeninto rooms where 10
- 12 students presenttheir personal
introductions and recite their two
minute performance. These audi-
tions last from 8:30 until around
1:30 and the hardest part of the day
comes during the waiting to find
out if you have been selected for
"call-backs."

Attheend of the initial auditions
a large bulletin board is wheeled
out and on this board each college
lists from 12 - 25 students that
they are most interested in for call-
backs. Emotions run high during
the course of the day and reactions

are varied among the students who
find out if they have made the first
cut or if their efforts have been
futile.

Call-backs include a sit-down
interview and a look into the stu-
dents resume. Academic evalua-
tions are one of the mostimportant
factors taken into consideration,
along withone's acting ability, that
iS. Munday's two students were
theonly class A students to partici-
pate in this statewide event,

When the final selections had
been made Kandis Longan had

received scholarship bids from
seven colleges and universities and

Marc McWhorter had received
five.

Financial packages vary with the
universities and as of this time the
two scholars have not decided on
definite educational institutions.
Marc is a senior and Kandis is a

The Munday ISD Board of Trustees met in regular session
on Thursday, January 11, 1996 at 7:00 p.m. in the Administra-
tion Building. The main items on the agenda involved person-
nel and the building projects using state facilities money.

The
first involved giving final approval to begin construction of
four classrooms, a library, and a computer lab at the elemen-
tary and an addition to the band hall at the high school. Ap-
proval was also given to review and approve a contract with
Doug Cain, architect, and DSA Construction Management. Also
approved were testing of the soil at both sites. Soil testing should
begin soon while final drawings of the project should be com-
pleted by the middle of February.

In personnel matters, the contract of Superintendent Jerome
Hall was extended through the 1997-98 school year. In other
personnel matters, the resignation of Kelly Myers was accepted.
Esther Waggoner was hired to replace her as special education

Students learn from Community Based
Instruction while giving of themselves

A program called Community
Based Instruction is teaching stu-
dents valuable job skills and the
community itself is actively en-
gagedin the education ofits youth.
To be included in Community
Based Instruction students must
first be eligible for the Special
Education Program. Four students
are currently enrolled in the pro-
gram which is taught by Mrs.
Claudia Tidwell, of Munday, and
two other "job coaches," Rosa
Richardson and Pat Grimsley who
are both from Knox City.

Students enrolled in the Com-
munity Based Instruction program
are allowed to obtain valuable work
experience atdifferent types of jobs
through out the school year. The
students work in small groups, usu-
ally two orthree, which offers them
an abundance of hands-on training
while not adding to confusion in
the work area. Students are con-
tinually supervised by th: job
coaches who never leave the stu-
dents side while they are training.
The groups move to different train-
ing sites six times a year thus uti-
lizing one site every six weeks.

Students from Munday High
School are currently training with
The Chamber of Commerce and
another group is training at The
Home Building Center. At the
Chamber of Commerce students
are helping to construct a scrap
book and are helping out with other
officerelated duties while students
at The Home Building Center are
learning to stock merchandise, per-
form small custodial duties, and
occassionally make simple carpen-
try repairs.

Students from the Goree School
District were involved in the pro-
gram last year and they gleaned
many skills that will be valuable
when it becomes necessary to ac-
quire a job in the near future.

Students have participated in
training at Beaty's Grocery Store
where they stocked, checked order
forms on stock, worked in the pro-
duce areas, and weighed meats in
the cold case. At Ben Franklin's
students stocked the gift cards,
shelved patterns, arranged seasonal
displays, cut material, filled out
lay away tickets and even leammed
the basics forusing a cash register.
While training at P & M Supply
they were responsible for stocking
and categorizing parts for autos
and farm equipment. When stu-
dents were assigned to Dillon's
Greenhouse they watered plants
and sleeved poinsettias. They have
even learned about food service at
Goree's Comer Grill, performed
custodial duties and sorted differ-
ent variety's of seed at the Re-
search Station, and leamed about
office procedures at the First Bap-
tist Church in Munday.

Being able to go to different job
sites really helps to keep students
attention and as Mrs. Claudia
Tidwell explains, "This helps to
bridge the transition time between
High School and getting a job. We
are trying to learn some skills and
also trying to acquire social skills
and become acquainted with busi-
ness people who may later need
the assistance of these students in
a job related activity."

While watching the students
work it becomes evident that they

Crop Insurance—Questions and
Answers: A

What are the deadlines for ¢rop
insurance?

March 15, 1996 is the deadline.
or sale closing date to apply for
crop insurance for most spring
planted crops.

If I have questions, where do |
go?

The first place to start would be
your local Farm Service Agency
(FSA) office or a former Agricul-
ture Stabilization and Conserva-
tion Service (ASCS) office. These
offices can answer general ques-
tions and write up basic cata-
strophic coverage. If you are in-
terested in finding out more about
buy-up insurance, which is higher
coverage than the basic 50 percent
catastrophic coverage, they can
provide a list of private agents in
the county.

What do [ do if I have a loss?

First of all, you have to have
coverage through a FSA office or
a private agent. If something hap-
pens that may lead you to believe
you have crop damage, such as a
drought or a flood, you should no-
tify your insurance provider within
10 days. An inspection will be
done to see if an appraisal is nec-
essary to work a claim. At the end
of the growing season a final claim
will be settled.

As the growing season
progresses and you suspect your
yield will be below average, you
should notify your insurance pro-
vider 15 days before harvesttoen-
sure proper time to inspect the field
and process the claim.

If you begin to actually harvest
the field and at that time, you are
not going to make your guarantee,
once again you should notify your
insurance provider. If you are far
along in the harvest, you can leave
representative strips to illustrate
the damage. Someone will come
out to do an appraisal on it.

