A car load of laughing, happy 

high school girls from Munday met 
with near tragedy on the way home 
from a carefree trip to Abilene. 
And what had been a beautiful 
spring day turned into darkness 
and horror in the blink of an eye. 
Now the laughter has turned to 
tears of pain and fear and back to 
tears of relief and gratitude. 

A 1993 Ford Explorer, driven by 
Kandis Longan, 17, was traveling 
northbound on its way back to the 
security of home when a defect in 
the auto caused Kandis to lose con-
trol. Gripping the wheel in sheer 
terror, Kandis tried desperately to 
right the situation but was unable 
to steer the vehicle to safety, it 
veered into the median at least twice 
and rolled once. 

Fear overcame the four girls as 
all were bounced and thrown 
around the interior of the Explorer 
but it was passengerMindy Zeissel, 
17, who suffered the most. Mindy 
was thrown from the vehicle in the 
progress of the roll over. The other 
passengers, Ambra Welch, 16, and 
Jennifer Yates, 15, also sustained 
injuries. 

Two of the more seriously in-
jured girls were taken by ambu-
lance to Hendrick Medical Center 
in Abilene and the other two were 
ta0n by private auto. 

Mindy, daughter of Wayne and 
Barbara Zeissel, suffered head 
trauma and two broken legs. She 
was taken into surgery and spent 
seven hours there while friends, 
family members, and clergy gath-
ered in the waiting room praying 
continuously, both silently and 
verbally, for her survival. 

The moments were filled with 
tension as the parents of the girls 
awaited word on their conditions 
and progress. And as word filtered 
through the town of Munday ten-
sion also tightened there and even 
more prayers were said on the girls 
behalf. One by one, vehicles could 
be seen leaving town, traveling 
what now appeared to be a treach-
erous trip towards Abilene. The 
waiting room at the hospital would 
soon be filled with troubled youth, 
frightened family members, con-
cerned clergy, and coaches and 
teachers who truly care about their 
students. All gathered there to lend 
their support to the victims and to 
rally together in response to the 
tragedy. A factual number of those 
in attendance can not be determined 
but there was a "big response" and 
some estimated the amount of visi-
tors through the course of the 
evening to be close to one hundred. 

These girls are honor students, 
gifted athletes, and roll models for 
the rest of the high school and they 
have given us moments of enter-
tainment and have lent to school 
and community pride during their 
young years. Now it's the commu-
nities turn to respond to their plight 
in a warm and loving way. 

Mindy will undergo many long 
hours of recuperation, as will Jen-
nifer. It will be a struggle from day 
to day but all of us have faith that 
they will be strong and will perse-
vere. Many happy years are in store 
for all four girls - much to the joy

and relief of all who know them. 
But it will take a long time to mend 
the memories of that trip to Abilene.

The girls can rest assured that the 
entire community is thinking of 
them and wishing them the best. 
You see, Munday may be just a 
small town to some, but we are 
really more like a large family. 

Pastor's Jeff Christian, John Hall, 
W.O. Smith, Don Whetsell and 
Father Kevin Fagin invite all to 
hear Alan Bond speak at the Com-
munity Passover Celebration in the 
Munday High School Gym on 
March 22 at 6:00 p.m. Bond is the 
director of the Jews for Jesus 
organization's Dallas branch. 

Says Bond, "Jews for Jesus is an 
agency which proclaims that Jesus 
is the Messiah of Israel and Savior 
of the world. What could be more 
Jewish than following the Mes-
siah? With the wide range of be-
liefs present within the Jewish com-
munity, it is interesting that agnos-
ticism and even atheism are con-
sidered acceptable, while Jesus, 
who can even bring us Gentiles 
into a relationship with the God of 
Israel, is not." 

Bond traveled from his home-
town of Shawnee, Oklahoma, to 
San Francisco on a search for life's 
purpose, but he never thought he 
would end up accepting Jesus as 
his Messiah. "I thought Christians 
were born, not made. I grew up 
surrounded by people who claimed 
to be Christians so I took it for 
granted that I was one, too. Then I 
met a Jewish believer in Jesus, Lyn 
Rosen (whom I eventually mar-
ried), and learned that being a Chris-
tian involves a personal commit-
ment to Jesus Christ." 

