Snapshot '96 is an annual publi-
cation of the Texas Education 
Agency, Division of Performance 
Reporting. The publication pro-
vides information concerning stu-
dents, student performance, staff-
ing, and financing of Texas public 
school districts. This annual sum-
mary is a useful source of infor-
mation for anyone interested in 
examining the progress of the 
Texas public education system to-
ward improving student achieve-
ment. In this annual publication 
the Munday Independent School 
District compared "very favor-
ably" to other schools in our 
county, according to Jerome Hall, 
superindent. 

According to "Snapshot '96" the 
Munday Independent School Dis-
trict is the largest in Knox County. 
Munday is home to 460 students 
while Knox City-O'Brien has 396 
students. Benjamin has 104 stu-
dents enrolled and Goree has 80. 

Munday may also boast of the 
highest attendance rate. In 1994 
and 95 Munday averaged 97.4 per 
cent attendance. Benjamin main-
tained a 96.9 per cent attendance 
average while Knox City-O'Brien 
had 96.5 per cent. Goree averaged 
a 95.4 percentage in attendance. 

Knox City-O'Brien employs the 

Knox County Treasurer Judie 
Whitten submitted her resignation 
effective immediately on June 10, 
1997 to the Knox County Com-
missioners' Court.

Goree has 23 staff mem-
bers while Benjamin has 22. Knox 
City - O'Brien also has the most 
teachers - having 39 and Munday 
is close behind with 38. Benjamin 
has 12 teachers and Goree has 11. 

The average teacher pay in Knox 
City - O'Brien is $28,379 while in 
Munday theaverage teacher pay is 
$28,097. Benjamin's average 
teacher pay is $28,889 while in 
Goree the average is $24,684. 

In the Munday Independent 
School District there are 12.1 stu-
dents per teacher and in Knox City 
there are 10.1 students per teacher. 
Benjamin teachers have an aver-
age of 8.9 students each while 
Goree teachers instruct 7.5 stu-
dents each. 

The average years of experience 
for teachers in Munday is 12 while 
in Knox City the average years of 
experience for teachers is 14.2 
Benjamin teachers have been on 
duty for an average of 12.6 years 
and Goree teachers have been on 
the job for an average of 7.8 years. 

In the Taxes and Revenues cat-
egory Munday Independent 
School District had 62,588 taxable 
value per pupil while Knox City

venturing on to their next con-
tracted work site some farmers are 
wondering how and if they will 
ever get the- wheat in. One ob-
server noted that it appears that 
75% of the wheat south of Haskell 
is still in the fields and it was also 
noted by a group gathered at the 
John Deer house that fields in 
Truscott, Crowell and Gilliland are 
still golden in color with ready 
wheat. 

Cotton Farmers are somewhat 
more optimistic even though some 
are replanting hailed out or blown 
out young cotton that was darn-
aged in the storm that occurred last 
Monday evening. The rains that 
drenched the area early this week 
have somewhat slowed down that 
process but most are reporting 
only minor damages. There are 
exceptions however, it was re-
ported that almost 1000 acres be-
tween Knox City and Munday 
were either hailed or blown out 
during that severe rampage. 

When asked about the "bug sittu= 
ation" one local grower said, "Just 
take an evening drive and see how 
many bugs hit the windshield." 
That pretty well sums up the fact 
that there seem to be an abundance 
of all types of pests in the fields. 
Rains might slow them down for 
a little while but most farmers feel 
like they will be fighting a virtual 
army when the fields dry up. 

The most optimistic note on area 
crops is coming from Mr. Donald 
Johnson, owner of Johnson Water-
melons just west of Munday. 

"Our crop is looking pretty good 
ekcept for the fact that we will be 
harvesting late this year. All the 
cooler temperatures has slowed us 
down but we only lost a small 
twenty acre field due to hail." Last 
year's harvest began on the 24th 
of June while this year's harvest is 
scheduled to begin somewhere 
around the 15th of July. "The rain 
hasn't hurt us - in fact, we were 
going to start watering if it had not 
have rained. What we need now is 
sunshine and heat in order to pro-
duce. We've just been set back by 
a few weeks," explained Mr. 
Johnson.

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Senior health 
briefs - coping 
with summer's heat 

The heat of summer is coming, 
and it is the young and old who 
are most susceptible. 

"Extreme heat forces the heart 
to work harder, leading to heat-re-
lated ailments in the elderly, whose 
hearts are often not able to cope 
with the increased stress," said Dr. 
Janice Zimmerman, and emer-
gency medicine expert at Baylor 
College in Medicine in Houston. 

If it is necessary to go outside 
during the intense heartof the day, 
follow these tips: Check with your 
pharmacist or doctor to ensure that 
your medications won't make you 
more prone to heat-related prob-
lems; Drink plenty of water 
throughout the day, even if you are 
not thirsty. Eight cups of water a 
day is a starting guideline; Wear 
loose-light-colored clothing; when 
shopping or walking, take frequent 
breaks; plan activities in the cooler 
early morning or evening hours.

