ORIGIN OF ( IIRISTMAS

The celebration of Decemlier 2!> in memory of the birth of 
Christ dates from the fifth  century, IxTore which time it was ob­
served conjointly with feast of the Fpiphany on January C.

Inasmuch as the .*xact date of C hrist’s birth, or even the 
year, is unknown, the annual observance is in commemoration of 
the event ra ther than as the anniversary of its actual cwcurcuce.

The Christma.s tree, now up ulmo.st uiiiversaly symbol, is de- 
riv«*d from the Fgyptian use of a palm branch of twelve shoots to 
signify the completed year, a custom which prevailed long b”fore 
the Christm as <'ru. Its pre.sent significance is by some thought 
to have originated in Germany.

The ii.se of evergreen decorations, particularly mistletoe, has 
lH>en observid since the timi- of the Druids. In the .Middle Ag.s 
the festivities incid.'iit to Christm as were mark.cl by wiilly hilar­
ious procic'dings. Th.*se called forth remonstrance.s from church 
authorities, who defilored the tendency to stress the festive rather 
than the serious significance of the Christm as suison.

The mythical Santa Claus has be»‘n known by many names— 
Kris Kringle, St. .Nicholas. Km-cht Kuprcc-ht. Robin GisMifellow, 
and others. In Germany an ugly hunchlmcked dwarf known as 
Grampus wa.s sup|K»sed to carry off naughty children instead of 
rewarding them with presents.

Although it draws its syniliolism from many sources, lioth 
Christm as and pagan, Christm as remains one of the most im|s»rt- 
ant and wiilely observe*! festivals of the year—a season of "I’eai'e 
on F a r th ; GimkI Will Toward Men.”
