Leeman enlisted in World War
I, attended First Officers’ Train-
ing Camp at Leon Springs (3an
Antonio), was a lieutenant and,
later, captain in the glorious 90th
Division, fighting in the St. Mihiel
and  Meuse-Argonne offensives,
then serving in the army of oc-
cupation in Germany., He retained
his interest in national prepared-
ness, was a reserve officer, taking
part in maneuvers each year and,
in World War 11, was stationed
at Fort Sam Houston, with the
rank of lieutenant colonel.

Back in 1919, just out of the
army, lieeman returned to his
home town of Mineral Wells. A
friend, rich from oil, bought a
drug store and gave the veteran
a half interest to run it. After a
year, they sold out, and Leeman
became manager of the Chamber
of Commerce there. He gained
national recognition by enrolling
600 members and raising $35,000
for an advertising campaign. He
burst into verse about the mar-
velous mineral water—in fact,
Leeman writes the rhymes on his
Christmas cards and composed a
ballad, “The Checkered Flag,”
about a Speedway racer.
