Evidence continues to pile up to prove that 
retail stores are working on a much smaller mar 
gin of prutit than the average consumer realizes.

As an example, a National Retail Dry Goods 
Association study finds that the net profits of 
department stores and specialty shops for the 
rune months ending last October 31, amounted to 
but 3.8 per cent of net sales. This marked a re­
latively substantial decline from prior earnings. 
The majority o f the stores also reported that they 
had ieduced their markups, while operating ex­
pense, including payrolls, continued to advance.

Surveys made uf some of the principal loud 
chains show that the net profit runs between 
one and two cents out of each dollar spent with 
them by their customers.

The representative American retailer, m oth­
er words, does a first class job of meeting the 
public demand, and his financial reward for do­
ing it is modest. Retailing is not an eleemosy­
nary institution. But the men who formulate its 
policies, for smalt stores no less than big. realize 
that their own well being depends upon protect 
ing the purchasing power and the living standards 
of the people. To give a sample illustration, if 
a stores made only ten sales a day it would have 
to make a big profit on each one. But. if it 
makes hundreds or thousands of sales instead, a 
very small profit on each will return a satisfact­
ory overall income.

We have a competitive system of retail ills 
tribution which has no counterpart in other coun­
tries. It is the best in the world. And it is one 
of the imiiortant reasons for the abundance that 
the United States enjoys.

STARTER EUR THE NEW X EAR
New Year's resolutions have been the butt 

of innumerable Jokes. And that's quite under 
standable most resolutions are made as the re­
sult of remorse from an excess of holiday cheer, 
and are forgotten as soon as the headache goes 
away.

But there's another kind of resolution vyhlch 
everyone should make soberly and sincerity, and 
carry out conmirnknuftly. A resolution of that 
character might be phrased in such fashion as

AUSTIN Despite th«‘ fact that 
modern medicine make it |hws 
ible for the diatx'tic to live out 
a normal life sjwn in comparative 
comfort. Dr. Geo. \V. Cox. State 
Health Officer, says that diabetes 
continues to take the liv«*s of 
hundreds of Texans every year.

“The death rate from communi 
cable diseases such as typhoid, 
malaria, diphtheria and smallpox 
are ikH'reasing throughout the 
country,” Dr. Cox said, "but dia 
betes continues to bring about a 
tragic number of deaths each 
y«*ar. «*sp«'eially in the middleag 
**d group."

The State Hi'ulth Officer said 
that until recent years diabetes 
was not not«*d as a major health 
problem, but it became acknow- 
iedged as much when the deve­
lopment o f medical laboratory 
procedures made the disease 
more easily diagnos«Hl.

Diabetes Is g«-nerally recogniz 
ed as a class d is e a s e ,  since It 
s«'ems fo attack the “white col­
lar" class of indoor men and wo 
men much more frequently than 
It din's the outdoor p«*rson whose 
work is more vigorous and calls 
for more exercise. Vocational and 
economical conditions apparently 
are prt'dis|»osing factors In the 
Incidence of the disease, since it 
is a fact that thos«* persons whose 
oceu|»ations call for manual labor 
and simple living are not freq 
uently aff«*cteil.

Dr. Cox recommended simple, 
wholesome diets, sufficient sleep 
and exercise and other general 
health protect ions as being bene 
ficial in preventing diabetes, and 
stressed the importance of an­
nua] physical examinations so 
that if the dis«*as«' is present, com 
js-tent treatment can be instituU'd 
at the earliest possible moment
