Next February 11th, the birthday ol Fhornas 
Alva Edison will be observed on a na lion-w ide 
scale, as it has in past years. The emphasis is 
to oe placed upon community recognition ol the 
inventor s great contribution to h u m a n  better 
inent. and all manner of civic and service organi­
zations will play a leading part.

The achievements ol E d i s o n  are loo w e l l  
known to need repeating. Foremost among them 
were nis successtul experiments in the science of
elect licit y. which provided the g r o u n d w o r k  on 
which the whole vast i n d u s t r y  was built, and 
which have revolutionized the living and working 
habits of the American people Edison Day thus 
becomes a tribute to one of Ihe greatest public 
benelactors the w ot Id has ever known.

But there is more to it than this. Edison Day 
must also be seen as a celebration of the greatest 
force lot piogress that e x i s t s  the freedom of 
the individual to explore, to create, to tail and to 
succeed, all without c o e r c i o n  or domination by 
government. Can anyone believe that the elect­
ric industry, which is Edison's monument, would 
have reached 1 1 s piesent stage of g r o w t h  and 
public seiviee had government controlled it from 
the beginning? Government imitates, but it 
never creates. Government takes no chances 
that It can avoid.

Texas Farms 
Being Operated 

By Machinery
Texas farmers are making 

long strides toward complete 
mechanization of crop produc­
tion, according to If P. Smith, 
agricultural engineer of the Tex 
as Agricultural Experiment Sta 
tion.

Smith lias just completed ana 
lyzing information on power used 
on Texas farms in crop produe 
tion furnished him by county ag 
ricultural agents.

No horses or mules are now 
used in crop pioduction in about 
40 Texas counties. With the ex 
ception of some hand hoeing and 
hand harvesting of cotton, crop 
production in these counties is 
completely mechanised. Smith 
said

Thirty counties use less than 25 
horses or mules, while in anoth 
er 35 counties less than 100 
horses or mules are used in crop 
production. Smith said

Tractor power is used almost 
exclusively in the production of 
all crops in a block of 77 North 
west Texas counties It was re 
ported that a few farmers m 
these countu* still k«*ep a team 
or two for odd Jobs about the

faim or for hauling feed.
There are about 47 million 

acres in these 77 counlies. The 
total devoted to crop production 
amounts to about 14'^ million! 
acres.

Smith found that East Texas 
farmers still use a good deal of 
animal power. This is likely due 
to the farms being smaller units 
than in West Texas. East Texas 
farmers were reported to use 
horses and mules ranging in 
number from a few hundred |m*i 
county to more than 6,000. Smith 
said.

New, it's about linn- for Texas 
cotton growers to d«*cidc how 
their cropping pattern will shape 
up for 1949.

For many cotton men, the 1949 
season is already s«*t. Others, 
however, are asking th«- question. 
"What should 1 do with cotton in
1949’ says C. 11. Bat«-s, exlen
sion farm management specialist 
of Texas A&M College.

Texas cotton farmers have 
taken to the 7 Step Cotton Pro 
gram in a b ig  w a y— a n d have 
come out on top in many ways 
by following the improved prac 
tices set up in this cotton pro­
gram says Bates Many growers 
have built up their profits 
through more efficient produi 
tion. ginning and marketing that 
is encouraged in the educational 
efforts of all agencies.

Back to this q u e s t i o n  many 
Texas cotton farmers are asking

"What should I do with cotton

ia 1949?” That is a matter tor
the farmer tumsell to uecaie, 
says Bates. But a lew guiding 
facts may help to reacn a decis­
ion. Here are some (joints to keep 
in mind.

(1) The carry-over stocks of 
cotton next rtUgusi are expei U*d 
to ix- atiuut mice million bales 
g.cater i,.uu on tusi August i.

(2) The tolal cotton used lit 
this coumry is expected to drqp 
a nine during uie c o m i n g  
months However, the foreign 
shipments are to increase under 
the European Aid Program.

13) Puce prospects througk 
the government loans are a litLir 
more favorable than f o r  f e e d  
grain crops due to storage difii 
cullies with grains.

(4) Finally, the prospective «le 
mand for livestcx-k and livestock 
products is relatively stronger 
than for crops

Bates concludes that this year 
should b<- one of fair opport unity 
lot cotton growers if g«xxJ pro 
«tuition and marketing pracUm 
are followed. It looks as if cotta* 
"lias the i-dge" on cash graina U 
it's a toss-up hetween these iws 
crops.

