classed as conflagrations that is, blazes which 
did damage of $1,000.000 or more each

These fixes struck many kinds of installs 
lions- a gas plant, a huge grocery warehouse, a 
naval installation, a department store, and so on 
Some of them were in big cities. Others were 
in small towns. Fire Is no respecter of size or 
locality.

The cause of the fires were varied According 
to the N a t i o n a l  Board of Fire Underwriters 
"Some of the years costliest fires c o u l d  have 
been brought under control quickly with proper 
fire protection. Owners of one building which 
suffered a disastrous fire  reportedly had been 
considering the installation of a sprinkler system 
since 1911. Another heavy loss resulted when n 
sprinkler system was discontinued during winter 
“as an economy move.”

Here is more proof of the fact that the hu 
man element underlines. In one way or another 
moat fires. Carelessness, lack of foresight, an 
inadequate understanding of the causes and pre 
vention of fire— these and related factors account 
for much of our $700.000.000 annual waste And 
that is usually true whether the fire does a few 
dollars worth of damage or many thousands

To the Individual, even a relatively small fire 
may be a "personal conflagration." It may de 
prlve him of his home and him savings It may 
put him out of business, or coat him a job. That’s 
why everyone has a direct interest In fire perven 
tlon.

HU.H PRICKS SM ALL PROFITS

Do high prices necessarily mean big profits 
lor business? The answer to the question, cur 
iously enough, is no.

A recent A P  survey of the financial expert 
ence of some leading meat packers last year sub 
atari l u t e s  th a t. During 1948 meat prices reach 
td a point which resulted in consumer protests 
being heard in rising volume from one end of the 
country to the other. Yet one of the major pack 
era had its first operating loas since 1938, whicn 
was a depression year. Another lost money on 
its sales of meat, but managed to make up the 
deficit in other lines of activity. A third made 
profit which worked out to one-quarter of a cent 
per pound on the meat it handled

The packer which took a loss, incidentally, 
did a gross b u s i n e s s  of nearly $2.000.000.000 
which is certainly an astronomical sum. But 
when the books were balanced at the end of th.* 
year, the company was about $2.000.000 in the 
red.

Here is a perfect example of how the free 
enterprise system, with its roots in supply and 
demand, works. In the case of meat, then* was 
a slacking of d»*mand as 1948 n e a r e d  its end 
and prices sagged. Packers had supplies on hand 
which had to b»* moved, whether or not the price 
the public would pay was profitable. In a com 
petltive economy, risk is an inescapable part of 
any business enterprise, and a man Who makes a 
million one year may lose it the next. Even un 
der the most favorable experience then* an* many 
Industries, of whom meat is one. whose profits 
are so small as to have no appreciable effect or. 
the price paid by consumers for their products

The packers' experience provides proof of 
•till another vital fact. Where free enterprise 
prevails, no business, no matter how large, can 
control" prices. It can’t make people buy Its 

wares if they don't want to.

•The most serious factor in the operation o! 
the RFC' and other lending agencies is the fact 
that they by pass the constitutional power of ( on 
gress over appropriations. It Is a basic and tra 
dltional principle that Congress should appropn 
ate all money used or spent by government .

A AM. He spent six months in 
the Army, from October 1940 to 
September 194»'. Was in combat 
6 months, wounded a number of 
times, decorated 11 times, and re 
ceived the following awards 
Silver Star with 2 clusters. | 
Bronze Star, Purple Heart with 
2 clusters, Combat Infantry­
man’s Badge. Army Commenda­
tion Ribbon, French Crois de 
Guerre with Palm. No one can 
doubt the patriotism or the de­
votion to his country of Con 
grrasman Teague. He moved to 
recommit this bill b e c a u s e  he 
thought it unworkable and im 
practical and that it should 
have further study. Under exist 
mg law. any veteran on attain 
ing the age of 65 who has as 
much as 10 percent disability 
can secure a pension of not less 
than $60 00 pet month. Then* 
ate m a n y  conditions under 
which pensions an be secured at 
a much earlier age, with allow 1 
ances for dependents. Congress 
will doubtless pass a pension act 
with improvem»-nts over existing 
law. In fact. Mr. Rankin has 
now declared his intention ot 
bringing out a different and oh 
viously better bill than the one 
which Congress has rejected.

