Washington, D. C., Feb. 9, 
1951—The first legislative fight 
o f this session of congress oc­
curred in the House this week. 
It was over the extension of the 
Reciprocal Trade Agreements 
program. The Reciprocal Trade 
Agreements Act is the handi­
work of former Secretary of 
State, Cordell Hull. It wa» origi­
nally enacted Into law in 1934. 
The program has been extended 
from time to time since that 
date, usually for l  and 2 year 
periods. This week the House 
passed a bill extending this pro­
gram for an additional 3 years. 
The R.-criprocal Trade Agree 
ments Act authorizes the Presi­

dent. largely through the Secre­
tary of State, to negotiate trade 
agreements with foreign coun­
tries, raising or lowering tariffs : 
and duties almost as he sees tit 
Our big argument in the House 
was over 2 amendments to this ! 
Act. One is known as the peril 
piint amendment. The other is 
known as the escape-clause a 
mendment. The peril-point ame­
ndment gives persons interested, 
a right to be heard before the 
Federal Tariff Commision on 
what they think duties should 
be prior to the negotiation of a 
trade treaty. The escape-clause 
amendmentgives persons th e  
right to be heard after agree 
ments have been working for 
some time. Neither amendment 
precluiles the Administration's 
making or carrying out agree 
ments.

LARGE GRAIN  STOCKS 
ON HAND

Total stocks ol wheat and ol 
the tour feed grains were larger 
this January 1 than a year ago. 
•cording to the Department ol 
Agriculture's Crop Reporting 
Board. Stocks of wheat and 
corn stored in all positions on 
that date have been exceeded 
only in 2 other years. Wheat 
stocks totalley 998 million bush­
els, compared with 1.000 million 
bushels in 1942 and 1,152 million 
in 1943. Corn stocks totaled 2,- 
664 million bushels, compare»! 
with 2.806 million in 1950 and 2.- 
641 million in 1949.

O f these totals. 336 million 
bushels of wheat were stored 
on farms the first of this year, 
the smallest in 10 years except 
in 1950. Wheat stocks in off- 
farm storage totaled 662 million 
bushels, more than in any other 
year except 1943. Nearly 2,161 
million bushels o f all com sotcks 
remained on farms January 1 
1951. Off-farm stocks of nearly 
504 million bushels are the laig 
est o f record« chiefly because ot 
the 316 million bushels owned 
and stored by Commodity Credit 
Corporation.

Other grain stocks on hand 
the first of the year included 
19 million bushels of rye, larg 
est since 1945; 969 million bush­
els o f oats, exceeded on January 
1 only in 1949 and 1946; 243 mil 
lion bushels o f barley, largest 
in the 8 years o f record. 209 mu 
lion bushels o f grain sorghums, 
the largest in history and larger 
than total production o f the 
grain In any year except 1950.

_Jd farmers interested in a con 
M e n t io n  project covered by the 

pNfcfMEi may form a pooling

agreement and receive assist 
ance under the program in car­
rying out the project.

However, he explains, such 
projects must be approved in ad 
vance by both the county and 
state PMA committees beture 
they are eligible for assistance. 
This means that the details of 
such projects must be worked 
out by the farmers concerned 
and submitted for approval to 
the county committee.

Farmers who are not familiar 
with the requirements should 
see a member of the county 
PMA committee or someone des 
ignated by them to help with 
this type of work.

Under the pooling agreement 
available under ACP Is the same 
as though the practice were car 
ried out by an individual farmer 
on his own farm. The agree­
ment is merely a means where 
by a number of farmers may re 
ceive assistance for carrying 

! out a project which affects a'l 
1 o f their farms.

After the project is comin-i 
ed it must meet the essential 
speciifieations and • program 
standards to he eligible for as 
sistanoe Tht- emphasizes the 
need for making sure before .

AUSTIN— Measles in Texas 
is reaching a mild epidemic 
stage at present, with outbreaks 
following closely the main lines 
of travel across the State, ac­
cording to information made 
public today by Dr. Geo.

"The peculiar pattern of this 
spread if mc.».s<es re-emphasizes 
the fact that it is a contagious 
disease, passed <>n from one per 
son to anothei " I)r. Cox said 
"Guard against exposure by 
avoiding oont.nt with measie

I»r. Cox said that measles 
alone Is not r •■cessarilv a dan­
gerous disea-v- but dangerous 
complications, ^uch as strepto 
occus, mastoiditis, and pneu­
monia which frequently follow 
make It a disease to be can-1 ful 
ly nursed with close attention 
from a doctor

"Unskilled ir.ttment of a plain 
cose of measles can result In 
complications which often k ill,’ 
I*r. Cox warned, "and It is not 
to he regarded lightly as simply 
another childhood disease."

treating Cotton 
Planting Seed Is 

Paying Policy
High cotton yields are usually > 

produced from fields where 
good, early stands have been ob-1 
taint'd. Replanting Is an expeits 
Ive Job and It often times can 
Ik.* avoided by treating the seed 
before they are planted, says 
Fred C. Elliott, extension eotton 
work specialist of Texas A. A

He points out that the scare 
ity o l good planting see»l in 
many areas and the present 
emergency that faces cotton 
producers makes the problem 
of getting a good stand on the 
first planting mighty import 
ant in 1951. Cottonseed treat 
ment is an inexpensive form ol 
crop insurance lor treating ina ( 
ld ia ls cost only a few cents per 
bushel. Treating kills disease 
germs on the seed, protects the 
seed and seedlings from diseas­
es which may be in the soil and 
gives a better stand o f eotton.

Elliott says the two worst cot­
ton killers are angular leal spot 
and soreshin. In the Blaeklands 
ol Texas, angular leal spot 
ranks next to root rot as the 
numtier one hazard In cotton 
production. It first shows up on 
the leaves o l the young seed­
ling and appears us a small, 
green, water-soaked sjait that 
resembles a bruise. I f  damp 
weather sets in after the seed 
lings come up, the disease 
spreads over the entire plant 
and unless the planting seed was 
chemically treated before plant 
ing. may of the plants may be 
killed. The disease affects the 
fruiting habits of the cotton 
plant and carries through to the 
older plants where it appears 
.is angular spots on the leaves 
and as bacterial rot on the bolls.

Soreshin is detected as a 
brpwn diseased area on the 
stem of the eotton seedling cith 
er above or below the ground 
line and it causes a shriveling 
of the plant tissues which kills

At the Temple Agricultural 
Experiment Substation, Elliott 
says that cottonseed treated 
with either two or live percent 
ceresan gave from 25 to 30 per 
tent better stands than untreat

oil seed. The plants showed less 
angular leal spot and the final 
production l>ci' acre averaged 
more than 50 pounds of lint cot­
ton |x-r acre. Seedlings from 
treated seed often are twice as 
large us the seedlings grown 
from untreated aeed during the 
early stages of growth.

Klloitt suggests to cotton 
growers not familiar with the 
process ol treating cotton seed 
that they visit their local coun- 
t> agricultural agent and ask 
for details on what chemicals 
to use and the proper mathotls 
of doing the treating Job. He 
also points out that producers 
who have large quantities of 
seed to treat might find it eco­
nomical to have the Job done by 
a commercial operator.

He says regardless ol who 
does the Job, be sure that the 
seeds are covered with the chem­
ical and that the right material 
has t>een used lor the treating 
process. America and her world 
allies need every bale ol cotton 
that can be produced in 1951 and 
Elliott urges cotton farmers to 
follow the best known produc 
tion practices so they can get 
the maximum yields from the 
acres they plant.
