A second meeting waa held in 
Munday last Friday night in an 
effort to secure a highway post 
office for the Wichita Falls to 
Abilene run, which was former­
ly served by the Wichita Valley 
Railroad.

A survey of mall service be­
tween the two cities, which has 
been labeled Inadequate by the 
newly formed Wichita Valley 
Mall Improvement Association, 
has been requested.

Ralph Duncan, Haskell, secre­
tary of the group, reported the 
request would be sent to con­
gressmen from this area.

Plans of the association are to 
present a brief which it believes 
will Indict lack of inter-town dis­
patch, irregularity of delivery, 
inadequate mall schedules, and 
lack of facilities to handle par­
cel post. Association members 
all deplore lack of adequate ser­
vice in handling bank monies, 
especially during the heavy fall 
season.

Present facilities can only 
handle $25,000 a week maximum 
in each community, according to 
Duncan. This had caused hank­
ers to have to drive to Wichita 
Falls and Abilene during rush 
seasons.

Each community In the area 
was asked to prepare a brief for 
the association, pointing out the 
need for better mail service.

There are now- two highway 
post offices operating In Texas 
They provide between-town dis­
patching similar to that given 
by trains.

FRT WORTH. June 15-Mid- 
June livestek prices remained at 
or near all-time high levels at 
Fort Worth and around the ma­
jor marketing circles for this 
season of the year during the 
past week.

This, coupled w i t h  ample 
moisture in most sections and 
improving pastures, served to 
brighten the outlook for the 
coming weeks.

only Congresa could prevent the 
carrying out of the beef pro­
gram.

July movement of livestock 
probably w i l l  be unusually 
heavy for as time nears for the 
rollback of prices at the end of 
July, many producers will feel 
like putting some stock in the 
bank.

Must csr ride»—4M per rent—tre take* for 1 
or important reasons.

DETROIT—On an average day, 
at lead one out of every three 
adulta in the United State* uses 
a passenger automobile for some 
essential purpose such as riding 
to work, conducting business or 
going shopping.

This and some 20.000 other 
facts about how the American 
family car is us.-l were revealed 
in a nation-wide survey recently 
conducted by the Alfred Politx 
Research organization.

It was learned that 59 million 
people over the age of 14 ride in 
automobiles on an average day. 
Thia represents more than half of 
the U. S adult population. Nearly 
half of these individuals use a car 
in connection with earning a liv. 
ing during a typical day, while 
almost one-fourth of them go 
shopping by automobile

About 40 per cent of all ride* 
taken in motor ears, and nearly 
one-half of the total passenger 
mile* traveled, are for livelihood 
purposes, the survey showed. 
Shopping accounts for another 17 
per cent of the ride* and 11 per 
cent of the passenger mileage.

These indications of America's 
growing dependence upon the 
family car for essential transpor­
tation are borne out by automo­
bile and population statistics of 
the past 10 years. While our popu. 
lation has grown 16 per cent si.ice 
1940, car ownerahip has increased

about 60 per cent. Paj.tengi>r car 
registrations for 19 >>) totaled 40.- 
107.000 compared with 27.372.397 
in 1940.

This growth in the automobile 
population has taken place despite 
the fact that motor v.-hicle pro­
duction between I'd1) and 1950 
was less than in eith- r of the two 
preceding decades < un.-o-quenlly 
there are more older cars on the 
road today. The average passenger 
car is about eight >■ ars old. com­
pared with the prewar average of 
6W years. Likewi ,, there is a 
lack of middle age irs as a result 
of the wartime hal: in automobila 
production.

In addition to the need for 
motor cars aa essential transport 
tools, tha nation redes on them aa 
a major source of buaineet activ­
ity, employment, at I tai revenues. 
The automotive industry directly 
creates business for at lesst half 
a million separate enterprises, or 
one out o f every sis firms in the 
country. One out of every seven 
jobs, for a total of more than nine 
million, are autonv tive.

The average aui mobile buyer 
pays about 995 in Federal excite 
tax on his new car Last year, 
total automotive rsrise payments 
contributed nearly two billion dol­
lars to Federal ta< coffers In ad­
dition, highway users paid some 
$2.5 billion in sp« - al state motor 
vehicle taxes and fr.-s for an aver­
age o f nearly 155 per vehicle.

Quality Of High 
Plains Cotton

The final teat of cotton Is its 
performance in a fabric, points 
out J. M. Ward. Texas Agricul­
tural Experiment Station econo­
mist.

Ward and other experiment 
station workers recently made a 
study of the quality and fiber 
characteristics of mechancially 
harvested cotton on the High 
P l a i n s .  Specially developed 
stormproof varieties are better 
adapted for the use of mechani­
cal stripprs than are open-boll 
varieties. Ward said.

After gins are operating at 
full rapacity during the harvest­
ing season. High Plains grow­
ers have the choice o f either 
storing the surplus seed cotton 
or leaving it unharvested in the 
field for stripping later in the 
season. Most growers practice 
full scale stripping and most of 
the storage is on the ground in 
the cotton fields.

“Samples of lint from t h e 
storm proof varieties graded 
higher than samples from other 
varieties." Ward reported "Hig- 
er grades were produced on the 
sand and sandy loam soils than 
on the clay and clay loam soils.”

Since High Plains cottons 
vary in fineness, spinning tests 
were provided to show the spin 
nabllity, yarn grade and streng 
th of these cottons. It was found 
that cotton o f seven-eighths Inch 
staple, fair tensile strength and 
very fine fiber processed into 
strong durable fabrics.
