Secretary o f Agriculture Ezra 
Taft Henson ha* set July 23 as 
the date for a national referen­
dum among growers on market­
ing quotas for the 1955 wheat 
crop and the State Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conservation 
Committee urges Texas produc­
ers to partidgfcU.

“ Under present supply condi 
tions," th«' committee suns, 
"Secretary Benson had no choice 
but to proclaim wheat quotas 
and a call for a vote. Legislation 
directs the Secretary to pro­
claim whc.it quotas whenever 
the supply exceeds 20 percent ol 
'normal.’ T h e  normal supply 
as calculated under provisions 
o f the controlling legislation, is 
a year’s domestic and export re 
quirement.s plus 15 percent as a 
reserve. Actually, the available 
supply for 1'.*54-55 is about 79 per 
oent above normal."

I f  quotas are approved, two- 
thirds o f the voting growers 
must favor them, producers who 
comply with their farm wheat 
acreage allotments may market 
all the wheat they produce in 
any way they choose. They will 
also be eligible for the full level 
of price support which is auth 
orizod for the 1955 crop. Produc- 
ers who are subject to market­
ing quoras those with more than 
15 acres of wheat, will lose 
their price support eligibility if 
they do not comply with their 
acreage allotments. They will 
also be subject to a marketing 
quota penalty on their excess 
wheat.

If quotas are disapproved, 
there will 1** no marketing «juot 
as and no marketing penalties 
Price supports would b«* 50 per 
cent o f parity for those who 
comply with their acreage allot­
ments which will continue in ef­
fect even if quotas should be 
voted down

Eligibility for price support, 
w i t h  or without marketing 
quotas, will also require compli­
ance with all crop allotments es­
tablished for a farm in 1955. In 
addition, a “ total acreage allot­
ment” will be established for all 
farms where more than 10 acres 
are diverted from production <>f 
allotment crops. A producer will 
have to comply with the total 
acreage allotment if one is es 
tablished for his farm, as w-ell 
as with all Individual crop allot­
ments in ortler to be eligible for 
price support, on any crop.

These double-compliance pro­
visions are designed to assure 
more balanced production, with 
out shifting surplus problems 
from one <rop to another

In a recent forecast of business conditions to 
come Robert Babson wrote: “With purchasing 
power holding well, demand for food products 
and soft goods will remain at a brisk pace. The 
public, however, ha\c learned something about 
watching their pennies. They have become more 
price conscious.” Mr Babson then predicted that 
the best sales records during the last half of this 
year will be made by the low-cost mass distribu­
tors, including the food and variety chain sys­
tems.

The recent experience of retailers as a whole 
has been interesting and significant. Dollar vol­
ume has been somewhat down, as compared 
with equivalent periods a year before But the 
physical volume of goods moved has been heavy, 
and in some fields has shown an increase. This is 
a tribute to the aggressiveness and adaptability

have offered the choosy consumer more attrac­
tions and inducements in many forms lower 
price, better quality, more varied stocks, new 
items, and so on.

Promotion is being step­
ped up, bargains are being advertised, prizes and 
premiums are being offered, and so on.

The time has passed when all a merchant had 
to do was open his doors, sit back, and wait for 
an eager public to rush in and empty his shelv­
es Good retailers in the small towns no less than 
the great cities recognize that fact and are acting 
accordingly. Wares must be aggressively adver­
tised They must represent a good buy to the 
consumer's critical eye. Stores must be attrac­
tive and service courteous. And every mechant 
must everlastingly try to do a little better job. 
to offer more compelling Inducements, than his 
competitor dow lithe street or in the next com­
munity.

This is competitive mass-distribution in action. 
And this is one of the reasons for our world* 
beating living standards.

Also 
it would have created Just one 
more bureau and would have 
been a movement on the part of 
the Federal Government to get 
into the field o f health, and I feel 
that there is little doubt that 
once they get into that field, the 
next step would be to move into 
a generally government control­
led health plan which would not 
he desirable.

To delay is to risk being caught 
in the August rush.

That’s the word from VV. D. 
Carroll, state registrar, who re 
members with vivid clarity last 
year's swamped condition in the 
Bureau of Vital Statistics at the 
State Department of Health 

Many school require certified 
copies o f birth certificates as 
proof that a child Is six years 
old before permitting the child 
to b«» enrolled, Carroll advised 
But he strongly urged parents to 
make a personal check with 
school officials In their areas to 
determine for sure that birth 
records are required In those

1 section«.
If they are. by all means make 

requests for copies of those rec­
ords early.

"Working with limited person­
nel, the Bureau of Vital Statis­
tics cannot possibly render the 
type of service expected by 
those who wait until the last 
moment to m a k e  requests," 
Carroll said.

