Goree Votes 
School Bonds

Residents o f the Goree Indepen 
dent School District voted by al­
most a 2-1 margin here Saturday 
for the issuance of $125,000 in 
school bonds for improvements in 
the Goree school system.

George Hunt, president ol the 
Board ot Trustees, said the bonds 
would be issued to facilitate the 
building ol a new elementary- 
school and cafeteria and remodel 
ing ol the present grade school 
building Into high school class­
rooms.

The present two-story elemen­
tary school will be converted into 
a one-story high school classroom 
building.

The vote on the 
mainenance tax portion of the 
ballot was 94 to 50 in favor of the 
tax and cn the second, the vote 
was 95 to 54 for issuance of the 
bonds.

On the remaining two ballots, 
both for issuance of bonds, the 
vote was 102 for and 49 against 
and 100 for and 51 against.

The three separate ballots were 
required by law because different 
qualifications have been set up for 
voting on each ballot.

Vote On Wheat 
Quotas Slated 
For July 20th

Marketing quotas for the 1957 
wheat crop have been proclaim­
ed by Secretary of Agriculture 
Ezra Taft Benson, H. H. Part­
ridge. Chairman o f the County 
Agricultural Stabilization a n d  
Conservation Committee, reminds 
the farmers.

"This proclamation does not 
automatically put quotas Into e f­
fect for the crop.” the Chairman 
declared. "The aecounement also 
set July 20 as the date lor a re­
ferendum when wheat growers 
who are affected by the quotas 
will vote on whether or not to put 
the quotas into operation. A  two- 
thirds vote favoring the quotas 
is necessary if the quotas are to 
be in effect."

Growers who are affected by 
the quotas, are therefore are eligi­
ble to vote in the referendum, 
are those farmers who will har­
vest more than 15 acres o f wheat 
as grain in 1957.

In his proclamation, Secretary 
Benson said: “This marks the 
fourth successive year that ab­
normally large wheat supplies 
have required the proclamation of 
marketing quotas for the next 
wheat crop. It is the third succes­
sive year for which the national 
specified by law.

"A ll the wheat we are likely 
to need from 1957 production, de­
termined according to the form­
ula in the legislation, could be 
produced on an acreage of about 
12.4 million acres. I I  it were not 
tor the legal minimum', the na­
tional allotment could have drop­
ped to that level.

"The plain lact is that, in spite 
ol valiant attempts to channel 
more wheat into exports, we still 
will have enough wheat lor the 
marketing year beginning July X, 
1956. to take care ol all our dome­
stic and export needs lor more 
than 2 lull years. The carryover, 
again, will exceed a billion bus­
hels . . . While we are hopeful 
about holding down the carryover 
Into 1957-58. wheat continues as 
one of the most serious problems 
in the whole farm economy.

This situation points up the 
need for the Soil Bank, which 
farmers can use to bring about 
additional adjustments In produc­
tion without further reducing 
their incomes."

New Soil Bank 
Program For ’56 
Gets I'ntler Way

Requirement for participation 
| in the 1956 acreage reserve pro­
gram under the “Soil Bank Act" 
have been announced by Secre­
tary of Agriculture Ezra Taft 
Benson County agricultural sta­
bilization and conservation com­
mittees. which will administer 
the program, will announced 
locally when agreements are 
available for farmers

"The Soil Bank makes avail­
able, beginning especially In 
1957 a way to reduce our farm 
surpluses, to safeguard our soil 
and water resources, and to give 
a lift to farm prices," Benson 
said.

Under the 1956 acreage reserve, 
farmers who are eligible to take 
part in the program may earn 
pa>rnents in connection with one 
or more of the commidities spec­
ified in the law -com, wheat, up­
land or extra long staple cotton, 
peanuts, rice, and most types of 
tobacco—by reducing their acre­
age of the crop below the farm’s 
established allotment.

Under the basic rules of eligi­
bility, acreage designated for the 
acreage reserve must:: (1) Be 
representative of the land used 
for the crop, (2) result in the 
harvesting of an acreage of the 
basic crop less than the farm al­
lotment, and <3l not be grazed, 
cut for hay. or cropped lor the 
entire 1956 calendar year. Nox­
ious weeds must also be con- 
troled on the "reserved” acreage.

In order to-participate In the 
acreage reserve, a farmer must 
comply with all acreage allot­
ments for the farm. Participation 
will be on a voluntary basis. It 
was stated.. .

A SAC k  OF GROCERIES

Just how good were the good old days of some 
50 years ago, when prices were much lower for 
practically everything than they are now?

