For example, here is a general 
idea of how the community pro­
perty which you and your spouse 
have accumulated will be divided 
if you do not make a will prior 
to your death.

If your husband or wife sur­
vives and there are no children 
the surviving spouse receives all 
of the property.

If. in addition, there are sur 
viving children or descendants of 
deceased children, they would 
divide one half of the property, 
while the surviving spouse would 
receive the othe one-half.

Of course, grandchildren do not 
share in the estate unless their 
parent who would inherit is de 
ceased And when descendants of 
previously deceased children do 
inherit, they receive only the por­
tion that the child would have 
received, regardless of the num 
her of such descendants

An odd note, perhaps is that 
the surviving spouse already 
owns onehalf of the community 
estate prior to your death, and 
the law adds nothing to this 
•hare where there are children 
surviving

When there are only children 
and their descendants surviving, 
they divide the entire community 
estate between them.

FACING I P  TO FAITH
Ever since the federal wage-hour law was 

passed, in the depression days, certain service in 
dustnes, retailing among them, have been exempt. 
Senator Holland led the fighl for the retail ex 
emption wnen it was threatened in 1949 and was 
sueceNslul. And he is leading that tight again, in 
opposing proposals which would bring retailing 
within the scope of the law

Senator Holland, needless to say, is not agains’ 
higher w iges. Neither are legions of other peo­
ple who favor keeping the exemption uitact. Hut 
they face up to an inescapable set of facts.

One is that retailing is a local business, which 
must adapt itself to widely differing local needs, 
customs and standards. An outlet of the biggest 
national chain must still compete at the local 
level

Another is that retailing has room for mar 
ginal and part tune workers, including teenagers 
and housewives, whose value is limited. If wages 
are artificially forced up to where they puss tiiai 
Volu**, retudt.s Will have no i !w m ' s i ,c- to ic- 
duce employment of this nature to the maximum 
degree.

Another is that elimination of the retail ex­
emption, like an Increase in the minimum wage, 
would be inflationary.

Senator Holland deserves public as well as 
legislative support in his fight.

The plat toms of both the parties contain j 

transjiortal ion planks That of the Democrats' 
pledges a national policy which would permit the 
“coordination and modernization" of all forms of 
transportation, and also says. that. "The nation’s 
railroads are n particular need of freedom from 
burdensome regulation to erable them to com­
pete effeetively with other forma of transporta­
tion."

Obsolete and 
destructive tax and depreciation policies are barri 
ers to the kind of trans|x>rtation progress this 
country not only wants but needs.

store and bought eight typical food items The 
cost was $5 89. Two vears ago the identical items 
would have cost a penny more — $S 70. And 
even years ago t’ o cost would not have been a 
great deal less than row — $4 90

Miss Porter also emphasizes the Intensity of 
the eom|x*tltion that exists In the business of 
retailing And this, ol course, is one of the big 
reasons why the cost of typical foods has re­
main.'! relatively stabU over a lengthy period 
of years years in which the cost of living as 
a whole has risen substantially.

The same thing is true of many other items 
sold at retail clothing included American retail­
ing has taken much more of the sting out of 
inflation than Is generally understood, by steady 
progress in cutting costs and Increasing volume 
The savings have been passed on to the consumer 
And there's one thing this consumer can be sure 
of — he gets top value for his shopping dollar.

The major killers — cancer, 
iieart diseases and accidents -do 
most of the statistic rattling in 
Texas Just as elsewhere through 
out the United States

But there are lesser killers, no 
lass potent once they strike ami 
in many cuses the dlseuse is pre­
ventable.

For Instance, during 1959 there 
were 52 deaths attributed to te­
tanus, often called lockjaw Most 
could probably’ have been pre­
vented

Twenty-four deaths were among 
infants less than one-year old, but 
17 fatal cases of tetanus were 
among fiersons 15 years of age 
or older

Tetanus can is* guarded against 
with appropriate toxoid injec­
tions In fact, a standard recom­
mendation of the American Acade 
my of Pediatricians is lor child 
ren to be immunized against te­
tanus in combination wuth per­
tussis and diphtheria, commonly 
referred to as DTP shots

Parents are familiar with the 
DTP shots administered to their 
infants by pediatricians or a farm 
ly doctor while the child is still 
less than a year old 

Such early protection is also 
recommended by State health 
authorities.

However the protection afford­
ed by tetanus toxoid loKes 
strength over the years and
should bo maintaned with a 
I ter iodic booster or in the event 
of injury subject to tetanus in­
fection if recommended by your 
family doctor

Especially vulnerable are play­
ing children and workers who I 
may bo injured on the Job

Males fall victim to the dis­
ease- nearly twice as often as fe­
males In 1959. there were 34 
tetanus deaths among male’s and 
only IS among females

The- tetanus germ is « stable 
iporr which can lie dormant for 
lung ix-rlods of time blowing 
around In the dust waiting for 
an opportunity lo spring to death- 

ideating life undei the proper con­
ditions of warmth and moisture 
ff»urni in >i deep cut or puncture 
wound, or even an abrasion.

It is a small figure in the total 
death picture of Texas — but 
even one death is too much when 
It can probably be prevented with 
tetanus toxoid.

Best Investment
Efficient farming methods arc 

greiequisites to maximum profits, 
*nd failure to determine the soil’s 
Deed for lime and fertilizer is not 
efficiency. Dr. W. P. Bennett, ex 
tension soil chemist, says that 
the best place to determine the 
amount of lime or fertilizer a 
pasture or field needs is in the 
laboratory.

“A farmin' or rancher gets more 
return on the money spent for 
testing and then applying reconv 
mended treatment to his soil than 
fee does on any other money spent 
fen crop production,” Dr. Bennett 
points out.

Improper nutrient b a 1 a n c e, 
vupled with a lack of weed, insect 
trtd disease control, greatly re 
tares the potential effectiveness 
if fertilizer If the soil is high in 
acid or low in lime content, the 
phosphorus, potassium and some 
•f the nitrogen is last to growing 
plants Bennett continues. Addi­
tion of agricultural limestone to 
such soils will result in greater 
as* of plant nutrients, resulting 
n increased crop yields.
