This four-year term business,
which we all voted to let the
candidates have a few years ago
may cut down on some of the

have an election every two years,
Some of the folks in office at
that time were the unfortunate
ones — they had to run in the

t¥yv are fortunate this year.
They have two more years to go
and can sit merrily by while this
vear's crop is beating the bushes
for votes.

offices to be filled in the district
and state, too, so all the activity
won't be locally by any means.
So it's a good idea to go ahead
and buy that permit to vote be-
fore it's too late.

And it's going to be too late
before you know it!

If you intend to vote in 1938,
your poll tax must be paid in
January. January 31 is the dead-
line, and February 1 is too late.

But the poll tax, like all other
taxes, should be paid even if paid
too late to entitle you to vote.
They become delinquent on Feb-
ruary 1, which adds a penalty to
them but does not release you
from your obligation to pay
them.
k—k
In times past, it has seemed
to us that the person who does
the most yapping about the type
of officials we've elected to serve
us in city, county, or state offi-
ces are those who did not pay
his poll tax or did not exercise
his right at the polls.
k—k
It also seems to us that the
little poll tax receipt neatly fold-
ed in your wallet not only enti-
tles you to vote, but also gives
you a better right to gripe about
our public officials than the per-
son who did not purchase his
privilege to vote.

Anyway, it's poll tax paying
time - so pay yours on time.
It's your duty of citizenship.
