An import-
ant change enacted by Congress
in the session just ended is the
removal of one of the work re-
quirements for disability insur-
ance benefits and for the “disa-
bility freeze." Under the freeze
provision a worker can proteci
his social security rights during
the time he is unable to work
because of a severe disability,

Until now a disabled worker
had to meet two reqguirements
to qualify for the freeze or fo
disability insurance benefits. He
needed to have security
credit for at least five out of the
ten years before he became dis
abled, and for at least 1%
out of the 3 years just be
fore his disability Under
the new law, social security cre
dit for 1% years out of the last
3 is no longer required

Disabled workers who because
of the previous requirement have
not been able to qualify unde:
the social security disahility pro
visions will need to file new ap
plications with their
curity offices.