What are the different coverage
levels possible?

If you go through the FSA of-
fice you can purchase the basic or
what is called catastrophic or CAT
coverage, which guarantees 50
percent coverage at 50 percent of
the government designated price.
Through a private agent you can
upgrade this coverage to 75 to 100
percent of market price. These
rates can be adjusted further de-
pending on what price you choose
for your crop.

How does crop insurance link to
the farm programs in 19967

The linkage between crop insur-
ance and the farm bill for 1996 has
not yet been decided. In fact, most
of these answers are subject to
change depending on the farm bill
passed. But, if it remains the same
as in 1995, a minimum of basic
Catastrophic Crop Insurance will
be reguired for participation in any
USDA program.

What are the fees and costs as-
sociated with crop insurance?

At the catastrophic level, there
is a $50 administrative fee per
crop, with a maximum of $200 per
county. If you select the buy-up
option, costs will vary, depending
on your yield history and your
guarantee.

What is the importance of annual
production history yields?

Insurance coverage and costs are
based on an individual yield guar-
antee. A farmer would bring in his
past yield history forup to 10 years
and an average yield would be
computed. The insurance guaran-
tee 1s 50 to 75 percent of this aver-
age depending on the coverage
level selected. :

Are there any other insurance
options?

The Group Risk Plan (GRP) is
based on the county expected yield
instead of individual farm yields,
Only if the county yield is less than
guaranteed would a policyholder
recerve payment. This type of coy-

erage is cheaper than others ang
involves less paperwork. It is im-

portant though, to trace your yields
with county yields over the years
to see if this coverage plan is to
your advantage.

You can also increase your in-
surance coverage through private
insurance companies. These com-
panies are providing this additional
insurance at their own risk, so your
costs may reflect that.

What if my crop is non-insur-
able?

Crops that are covered by insur-
ance are defined on a state by state,
often county by county basis. If
your crop is not insurable in the
county, you can still have cover-
age through the Non-insured As-
sistance Program (NAP).

NAP works on an area basis,
providing payments to eligible
producers in any year in which the
average yield for the area is less
than 65 percent of normal p. In-
dividual producers in that area
with a loss greater than 30 percent
will be eligible for NAP payments.

Drinking is a problem in our so-
ciety. To make matters worse, tele-
vision glamorizes the lifestvle of
those who consume alcohol. The
propaganda on television via beer
commercials is that drinking is
extremely cool! On just about ev-
ery alcohol commercial the facade
is that drinking is sexy, fun, so-
ciable, and harmless. Nothing
could be further from the truth.
Sooner or later alcohol will take
it’s lethal toll on a person’s body,
a person’s marriage, or worse yet,
it will destroy the life of an inno-
cent person. Drinking alcohol has
terrible consequences. As a pastor
I have seen the devastating conse-
quences of alcohol consumption
and abuse.

Isn't it Nifty,
Jack is Fifty!

It is time to sound the wake-up
call to folks about the dangers of
alcohol. One tragedy caused by the
consumption of alcohol is one too
many. However, it often takes a
tragedy for us to realize the dan-
gers of substance abuse. It takes a
tragedy for us to appreciate how
fragile life is and how dear are
those whom we love!

When anyone gets behind the
wheel of a car and that person has
been drinking that is a sure formula
for disaster. And, too often the
tragedy affects the lives of inno-
cent people. Recently in our com-
munity, an accident was the ter-
rible result of teenagers drinking.
Fortunately, no lives were claimed,
though one received serious inju-
ries.

Who is responsible? I think the
responsibility lies with the parents
and the teenagers. The home is the
first line of defense in combating
the ills of our society. When the
home breaks down, it is a small
wonder why society erodes. I
served as a mmister to youth at a
church in Garland, Texas for four
years while attending seminary. I
was amazed at the number of teens
that drank and their parents never
knew. One solution to teenage
drinking is to begin with parents
opening their eyes to what is go-
ing on in the lives of today's teen-
agers. The worst thing a parent
could ever assume about their
teenager is: “My kid would never
drink! *

What can parents do? First,

know where you kid is and with
whom your kid is. The Bible says,
“Bad company corrupts good char-
acter.” Second, establish a reagpp-
able curfew—I personally think
nothing of much good occurs af-
ter-midnight. Third, keep the lipes
of communication open with your
teenager. Talk openly about the
pressures they face and be willing
to listen! Fourth, look for trouple
signs. Pay attention to what a sty-
dent says off the cuff! Watch for
radical behavior changes. Fifth.
assume full responsibility for your
teenager’s action. One thing not to
do is to blame others for the jrre-
sponsible behavior on the behalf
of your teen. Sixth, make for cer-
tain that you practice what you
preach. Do not tell your kid not to
drink, and then turn around your-
self and drink like a fish. Finally,
expose them to an atmosphere
where they will be less likely to
get mixed up with alcohol, The
churches in our community offer
a variety of activities for youth.
Better yet, take them to church
with you. The solution to teenage
drinking must begin at home,

Beef, It's what's for dinner!
1-pound boneless beef sirloin
steak, cut 1 inch thick
11/2 teaspoons black peppercoms,
crushed
1/2 teaspoon each salt and paprika
1 clove garlic, crushed
I medium onion, cut into 12
wedges
Cherry tomato halves, optional

Cut beef steak into I-inch

pieces. Combine peppercorns, §alt,
paprika and garlic in shallow dijh.
Add beef; toss to coat. Thread'an
equal number of beefpieces onto
each of four 12-inch skewers along
with three onion wedges.