Bond joined the Jews for Jesus 
staff in 1975. He and his wife trav-
eled throughout most of the United 
States and Israel with the New 
Jerusalem Players, a mobile evan-
gelistic drama team. Following that 
tour, Bond worked in printing and 
office management at Jews for 
Jesus headquarters. He also was 
part of the organization's Los An-
geles branch for several years, lead-
ing their local music team as well 
as taking responsibility for pasto- 
ral care in the branch. He and his 
wife now reside in the Dallas Fort 
Worth area with their son Asher 
and daughter Bethany. Bond is re-
sponsible for the organization's 
outreach to the growing Jewish 
community there. 

The Jews for Jesus organization 
was founded by Moishe Rosen, a 
Jew who has believed in Jesus for

over 35 years. The organization 
has permanent branches in nine 
North American cities (San Fran-
cisco, Los Angeles, Chicago, 
Toronto, Dallas, Boston, New York 
City, Washington D.C. and South 
Florida) as well as over seventy 
chapters spanning some thirty 
states. The group's international 
branches are headquartered in' 
Johannesburg, Buenos Aires, Lon-
don, Paris, Odessa, Moscow and 
Tel Aviv. 

Dr. Rosen is quick to point out 
the he did not "start" Jews forJesus. 
"Jews forJesus" began about 2,000 
years ago, around 32 C.E., give or 
take a year. Jesus' first disciples 
were Jewish, and there have been 
some Jewish people who have be-
lieved in him ever since."

Familiar to thousands of rural 
and suburban area Texans are the, 
bright blue and gold jackets worn 
by young men and women who 
study the agricultural sciences in 
Texas schools. The jackets sport 
the emblem of the FFA, an organi-
zation that today is threatened by 
the ever-widening circle of federal 
and state budget-cutting. 

The good news, however, is that 
FFA has many friends. They am 
now joining forces to develop an 
endowment fund that will preserve 
the structure of FFA for future gen-
erations of students. 

Former FFA members, current 
and past teachers and students, and 
Texas agricultural leaders have 
signed on to broaden the funding 
base for FFA state leadership train-
ing, coordination of meetings, con-
ventions, seminars and contests, 
and scholarship funds. 

Durwin Hill, executive director 
of the Texas FFA Foundation and 
statewide coordinator of the en-
dowment campaign, reports that 
more than 60 percent of FFA chap-
ters pledged to underwrite the 
foundation's current budget. Cash 
donations, some as high as $10,000 
have helped launch the endowment 
campaign. Contributions in vary-
ing amounts, plus vehicles, farm 
equipment and otherdonations that 
can be raffled or sold have pushed 
the total toward the eventual goal 
of $500,000 for 1996. 

Momentum is building, and it 
could not happen at a more critical 
time in FFA history. 

"It's really a simple story," said 
Hill. "State and national funds have  

been significantly downsized." In 
the case of FFA, core program 
responsibilities that were carried 
out in 1985 by 16 professionals 
and eight staff support personnel 
must be provided now by four pro-
fessionals and one half-time sup-
port person. 

"Thervis no reason to believe 
that the budget cuts will stop at 
current levels," Hill said. 

Early contributions and pledges 
to the endowment campaign re-
flect an understanding of the di-
lemma, and a serious commitment 
to help by those who already know 
FFA or have participated in it. 

The letters FFA once stood for 
Future Farmers of America. With 
the technology revolution in agri-
culture, fewer farmers are needed 
to grow food for the rest of the 
population. Today's FFA, however, 
continues to prepare students for 
careers in agricultural science. 
Even students who choose careers 
outside of agriculture say the hands-
on skills they learned in FFA arc 
valuable to them. In addition, the 
emphasis in learning and practic-
ing FFA traditions of personal re-
sponsibility, productivity and com-
m unity- bu i Id i ng, is attracting 
growing numbers of parents and 
students who are participating in 
FFA chapters in suburban Texas. 

"Parents would rather have their 
youngsters learning about the en-
vironment, our food and fiber sys-
tem, and problem-solving and lead-
ership skills than to have them 
hanging out at the mall," said Elvin 
Caraway, a past state and national 
FFA officer, attorney and FFA 
Foundation board member. 

Interest from the permanent en-
dowment fund will be spent in two 
ways, Hill explained. It will fund 
the support staff needed to carry 
out Texas FFA activities. This in-
cludes the state convention, state 
office, coordination, leadership 
training, career development and 
the Texas FFA magazine. The 
funds will also be used to continue 
and expand the FFA scholarship 
program. 