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Lives are changed forever with 
a diagnosis of prostate cancer. Ini-
tial feelings of confusion and 
shock are quickly followed by lists 
of unanswered questions. Knowl-
edge and understanding of this se-
rious, but treatable disease can be 
a key in learning to cope, and the 
American Cancer Society wants to 
help.

vision of the American Cancer 
Society's Prostate Cancer Com-
mittee. "We must increase our ef-
forts to help people understand 
how they can take an active role 
in the fight against prostate can-
cer." 

About 1 out of every 5 Ameri-
can men will develop prostate can-
cer in their lifetime, with the inci-
dence increasing with age - 80% 
of prostate cancer cases will oc-
cur in men over the age of 65. 
Prostate cancer is now the second 
leading cause of cancer deaths in 
men, exceeded only by lung can-
cer. 

The American Cancer Society is 
advocating for more federal re-
search dollars for prostate cancer, 
and is establishing patient and 
family support and visitation pro-
grams - Man to Man - in commu-
nities throughout the state. Along 
with these priorities, the public's 
awareness of prostate cancer risk 
factors, early detection and treat-
ment options will be the focus dur-
ing the awareness week. 

"We want people to know that 
they can turn to the American Can-
cer Society for information on 
prostate cancer," Dr. Guzley con-
tinues. "They can turn to us for 
patient and family support. And, 
they can join the American Can-

New preservation 
process protects 
history's leftovers 

It may not bring King Tut back 
to life, but a team of Texas A&M 
University archaeologists have 
developed a series of new silicone 
and polymer preservation pro-
cesses that will save history's left-
overs from the ravages of time. 

"Whether it's accurate or not, we 
sort of refer to ourselves as doing 
modern mummification because 
we're going into the matrix of or-
ganic materials and chemically 
treating them so that they're pre-
served," research scientist Wayne 
Smith said. 

Many traditional conservation 
processes only protected artifacts 
for a maximum of 50 years, he 
said. 

The silicone procedure also has 
drastically reduced the amount of 
time required to preserve a sample. 
Conservation time has been cut 
from 16 - 20 weeks to four or five 
days.

Proper bank account titling is 
also important when community, 
civic or social groups collect 
money for a special reason, such 
as to help an SSI recipient pay 
medical expenses. For the money 
to satisfy its intended purpose, the 
title on the bank account must re-
flect the restrictions placed on the  

money in the account. 
For example, "Thomas Green, 

Kiwanis Club for Heart Surgery." 
As long as the account title shows 
the money cannot be used for food, 
clothing and shelter for the SSI 
recipient, the account is not con-
sidered a resource

0  ver the past 10 years the number of environmental regulations on our 

books has increased dramatically. Few states (and not even ithe 
federal government) have the resources to enforce those laps 

thoroughly and even-handedly. In fact, so difficult has this task become that 
a survey of corporate attorneys found 70 percent don't believe compliance 
with the laws is even achievable. 

So two years ago the State of Texas adopted a radical new strategylor 
enforcing its environmental laws: let the vast majority of responsible bilsi-
nesses audit their own operations and concentrate enforcement efforts on the 
really bad offenders. 

The key to making this system work is that the Texas law assumes night 
businesses are acting in good faith, want to comply with the law and shoulaIll t 
be penalized for taking steps on their own initiative to see that they do. -- 

Case in point: A Houston-based manufacturer wanted to conduct an 
audit of its own compliance efforts, but was reluctant to do so for fear that if 
it found violations the information could result in legal proceedings and fihes. 
Because it is a small company with fewer than 50 employees, committing 
resources to an audit was difficult — until the threat that the informatikin 
gathered could be used against the company was removed by state law. 05ce 
the Texas law was enacted, the firm examined its own operations, determilted 

it had miscalculated its emissions and corrected the problem. This is a ibrin/ 
win situation for cleaner air— and for the company trying to comply with:the 
law. 	 . 

I have introduced legislation on the federal level to expand this volunteiry 
system nationwide. Unfortunately, companies in states without thislaw don't 
perform voluntary self-audits because the data gathered can be used: by 
government regulators, prosecutors or advocacy groups to sue them. Under 
those circumstances, documentation serves as a roadmap for lawsuits, ey'en 
if a problem has been corrected and no harm occurred. 

It just makes sense to pass legislation that encourages businesseglo 
comply with the law rather than raise the ante in the adVersarial climate that 
has grown up around our complex compliance system. 	 • a

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New drug or vitamin E 
may slow Alzheimer's • • For most Texans the most dan-

gerous part of their jobs is the com-
mute to work. For highway main-
tenance and construction workers, 
the roadways are their offices, and 
this summer, they're concentrating 
on making their work places safer. 