Certainly where livestock pn> 
duct ion is handl«*d along with 
cotton, the output of meat, milk 
and eggs should not be decreased 
next year. It's g«x»d, common 
sense, says Hates, to keep up the 
production schedule on the basis 
of Ion run profits.

During the coming year, far* 
mers must keep up the ¡iroduo 
tion system which will maintain 
the soil and provide permanent 
gains for h«*tter living

The People
K O S S  BATES TE LLS  OK 
C O U N T Y 'S  E A R LY  BAYS

Knox County was organized in 
May, 1886. The law required that 
the petition should be signed by 
175 residents of the county. it 
is not probable that there were 
that many people in the county. 
Tradition says that some of those 
who signed the |x‘titk,n for the 
new county were saddle horses

In June. 1886. the late W. II. 
(B illI Benedict who died in Knox 
City in 1947 aged 96 and his 
brother Ab Benedict, were on 
their way to the Concho River In 
Southwest Texas. They came to 
where the town of Memphis is at 
present. There was no town there 
at that time and the D e n v e r  
railroad had not reached that far. 
At this place they met Lee New 
som, father of Dr. Newsom of 
Munday. The Benedicts were 
from Arkansas and Newsom's 
home was in Kansas. Conversa­
tion developed that Lee New­
som's brother. Cape Newsom, 
lived in Arkansas and that he 
was a neighbor of the Benedicts.

Lee Newsom and the Ben« 
dicta traveled together until they 
reached Benjamin. They found 
the county organized and learned 
that they could file on school 
land. They crossed the river and 
found some green grass and filed 
on school land. The Benedicts 
filed on the section that John 
Cure lives on at present. The 
Benedicts went back to Arkansas 
and Newsom returned to Kansas.

My father came to the county 
in October, 1886. and bought 
some improvements that Wm 
Culick had on the section of land 
that Harper Cooksey lives on at 
present. My father brought his 
family to the county December 
17. 1886.

The next spring. 1887. the New 
soms and the Benedicts came in 
from Kansas and Arkansas and 
moved on the land that they had 
filed on the previous June. Tom 
Anderson came with the New­
soms.

Bill Benedict and Ab had been 
working a. store and postoffice 
in Arkansas and w»>re accustomed 
to a good deal of reading matter 
and soon after they arrived, pro 
bably In 1887 or 1888. they built 
a small building and put in a 
stock of groceries. They applied

for a postoffice and sent in a list 
of names for the postoffice de­
partment to choose from. Their 
request for a post of flee was 
granted but their suggested 
names were turned down.

They submitted a new list. 
There was only one postoffice in 
the county at the time, "Benja­
min". Capt. R. D. Coree wus the 
postmaster of Benjamin, it occur 
•*d to the resident's that Uoree 
would be a good name lor the 
new postoffice knd they included 
the name in their second list of 
suggested names. The postal de 
parlment accepted the name and 
(ioree became the second post ol 
fice in the county and the only 
postoffice south of the river.

The Benedicts operated the 
store until about 1891 when they 
sold it to J. W. McLendon, whose 
wifi* was a sister o f Kd Burch, tin- 
third sheriff of Knox county.

in 189-1, McLendon moved the 
store and postoffice to the south 
east corner of the section that 
Tom Anderson had filed on and 
owned for many years. 1 believe 
Charley Mayes ownes that quart 
er section now. I went to the 
postoffice and the store and Me 
Ix-ndon’s dwellings were gone. 1 
followed the wagon tracks to the 
southwest four or five miles and 
found the post office and the new 
place.

McLendon operated the s t o r e  
and the postoffice at the new site 
until 1904, when he sold out to 
E. B. Wilson. When the railroad 
came through in 1906, E. M. Coil 
man and N. W. Coffman furnish 
<*d the land and surveyed a new 
townsite and E. B. Wilson moved 
his store and postoffice to the 
new town and it took the name 
o f Coree,

In writing this I do not claim 
to be writing his story but instead 
am writing things that I remem 
her and that other people have 
told me. I was only six years o'.d 
when my father brought me to 
the county in December. 1886.