The House Committee on Edu 
cation and Labor, headed by 
Chairman John Lesinski of Mich 
igan. has been busy reporting 
controversial bills. They have re 
ported out the Administration'* 
bill to increas»- the minimum 
wage to 75 cents and to extend 
its coverage to practically every 
worker in the land- They have 
also reported out the Admints 
tration's bill to repeal the Taft 
Hartley act. Then. Chairman 
Lesinski has introduced H. R. 36 
30 written by the American Fed 
»-ration of Labor to provide a 
billion dollars a year In I«*d«*ra. 
aid for public schools to be us»*d 
for educational purjtoses only.

The rent control bill is now be 
ing re-written by the House and 
S«*nate Conferees. We predict 
that rent control will he extend 
«■d but that a local option amend 
ment will appear In the law. Loc 
al communities will be given ^he 
authority to d»*control them 
selves if they so d«*sln*.

A great deal is now being said 
concerning ihe North Atlantic 
Pact.

Employment Office 
Helpful To Farmers

Local farmers are depending 
more and more on the office of 
the Texas Employment Commis 
sion to obtain farm help, W. C. 
Albright, local office manager 
said today.

Albright said the local office 
last year placed farm workers in 
6500 Jobs in this area, and added 
that this year, due to increases 

I in acreages planted, his office 
will be called on to locate an 
even greater. number of farm 
workers in 1940.
*  "Other states.” Albright said, 
“ will also look to Texas for a 
greater number of workers to 
harvest crops. With this thought 
in mind, it would be well for far 
mere in the Vernon area to re 
view their labor needs for one 
of Texas' greatest agricultural 
years. Farmers should make 
their needs for workers known to 
the TEC far enough in advance 
so that sufficient labor will bo 
available when the harvest sea 
son rolls around.” Albright said

According to Albright, most of 
the farm areas in Texas have 
(teak seasonal periods when 
there are more Jobs than there 
are local workers. He added that 
a comparatively small portion 
of the State has enough labor 
on a year-round basis and that 
the situation has existed for 
years. As a result, large numb 
ere of farm workers annually 
migrate from their home com 
munlties to other areas to help 
harvest crops. The number of 
such workers In Texas during 
the peak of the cotton harvest 
may reach 90,000 Albright said.

One of the most Important 
jobs of TEXT’S Farm Placement 
Service, is the direction of these 
migratory workers. They must 
be distributed over the state to 
meet the need of farmers with

Pointing out that the basic lor 
a large part ot tTle current U. S 
prosperity has b»*en "industry's 
ellorts to fill a war-created 
chasm of postpone! wants here 
at home and agriculture's endca 
vor to alleviate hunger abroad 
caused by war and drought," 
Secretary Brannan warned that 
these conditions will not prevail 
forever.

Among agriculture c u r r e n t  
needs, the Secretary listed a 
long-range program which will 
provide abundance and security, 
a realistic program of farm price 
supports, further land develop 
ment and better care of the acres 
now In production. Only by car 
Jof for our land "can we keep 
o u r  agriculture permanently 
productive to meet whatever 
needs the future may bring."

“The feeling of the Dc|>art 
ment is that 19-19 will produce 
less farm income, both gross and 
net, than in 1948. At the same 
lime, demand for most farm pro 
ducts should remain strong. And 
if the prospect of declining farm 
income spurs the Nation to act* 
ionon a well rounded long range 
program a program laying the 
solid groundwork for an era of 
organized, sustained, and reads 
tic abundance then 1949 can in 
deed be a good year for agneui 
ture . . . .

"It seems to me. as 1 try to 
look ahead at the future of agi I 
culture, that 1949 may be less im 
portant for what happens to 
farm Income than for what hap 
pens to farm programs." 
Conservation And Farm friers.

What happens to soil and 
water conservation when farm 
prices go down?

In answering that question 
Emmett Partridge. Chairman ot 
the Knox County Agricultural 
Conservation Committee, said 
that the tendancy is for each tar 
mer to reduce the amount ol 
money spent on conservation 
As prices go down and the re I a 
tionship between what the tar 
mer sells and what he buys g e ls  
more out of balance an increas 
ing part of the shrinking income 
must go for fixed costs such as 
taxes, labor, seed, feed and oth 
er "running" expenses.