Each application should In- 
chlld. the date and place of 
chuld. the date and place of 

I birth, and the names of parents. 
¡The law says a fee of fifty 
cents must accompany each ap­
plication.

Requests for certified copies 
issued by the state registrar 
should be addressed to the Bu­
reau o f Vital Statistic's, Texas 
State Dept, o f Health. Austin.

How many children will be en­
rolling In school for the first 
time this fall? Carrol ean't say 
precisely.

But he does know that some 
200.000 children were born In 
Texas six years ago which, theo­
retically. would make them eli­
gible for school this year.

Program To Save 
Lives On Highways 
Is Summer’s Goal

Captain K. B. Hallmark, Jr.. 
Commanding the Wichita Falls 
District of Texas Highway Pa­
trol, lias announced the recent 
signing of a Joint declaration of 
war on traffic deaths by the gov­
ernors of 24 northeastern and 

j southern states, including Gov­
ernor Allan Shivers of Texas

Designed to curb ythe normal 
summertime rise* in highway fa­
talities brought on by greatly 
increased vacation travel, the 
safety ppigrom designated as a 

/ ‘SLOW DOWN AND LIVE” 
campaign started on Memorial 
Day and will extend through the 
I.abor Day week end.

Tiie Joint declaration, which 
was signed by Governor Shivers 
and the other state heads from 
Maine to Texas, say s in part : 

j "We are convinced that the 
many courteous, cautious drvers 
suffer at the hands o f those who 
are obsessed with the *'in-a- 
hurry’ ’complex This state of 
mind manifests itself in excess­
ive speeds, in speed too fast for 
condtions, in following too close­
ly. in failing to yield the right 
of way and in improper passing.”

Captain Hallmark said that 
the sole purpose o f the program 
is the saving of lives on the high­
way. "W e are determined.” he 
stated, "to achieve this end

through stepped-up enforcement 
o f the traffic laws which have 
been designed and enacted for 
Just that purpose.”

"Residents and visiting driv­
ers alike,” Hallmark said, “have 
been put on notice that the 
states participating in this pro­
gram intend to make their high 
ways safer for all who use 
them during this vacation sea­
son. It remains for the indivdual 
driver to change his own bad 
driving habits and to make 
SLOW DOWN AND LIVE” the 
1954 watchword of the high­
ways.”

Hallmark further says, “ In 
carrying out the above order in 
the 12 North Texas counties 
comprising District 16 of the 
Texas Highway Patrol, the pa­
trolmen in this district in June 
filed 25'c more speeding cases 
than in May and warned 21% 
more speeders than in May of 
this year. I have ealled on these 
patrolmen for even more effort 
towards curbing speeders during 
the remainder of the summer 
months.”

"The traffic situation and our 
attempts to control traffic and 
prevent deaths is no game to 
any member of the Highway 
Patrol and speeders cannot ex­
pect us to show ourselves and

-------- ■ -
give them a chance to alow
down. We believe that the 
speeder on our highways today 
is a potential killer and we will 
gauge our attempts to appro*
hend this, “Traffic Criminal” ac­
cordingly. I have instructed my 
men to use every ruse they 
know to attempt to apprehend 
those people who are potential 
killers and if one o f my patrol* 
men can go to court and prove 
that the driver o f a car was 
speeding that speeder can get 
no sympathy from me by claim­
ing that the method used to 
catch him was ‘unfair'. As fur 
as I concerned nothing is un­
fair to catch a speeder as long 
as the officer stays within his 
legal bounds apprehending him.

We have very few men In this 
district (all too few) to attempt 
to stop speeding, but we are go­
ing to continue to try to make 
speeding unpopular and unprofit* 
abate to those whom we appre­
hend.

Then-fore, what Washington 
ought to do is establish two De­
partments of Agriculture, one
favoring price supports, the oth­
er opposed.

Every year let the farmer de 
cide along about the first of Jan 
uary which Department he will 
want to operate under for that 
year.

I f  he chooses the price support 
division he can sell under that
system. Any farmer who thinks 
it's wrong to get a guaranteed 
price, he’ll Join up with the De­
partment of Agriculture No. 2. 
Any farmer who thinks the other 
way, he'll join up with Depart 

I ment No. 1. This will give free­
dom of thought and action to 
everybody.

I haven't worked out all the 
marketing details, that'll come 
later, but the thing I ’m working 
on now is the question of price 
supports out of politics.

Since some Republicans are in 
j favor of supports, some opposed,
I some Democrats are in favor, 
others opposed, the two Depart­
ments won’t necessarily follow 
party lines, and whatever admin­
istration is in charge will still 
have the privilege of appointing 
both Secretaries of Agriculture, 
however you want to put it.