The Sun, of Saratoga, Wyoming, has something 
interesting to say in this regard. Back in the '90s, 
round steak sold lor 12 cents a pound, butter for 
a quarter, and a loaf of bread went for a nickel. 
The cost of the grocery order which came to 85 
cents then would be about $2.98 today.

So it looks as if we were taking a fearful beat 
ing price wise. However, »s the Sun points out 
there Is another side to the coin earning power 
Government figures show that a worker who aver­
aged 16 cents an hour in the '90s averaged $1.88 
last year. So, to quote the Sun directly, "The 
factory worker who bought the list of staples Li 
the 1890s would have worked about 5 hours and 
20 minutes for the money it took to pay the bill. 
Today he can earn enough ior the same sack of 
groceries in about an hour and a half."

The situation would be generally the same in 
the case o f goods other than foods. Many causes 
have contributed to this great increase in purchas­
ing power. One of the important ones has been 
ihe change within retailing itself. Mass distribu­
tion based on big turnover at a very small unit 
profit was unknown in the '90s. The percentage 
of profit on each transaction was far higher then. 
Today the food chains commonly earn as little as 
one cent net on each dollar of sales; other stores 
also earn very modest profits. That helps the farm 
!y budget enormously.

TW1MVAY OBIJGATION

The president of the Chamber of Commerce of 
the I ’m ted States recently said that businessmen 
have both the obligation and the right to speak 
on political and other Issues of the time He then 
mentioned certain things that businessmen should 
be solidly against—among them, government In 
business, and high taxes.

This is a logical position. At the same time, busi­
nessmen must realize that what Is sauce for the 
goose is sauce for the gander. If. as they should, 
they oppose costly special favors for ether groups, 
they shouil be as adamant in opposing special 
favnrx for themselves. Business groups have often

But after Simon reached 
that condition, he endeavored to 
buy the gift of God with money, 
to whom Peter said, ‘Th y  money 
perish with thee, because thou 
hast thaught that the gift of 
God may be purchased with 
money. Thou hast neither part 
nor lot in this matter: for thy 
heart is not right in the sight 
of God. Repent therefore of this 
thy wickedness and pray God.

Many predictions are being 
made as to Just when Congress 
will adjourn. Most of the pre 
dictions now going around say 
that this session should end by 
j$ily 15th; however, my best 
guess seems to be add about two 
weeks on to that date which rual 
ly means August 1st. In years 
past, the Congress has always ad-! 
Journed about ten days or two 
weeks later than everyone pre 
dieted that it would.

This week, the House has been 
debating the Mutal Security Pro 
gram. So far. the House has re 
duced this Program by over $1 
,100,000.00 This was done in spite 
of strong opposition from the Ad-1 
ministration. There is no ques 
tion in my mind but what this 
Program should have been re 
duced and that rather than hav 
ing more foreign aid. we should' 
have substantially less.

The Council notes that last 
year’s total was the second largest 
amount consumed in any previous 
year. All-time high for cottonseed 
oil usage occurred in 1954 when 
1.8 billion pounds were consumed

Cottonseed oil accounted for 2<> 
l>« r cent of total U. S. factory 
consumption of vegetable oils 4rr 
1955, compared with 31 per cent 
in 1954. The decline in cottonseed 
oil consumption, and its share of 
is primarily the result o f an in- 
the market between 1954 and ’35. 
crease in tin* price advantage of 
soybean oil during the period, the 
Council says.

Cottonseed oil distribution by 
major end uses shifted consider 
ably between the two years. In 
1955, almost 50 per cent of total 
consumption was winterized for 
use in salad oils, cooking oils, 
salad dressing, mayonnaise, and 
related products, compared with 
3 (>ei- cent of consumption In 1954. 
About 1 per cent of cottonseed oil 
consumption went into margarine 
In 1955; in 1954 margarine ac­
counted lor 22 per cent. Shorten ! 
ing accounted for 29 per cent of 
1955 cottonseed oil consumption, 
compared with almost 3b per 
cent in 1954. Ail other edible and 
inedible products represented 
about 4 per cent in both years.

The Texas swee* potato Indus­
try passed an hl> >rio milestone
last year For t) • first time, 
more than two u lion bushels 
ol graded and Inspected Texas 
sweets found their way to nation-1 
al markets.

Ability o l Texas sweet potatoes 
to compete successfully with 
those from other states in the 
big markets was made possible 
through a grading and inspecting 
law passed by last year’s state 
legislature. I  ntil last September ( 
when the measure became effec ! 
tlve, Texas yams were shunted 
at national marts in favor of 
graded potatoes from other areas.