"For the students and teachers 
who've experienced FFA, it is dif-
ficult to imagine education in Texas 
without a significant role for the 
organization," said Hill. "Make no 
mistake, current funding will even-
tually disappear, and if we arc not 
ready with the endowment, FFA as 
we have come to know it will cease  

to exist."

Lion by another person that result 
in physical injury that results in 
substantial harm to the child; sexual 
contact, sexual intercourse, o 
sexual penetration with a foreign 
object, incest, sexual assault, or 
sodomy; failure to make a reason-
able effort to prevent the above 
mentioned sexual acts; compelling 
or encouraging the child to engage 
in sexual conduct; or allows or 
encourages the child to be involved 
in pornographic exploitations. 

In Texas there are both civil and 
criminal laws which help to pro-
tect children from abuse and ne-
glect. These laws state that a per-
son having cause to believe that a 
child's physical or mental health or 
welfare has been or may be ad-
versely affected by abuse or ne-
glect by any person should imme-
diately make a report. You can 
make a verbal report to the Depart-
ment of Human Services or a law 
enforcement agency and it is im-
perative that you make the report 
as soon as possible. The more time 
that elapses between the incident 
and your report, the more difficult 
it is for Child Protective Services 
specialists to conduct an appropri-
ate and through investigation. 
Linda Haynes, Child Protective 
Services Supervisor from Haskell 
states that "The more information 
a caller has the easier it is ,to make 
informed decisions." She says that 
"specifics" arevery important when 
reporting abuse cases - tell what 
you have observed first hand or 
mention to the case worker what 
the child might have mentioned to 
you about his treatment, help them 
identify and locate both the child 
and the person you believe is re-
sponsible for the abuse or neglect. 

Professionals are required to re-
port suspected cases of abuse no 
later than 48 hours after they first 
suspect that a child has been or 
may be abused or neglected. The 

term "professional" refers to teach-
ers, nurses, doctors, and day-care 
employees. This chapter of the child 

e  protection law also states that the 
e  identity of an individual making a 
r  report is confidential and may be 

disclosed only on the order of a 
court or to a law enforcement offi-
cer for the purposes of conducting 
a criminal investigation of the re- 

d  port. It further adds that a person 
commits an offense if said person 
has cause to believe that a child's 

_ physical or mental health or wel-
fare has been or may be adversely 

f  affected by abuse or neglect and 
a  knowingly fails to report the sus-
- pectcd treatment. 

Them are also penalties forknow-
ingly or intentionally making a re-
port that is false or lacks factual 

e  foundation. This is a Class B mis-
demeanor. 

Remember to make reports of 
. suspected abuse as soon as pos-

sible. Over time, bruises can heal, 
memories may fade, people may 
change their minds as to what to 

, say to investigators, and physical 
evidence may disappear or be ob-
scured. If you report the incident 
you are not expected to prove that 
the abuse or neglect has definitely 
occurred; it is up to the CPS spe-

. cialists to do this, but you can cause 
more injury to occur if you delay 
your report or try to monitor the 
situation yourself. 

Some of the warning signs of 
physical child abuse are: bruises, 
welts or broken bones, cuts or 
scrapes, missing hair, injuries or 

1 	In fiscal year 1995, the Texas 
- child protective service agency re 
e ceived and referred for investiga 
e tion an estimated 107,895 report 
- of alleged child abuse and neglect 

Of these reports about 50,746 chil 
dren were found to be substanti 
ated victims of child abuse and 
neglect in our state. Abandonmen 
occurred in 1,034 cases, emotional 
abuse was cited in 3,455, medical 
neglect was involved in 2 
cases, sexual abuse happened 7,926 
times, physical abuse was slated in 
15,958 cases and lack of supervi-
sion was cited in a whopping 20,466 
cases. 

In Knox County, in 1994 records, 
there were 1,269 children listed as 
residents. Thirty-six of these were 
the alleged victims of child abuse 
or neglect. Of these thirty-six, 
twelve were actually confirmed 
victims. Twelve too many. 

In our nation the link between 
substance abuse and child abuse 
has strengthened over the years. 
Parental abuse of alcohol and the 
use of other drugs has been identi-
fied as a major factor contributing 
to child maltreatment and death. 
Although child abuse occurs in all 
racial, ethnic, cultural, and socio-
economic groups, physical abuse 
and neglect are more likely among 

Physical, verbal, sexual - it's al 
abuse and it's detrimental to chil 
dren. Not only does abuse tak 
young lives but those that surviv 
may be mentally scarred for a life 
time. 