The Texas Department of Trans-
portation (TxDOT) has kicked off 
a new public and internal informa-
tion campaign caned "123 Days of 
Summer" to put highway safety 
out front this season. The 
program's goals are to increase 
employee awareness of work zone 
'safety practices, prevent on-the-
job accidents and educate the pub-
lic about the dangers road crews

face. It runs through August. 
"Summer is probably our busi-

est time since we can accomplish 
a lot of roadway maintenance and 
construction during the warmer, 
drier months. That's also the time 
more Texans are out on the road-
ways traveling. What we want is 
safer roadways for motorists and 
our workers," said Jerral Wyer, 
safety and industrial hygiene sec-
tion director with'TxDOT's Occu-
pational Safety Division. 

Each year between May and 
August, on-the-job accidents and 
injuries at TxDOT increase signifi-
cantly. In fact, eight of TxDOTs 
last 10 on-the-job fatalities oc-
curred during the summer. In 
1995, more than 100 Texans died 
in work-zone accidents, most of 
which could have been prevented. 
More than 19 percent were caused 
by drivers either speeding or driv-
ing too fast for conditions. 

The campaign has two parts: one 
designed for TxDOT employees, 
and the second for its external cus-
tomers - highway drivers. For 
TxDOT employees, the added 
emphasis on safety begins before 
they hit the highways. Each work-
day will begin with a safety brief-
ing where TxDOT workers will 
receive additional information on 
accident prevention and the safe 
handling of hazardous materials. 

But for all its internal measures 
to keep its employees safe, 
TxDOT must rely on the public to 
help. Last May, TxDOT began its 
companion safety campaign called 
"Give Us a Brake" to emphasize 
the need for motorists to obey 
posted speed limits and pay atten-
tion when driving through work 
zones. 

"Work zone safety is really very 
easy to accomplish. It's just a mat-
ter of reminding people of some 
very simple rule like watching and 
observing the reduced speed zones 
in work areas. Too many work-
zone accidents are caused by mo-
torists driving too fast for condi-
tions," Wyer said. 

Some other rules of the road 
motorists need to remember: Keep 
a safe distance from the vehicle in 
front. Most accidents in work 
zones involve rear-end collisions. 
Stay alert. Pay attention to con-
struction workers and equipment 
in the work zone areas. Be patient. 
Traffic delays in work zones are 
often unavoidable while improve-
ments are being made to Texas 
roads. Patience can prevent acci-
dents. 

"Of course, safety awareness 
isn't just limited to the summer. It's 
a year-round effort to make our 
workers and motorists safe on 
Texas highways," Wyer said. 

Taking Vitamin E or  a 
Parkinson's drug called selegiline 
helped slow the progression of 
Alzheimer's disease in patients 
studied nationwide. 

"These medication's slowed de-
terioration by, at best, about seven 
months," said Dr. Rachelle Doody, 
clinical director of the Alzheimer's 
Disease Research Center at Baylor 
College of Medicine in Houston. 

Baylor was one of 23 centers 
that participated in the two-year 
study funded by the National In-
stitutes of Health. Study partici-
pants were divided into four 
groups that received either Vita-
min E tablets, selegiline, a combi-
nation of both drugs, or a sugar-
pill placebo. 

"The drugs taken separately 
worked better than the combina-
tion," said Doody, who is on the 
neurology staff at The Methodist  

Hospital. "The combination only 
slow; d progression by about five 
mon hs." 

T measure disease progression, 
rese chers looked at four mark-
ers of deterioration - institutional-
ization, progression to severe 
dementia, loss of ability to perform 
basic daily activities and death. 
Patient assessments were made 
every three months during the two-
year period. 

Doody says that while it is not 
clear why the medications work, 
researchers believe Vitamin E and 
selegiline help minimize oxidative 
damage of brain cells. "Oxidation 
stresses the brain cells and helps 
move the disease process along," 
Doody said. 

Neither medication caused se-
vere side effects. However, the 
Vitamin E dose was much higher 
than the level found in standard 

tamins. Doody recommends that 
Alzheimer's patients and family 
members discuss the two options 
with a physician. 

While Vitamin E and selegiline 
appear to be promising strategies 
for slowing Alzheimer's progres-
sion, Doody cautions that the pub-
lic should not assume these drugs 
can prevent Alzheimer's. 

"Further studies need to be done 
involving people at risk for devel-
oping Alzheimer's," she said. 
"Right now it is too early to gen-
eralize about how beneficial these 
drugs would be to the general pub-
lic." 

Doody feels that future solutions 
for Alzheimer's will not involve 
just one drug or therapy. 

"After a few more years of 
studying risk factors and therapies, 
I believe we will end up individu-
alizing treatment and even indi-
vidualizing prevention strategies," 
she said.