This advice from Emmett Part- 
ridge. Chairman of the Knox 
County Agricultural Conserve 
tlon Committee, was prompted 
by the fact that sometimes far 
mers think o f conservation prac 
tioes as independent o f each olh 
er when in most cases practices 
are more effective in combina 
tion.

The real purpose of providing 
assistance for applying lime and 
phosphate is the increase in 
growth of plants that provide 
protection lo the soil plants 
that hold the soil and help to 
make it more productive.

Terraces, unless supported by 
grassed waterways, the right 
crops, and proper handling of 
the soil, ma> be a menace lather 
than a protection. They may con 
centiate the excess moisture and 
increase the damage rather than 
spread the water and dispose of 
it without damage to the soil.

Mr Partridge advises farmen. 
of Knox County to consider the 
conservation problems on their 
farms and then plan the combin 
ation of practices which will 
meet the problems Not all the 
problems can he met in one year, 
as the most serious uni's should 
be considered first.

He emphasized that it may tie 
more economical and more of- 
fee live to keep land productive 
than to restore* land after it has 
been damaged "Conservation is 
protection as well as cure.”

He urg«*d that plans he made 
n«>w for conservation under the 
1949 ACProgram. with emphasis 
on a combination of practices to 
meet the most serious problems. 
Stressing farm responsibility, ho 
urges "Where assistance is pro­
vided to help us carry out eon 
sorvation practices, we as far­
mers have a responsibility to 
get all the conservation we can

lor each dollar of assistance.” 
Fertile I .ami Produces Crops 

With More Protein
Farmers long have known that 

the right lei t iluers increase 
crop y ields ami new science has 
revealed that crops g r o w n  on 
land high In fertility are not only 
larger but are of bettor quality 
than those grown on poor land.

One of the most i m p o r t a n t  
feeds that we grow in crops is 
protein. In general it is the le­
gumes which aie high in protein. 
Anything that will increase the 
amount of protein grown on an 
acre of land is important to the 
livestock industry.

There are a great variety of 
protein but all of them are made 
up o f amine acids. The chemists 
say that proteins are made of 
amine acids in much the same 
way that a house is made of 
building blocks

Experiments at the University 
of Missouri show that les|>cdc/a 
and alfalfa grown on land high 
in fertility not only make larger 
crops but they make hay that is 
richer in protein.

These experiments show that 
in general the amount of amine 
acids produced by lespedeza and 
alfalfa varies according to the 
fertility of the land on which 
these crops are grown. Soils with 
high fertility produce crops with 

'a  h i g h e r  percentage of amine 
acids than those with low fertill-J 
«>

“ And this is a n o t h e r  reason 
for the im*iortance of the Agri­
cultural Conservation Program.” 
said Bennett P. Daman. Secre­
tary o f the Knox County Agri 
cultural Conservation Commit 
t«>e. "In the Agricultural Conser­
vation Program soils are not 
only held in place hut they ait* 
built up •''nil these experiments 
indicate that the foods and feeds 
produces on these improved lands 
are better.”

factor is present before any 
symptoms appear, and strict iso­
lation of all patients is the sure­
st means of controlling the1 
spread of this disease*.

Mumps is transmitted by dir , 
ect contact with an infected per­
son or articles freshly contami 
nated by the secretions of the 
mouth of nose of persons having 
the disease. It takes from 12 to 2ti 
days for mumps to manifest it­
self after the infection occurs. 
The disease can be easily trans 
mitted, but one attack usually 
establishes permanent immunity 
and second attacks very rarely 
occur.

The most easily recognizable 
characteristic s y m p t o m  o f  
mumps is a painful swelling of 
the salivary glands Sometimes 
there is an involvement of other 
portions of the body, causing 
disturbances in the digestive, 
nervous, circulatory, and genito 
urinary systems. The disease is 
usually accompanied by a temp 
erature rise which more often

than not is mild.
“ Patients suffering from this 

disease should be isolated from 
other members of the family 1m 
mediately upon the suspicion 
that mumps exists, and the 
family physician should be call 
ed in promptly," Dr. Cox said. 
‘ ‘In the meantime, complete rest 
in bed is indicated. The doctor’s 
orders should be followed strict­
ly. Violating his instructions can 
lead to serious injury, which 
may permanently affect the pat­
ient's health