He points out that although 
the Agricultural Conservation 
Program provides assistance to 
farmers in carrying out conser 
Nation practices, this assistance 
is on a share-lhe-cost basis; the 
farmer has to put up his share ot 
the cost. This assistant amount- 
to from 30 to 40 percent and 
when income is reduced far 
mprs are unable to put up their 
share. As prices o f farm pro 
ducts come down, thp shrinkage 
in expenditures for conservation 
becomes more and more evident 
the chairman states.

On the other hand the need for 
conservation is greater. As the 
market demand for cash crops

such as wheat, cotton, corn and 
other feed grains slackens as 
the bins, cribs and warehouses 
fill up—there is increasing need 
to put the land taken out ot 
these crops i n t o  conserving 
grasses and clovers. Lime, phos 
phate and tillage practices are 
isjiecially needed Ihen to assure 
vigorous growth of soil protect 
ing crops.

Mr Partridge urges farmers 
of Knox County to keep up their 
efforts to protect their soil 
Every effort should be made to 
keep up the farmland of Knox 
County The Agricultural Con 
servation Program provides the 
means of sharing the cost and 
the responsibility, the chairman 
said and farmer committeemen 
are ready to give farmers every 
possible assistance.

Boyce House 
Toured Texas 

In Wagon
Though the days of the pion 

••era and of frontier dangers are 
past in Texas, Boyce House ot 
Fort Worth, who will s|ieak at 
the annual banquet of the Mun 
day Community Development 
Association on the night of 
April 21, has experienced thrills 
akin to those encountered by the 
T e x « » i  of an earlier day.

When he was only 10 Boyce 
House drove a covered w a g o n  
over the great open spaces ot 
Southwest Texas. His father s 
health was bad and it was 
thought t h a t  "roughing it" 
would prove beneficial so the 
elder House and his son rambled 
all one summer, camping wher 
ever night overtook them. v»me 
times In the edge of town and 
sometimes miles from human 
habitation.

The father 'lied when Boyce 
was 12 and. as the oldest child 
and son. he aided his mother hi 
providing for his two sisters. He 
sold newspapers, delivered g ro  
ernes, then tiecome a newspa|> 
er reporter and wrote up fires 
killings and lobberie*. with his 
own life aometimes In danger.

Save The Leaves; 
Compost Makes V ery 

Good Soil Builder
Don't burn the leaves.
Instead, turn them into a leat 

mold or a compost. By burning 
the leives, you lose the va'ue ol 
organic matter and kill o 'l 'he 
gtort that’s already growing 

Other plant refuae be,.d*-s 
leaves works fine in a compost 
too. auch as clippings, weeds, 
and vegetable tops, says h'adie 
Hatfield. extension landscape 
gardening specialist of Texas A St 
M College.

Nature Is constantly making 
soil fertilizers. Dead wood, old 
leaves, and other plant materials 
make acid which releaaes miner­
al plant food already in the soil. 
When released, this matter can 
be used by plants and tree roots.

A simple enclosure of scrap 
lumber, brick or stone should be 
provided to hold the corniest to 
gether. In sections of the state 
where high winds are a daily 
thing, a compost pit is preferable 

almost a necessity, sa> -t Miss 
Hatfield. I f  a pit is available, 
spread a thin layer of so il over 
its contents, after adding the 
leaves or grass clippings in 
the dry part of the yeai when 
there isn't much rainfall, it's a 
good idea to wet the entire pit 
once or twice a month to insure 
a well rotted compost.

I f  a well balanced plant food 
mixture is desired, add a loo lbs 
of 4-124 commercial fertilizer to 
a wagon load of compost mix 
ture. Sprinkle the fertilizer over 
the pit before covering it with a 
layer o f soil. The fertilizer

speeds up the leaf rotting pro
cess.

In acid soli areas, such as the 
eastern part of the stale, add 100 
pounds of lime as well as the 
fertilizer to the pit contents. 
Compost of this type is especial 
ly good for soils which tend to 
pack, or become hard and crusty 
during dry periods. Miss Hat 

i field adds.
It usually takes about three 

months fur leaves, weeds and 
small limbs to rot. Use a halt 
pound to a pound per foot or row 
space for flowers vegetables or 
shrubs Mix the compost thor 
oughly Into the soil before seed 
ing.

If you're figuring on using the 
compost material for pot plants.
use a mixture of one half com 
post and one half good loam soil 
or sand.

Save the leaves for compost 
material, urges Miss Hatfield. It's 
one of Nature's best fertilizers.