Since then, however, the Texas 
Department of Agriculture which 
administers the lew has processed 
1,938.847 bushel or the industry 
An additional 100,000 bushels 
were graded a ispected for in 
dividual farm,-..-

Since the pro, . n began, mar 
ket vutlets for ti Texas product 
have developed ii Vtroit, Chic 
ago. New York and several west 
ern states where buying is strict­
ly on a graded basis.

Texas grading standards are 
high—even higher than those re 
quired by the federal govern 
ment. This is borne out by the 
fact that Texas sweet potatoes 
remain in better condition when 
shipped, to distant markets than 
do those of many competing 
states.

The state Inspection and grad 
lng service is operated on a soil 
supporting basis with no addition 
al cost to taxpayers Small serv 
ice let's collected on the large 
movement take care of all ex 
penses and add up to bigger pro­
fits and expanded markets for 
the producers

Principal growing area for Te\ 
aa sweets is centered around East 
Texas, although there is scattered 
production throughout the state 
Last season s production amount 
ed to about 3 480.1XX) bushels 
This was slightly below the 10- 
year average of 1H64.000 bushels, 
mostly due to reduced acreage 
Only 29,000 acre* were planted 
to sweet potatoes, compared to 
the average of 46.UOO acres

However, yields were extra 
good last season Average pro­
duction was 130 bushels per acre

Dear editar:

Since C o n g r e s s  was nice 
enough to provide us fanners 
with a soli bank, I have been 
studying every angle I can find 
to figure out a way to get in 
on it. It's not going to look right 
if we sit back and drag our feet.

Therefore, I ’ve been reading 
everything I can lay my hands 
on in this connection, and last 
night 1 believe I ran on to the 
idea I ’ve been looking for.

It was a statement by Sec Ben­
son. who I guess you’d say is 
president of this bank and Is the 
man to look to. According to him, 
he is gonig to be as generous as 
he can in getting the bank going 
and will even let a farmer put 
some land in it this year that's 
already been planted provided 
"the crop isn't too far advanced.”

Now I haven't got time to take 
this to the Supreme Court to 
find out what "too far advanced" 
means, but If Sec. Benson will 
place a generous, liberal Inter­
pretation on it, he and I can do 
some business.

For example. I've got BOOM 
crops not only this year that 
aren’t too far advanced, I've got 
some from 1955, 1954, 1953, 1952,' 
and 1951 that could be classified 
in the same category.

AUSTIN—The Slate Depart 
ment of Health today asked all 
parents of children who will enter 
public schools for the first time 
in September to make requests 
“now" for copies of the children's 
birth records.

Most school systems require a 
birth certificate to prove the 
child was six years old on Sept­
ember 1. .

"Making early requests for 
birth records will save parents 
and us time and trouble,” said 
State Registrar W. D. Carroll.

Carroll, director of the health 
department's Division of Vital 
Statistics, says several hundred 
parents have already lequested 
and received certified copies of 
birth records for their children.

But tens of thousands of re­
quests from other parents will 
have to be processed between now 
and the beginning of the new 
school term. If too many people- 
delay until August—as they 
usually do Carroll and his limit­
ed staff will again have to put 
in hours of night and week-end 
work without overtime pay.

"The overtime work isn’t im­
portant." Carroll said. "But it is 
important when a youngster can't 
enter school for lack of a birth 
record.”

when they think of the estimated 
260,000 kids who will be eligible 
to enter the first grade this fall.

Many o f them have copies of 
birth records and will create no 
problems. Others live hi area« 
where school officials do not re­
quire proof of age before admit­
ting the child to the hallowed 
halls of learning.

But the majority do not have 
the fact that they live in areas 
where school officials inist on 
such proof. This is the category 
that gives health department stat­
isticians and clerks sleepless 
nights.

Last year the department pro­
cessed more than 60,000 requests 
during the months of August, 
September, and October.

"This year we’re trying to avoid 
the fall bottleneck," Carroll said. 
"We're ready to give Immediate 
service to applications coming In 
between now and mid-July.”

All parents have to do la 
furnish the child's name and date 
and place of birth, the mother's 
maiden name and the name of 
the father. That information, plua 
the statutory fee of fifty  centa, 
will buy anyone a copy of their 
birth certificate- provided the 
original certificate is on file.

It ’s a good bet the original will 
be on hand. Carroll’s office keeps 
track of some ten million birth 
and death records, some dating 
back to 1903.

There’s just one more thing:
if you don’t care to write to 
the State Department o f Health 
in Austin, check with your local 
registrar or county clerk. Chance« 
are he can supply the record.

In either case, do it soon. Car- 
roll says that fall bind can get 
mighty tight.