What happens to the children? 
What happens to the victimizer? 

This is the third article in aeries 
concerning abuse. 

CHILD ABUSE 
The small town of Burkbumett, 

Texas is not too far from Munday. 
It could happen here just as it hap-
pened in Burkbumett a few weeks 
ago. A two year old toddler girl 
was beaten to death and the Dad's 
girlfriend is charged with the mur-
der. 

Some one, an adult ofmuch larger 
size than a defenseless two year 
old, had harmed the child to such 
an extent that the little one died. 
The child was taken to a hospital in 
Wichita Falls where she lingered 
over-night but eventually suc-
cumbed to the trauma of head in-
jury, her tiny body marked with 
multiple bruises. 

The horrifying tale doesn't end 
there. Only three months earlier 
the child's half-sister, a three year 
old, died from being shaken vio-
lently and suffered with bruises on 
her body caused by blunt force. 
The mother's boyfriend is charged 
in this case. 

In Pennsylvania four children 
were the targets of their own par-
ents abuse. They were physically 
abused, sexually abused, were in- 
voluntarily injected with drugs, 
were fed rats and boiled cock-
roaches, and were locked away in 
dark, damp closets. 

Nightmares - all of these stories, 
and countless others, are sheer 
nightmares to those of us removed 
from such ordeals. But can you 
imagine living the nightmare? Can 
you imagine the terror in a small 
person's eyes when the adult whom 
they are dependent on turns around 
and beats them with repeated blows 
that would stagger an adult sized 
person?

Warning signs can also be exhib-
ited by a child's behavior. They 
might include: aggressive or with-
drawn behavior, unusual fears (of 
certain people, of going home, etc.), 
craving for attention, fatigue, lack 
of concentration, hunger, begging 
for food, stealing, frequent tardi-
ness or absence from school, un-
usual knowledge of sex. 

Adults who victimize children 
may also display some warning 
signs.

Consumers are still receiving of-
fers to start a new credit card ac-
count at a low interest rate. The 
offer may or may not be a real 
money harvester. Before taking the 
offer, get all the facts. 

Call the 800 number on the back 
of the credit cards you hold which 
currently have a low interest 
charge that may be expiring soon. 
Ask what your new rate will be 
when the introductory rate expires. 
When they tell you the new, higher 
rate, politely ask what lower rate 
they might offer to keep you as a 
customer, since you have an op-
tion to transfer your account to 
another credit card that has a lower 
interest rate. The rate could be as 
low as 1 percentage point higher 
than your introductory rate. Con-
sumers will not get a reasonable 
rate unless they ask for it. 

If a low rate is not available from 
current credit card companies, 
look closely at the new offers. 
Check the fine print closely. Ev-
ery credit card solicitation must 
spell out the main cost factors, the 
interest rates and grace periods. 
Look also for fees for balance 
transfers and cash advances. 

Avoid low-rate cards that charge 
a cash-advance fee, often 2 percent 
of the amount being transferred. 

Accept cards only if they pro-
vide interest-free grace periods of 
30 days on balances transferred, 
and a 30-day grace period for new 
purchases. Cards without a grace

a final decision on the requests by 
March 1, 1996. It was also agreed 
that the Foundation would serve as 
facilitator and monitor of the new 
streamlined Section 18 process for 
Texas cotton producers. 

Since Confirm and Pirate both 
target the same cotton pest and 
would normally not be available to 
producers in a particular area at the 
same time, the EPA approved re-
leasing Confirm first, once a trig-
gering level of two hits (recently 
hatched beet armyworm egg 
masses with actively feeding lar-
vae) per 100-foot row is reached, 
documented and reported by an 
Extension Service entomologist. 
Taking into account the level of 
insect mortality and/or the dimin-
ishing effectiveness of Confirm, 
Pirate would be released at a trig-
gering level of five hits per 100-
foot row, or 20,000 active larvae 
per acre based upon acceptable field 
sampling techniques, after being 
documented and reported by an 
Extension entomologist. Exemp-
tions for release of thee pesticides 
would then be issued on a district-
by-district basis, based on the 
boundaries of the 12 Extension 
Service Districts in the state. 

The Section 18 request for 
Furadan includes several automatic 
triggering levels. Texas growers 
had originally asked the EPA to 
approve an emergency exemption 
allowing for three applications of 
Furadan this year. The EPA denied 
that portion of the request since the 
pesticide is limited to only two 8-
ounce applications per growing 
season. However, the request still 
contains the following automatic 
triggering levels: (1) 50 aphids/ 
leaf for pre-bloom application, (2) 
100 aphids/leaf post-bloom, and 
(3) 15 aphids/leaf at 5 percent open 
bolls. EPA will make a decision by 
March 15 on the Furadan Section 
18 request after the public com-
ment period.

Producers contemplating a mar-
keting plan are faced with many 
variables — so many, in fact —
that the sheer number of options 
can prematurely derail the best of 
intentions. That's why it is best to 
start with goals. 

A pkoducer needs to establish 
goals at the outset of any market-
ing plan. What portion of your crop 
do you want to have sold or priced 
by a certain date is a good place to 
start. 

For example, a producer might 
project having 25 percent of his 
crop sold or priced by planting 
time, another 50 percent by har-
vest, and the remainder after har-
vest. Marketing then becomes not 
a one year project but one extend-
ing over 18 months or so. 

Next you need a target price. 
Ideally, that price is based on the 
costs of production judged on at 
least two or three levels. 

One level would be the price 
needed to meet cash production 
costs. Another level would be pro-
duction costs plus family living 
expenses. Finally, you might fig-
ure in equipment depreciation and 
replacement costs on top of the 
other two for a third level. 

Yet, for many producers, the de-
tailed number crunching involved 
in producing such figures is not 
often pursued. 

Another target level that produc-
ers can use as a goal is gross pro-
duction per acre, simply yield 
times price. Producers tend to have 
a better handle on that measure-
ment. All they need to do is put 
projected yields and prices to-
gether. 

However, as the growing season 
proceeds and the markets fluctu-
ate, producers need to be flexible. 
The price projected in March may 
be unrealistic in October. Produc-, 
ers need advantage of shifts in the 
market. 

One way producers can protect 
themselves from risk through mar-
keting is to know and understand 
the marketing alternatives avail-
able to them. 

There is cash marketing and for-
ward contracting available to pro-
ducers. A third alternative in the 
futures and options markets is 
more complicated than the first 
two. 

Producers tend to have different 
comfort levels with marketing 
strategies. Some basically stick to 
cash marketing; others engage in 
forward contracting. Some pro-
ducers enter the futures/options 
markets with varying degrees of 
comfort.

EPA postponed final approval of 
a third Section 18 chemical, 
Furadan, for use against the cotton 
aphid in texas until March 15 to 
allow for public comment. 

The actions are the culmination 
of an agreement reached in No-
vember 1995 between the Texas 
Boll Weevil Eradication Founda-
tion and EPA administrators at a 
meeting in Congressman Charles 
Stenholm's office in Washington, 
D.C. 

At that meeting, the EPA agreed 
to streamline their section 18 pro-
cess after the Foundation voiced 
concern on behalf of Texas cotton 
producers about the lack of timely 
availability of chemicals during the 
1995 growing season. Under nor-
mal circumstances, it can take up 
to two months for the EPA to grant 
an exemption for use of a Section 
18 chemical. In the case of the beet 
armyworm that is considered too 
long since an outbreak of this pest 
can devour a cotton crop in a mat-
ter of days. 

In subsequent meetings - which 
at various times included represen-
tatives from the Foundation, the 
EPA, the Texas Department of 
Agriculture, the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service and chemical 
manufacturers - details of the agree-
ment were worked out and called 
for the TDA to complete and sub-
mit the paperwork for Section 18 
exemption requests to the EPA on 
or before January 2, 1996 for 
Furadan, Pirate and Confirm, based 
on predetermined triggering 
mechanisms.

They 
have always been important, but 
over the last five years they have 
become even more so. There are 
so many alternatives available to 
producers with futures, options 
and a combination of these that 
you need to have an understand-
ing of each in order to use them.

It was a brisk but sunny day 

when I headed out to meet the 
Truscott Grandma's that I had heard 
so much about. It was my first trip 
to that area but as I walked out the 
door my husband said, "Just go to 
Benjamin and head north on high-
way 6 - it's on your left." Easy 
enough, I thought - and it can't be 
too far. 

The country side was just breath-
taking. I hadn't been in the breaks 
but a small handful of times and 
I'm tstill in awe of their rugged 
beauty. It's the kind of scenery that 
hits you right in your born-and-
bred Texas heart and leaves a big 
'ole lump in your throat - just look-
ing out yourvehicle window makes 
you proud that you can call the 
diverse Lone Star state home. 

Anyway, I drove, and I drove, 
and I drove. "Sure, Truscott is on 
your left just a little ways down the 
road from Benjamin," I said to 
myself. Then I drove, and I drove, 
and I drove! In the distance I could 
spy a utility line so I knew there 
was some sort of civilization some 
where so I drove and I drove and I 
drove. Finally - there in the dis-
tance I could make out the shad-
owy figures that appeared to be 
grain towers - this must be it. Then 
I caught a glimpse of the "Truscott 
Cemetery" on the right so I felt at 
ease knowing that my destination 
was just ahead. 

It made me sad when I drove into 
the tiny hamlet and saw what re-
mains of these people's home town. 
Slowly, our small town heritage is 
withering as people move on and 
buildings become broken down 
heaps of brick with the other re-
mains boarded up. This Saturday 
morning found only four cars in 
sight but I tried to imagine what the 
town of yesteryear looked like as I 
ventured into the Truscott Com-
munity Center. 

I wasn't even in the door when 
my nose caught the aroma of home 
cooking and the sounds of excited 
chatter became evident as I opened 
the door and walked in. Fourlovely  

tion to keeping a meeting place for 
area people alive. 

The old drug store that once 
served the good folks in Truscott 
has been lovingly transformed into 
the community center. Old shelves 
that housed pharmaceutical bottles 
now hold scores of books and maga-
zine that folks are allowed to take 
home and read and, as Clara Brown 
puts it, "Some even return them!" 
There's a gorgeous up-right piano 
that use to make music for the kids 
at the school before it closed, sturdy 
wooden tables were obtained from 
air force surplus and some were 
donated by the Methodist Church, 
plaques and pictures adorn the walls 
that were given with love fome 
various individuals, and there's 
carpet on the floor that was pur-
chased from the Grandma's meal 
monies. 

Improvements have been made 
through out the years from the 
revenue's the Grandma's cooking 
brings in. Bathroom facilities have 
been made, sinks put in, cabinets 
installed, carpet laid, insurance 
paid, lights and ceiling fans put in 
- all because of the Grandma's de-
votion, and the list could go on and 
on. 

The Grandma's can attest to the 
fact the Texan's love fried chicken 
and bar-be-que as those are two of 
their most requested treats but they 
also say that people love their Au-
gust meal which includes an as-
sortment of salads and fruits - ev-
eryone loves Knox County water-
melons! The meals serve many one 
and two people families but even 
young families enjoy the value of 
the $5.00 dinners. 

Clara Brown reminisces about 
the time the group decided to up 
their prices from $4.00 to the cur-
rent $5.00. "There's was a lot of 
talk among the Grandma's when 
we thought about a price change. 
Some said that if we went to $5.00 
we wouldn't have anybody come!" 
But they did come and they keep 
coming today. 

Most of us would pay $5.00 just 
to visit with these vivacious gran-
nies and to see the artifacts in the 
old place. The Texas Sesquicen-
tennial quilt that was a money mak-
ing project for the group is worth 
the trip. Area families paid to have 
their names embroidered on the 
quilt and it is still on display today. 
Most regulars to the meals have 
seen the quilt many times but they  

arc still quick to point out their 
names to the new-comers. The 
tablecloths are also a treasure. They 
were hand made by Clara Owens 
and ViviansBrown (now deceased) 
and are hand-painted with the 
brands from area ranches. 

The meals are prepared by lov-
ing hands and salads and desserts 
arc donated. The center pays for 
the meats, bread, tea and paper 
items out of money from past din-
ners. 

But it's the Grandma's 
preservcrance that keep's things 
going. Ila Mac Buillion (lovingly 
referred to as "The Mayor") even 
collects tin cans that she cashes in 
and uses as her "mad money" for 
the center - acquiring utensils and 
other small items that the group 
might need. And this preserverance 
to keeping the community going 
has lasted for eight years of din-
ners. Prior to the dinners Jambo-
rees were held to raise the needed 
funds. That changed when "all the 
musicians got too old to play -
however, no one's too old to eat!" 

All in all the dinners arc a thriv-
ing success and arc the focal point 
for folks from Truscott and "all 
around these here parts." Clara 
Brown states, "I've often said that 
the dinners are like a country fu-
neral - everyone is visiting, getting 
reacquainted, and enjoying good 
food. Fortunately, no body died!" 

What a group of great people!
