Highway Commission Approves Knox 
Farm-To-Market Projects For $46,100

The Texas H ighw ay Com m is­
sion today approved the expendi­
tu re  of $46,100.00 for the  con­
struction  of new Farm -to M arket 
Road m ileage In Knox C ounty  as 
p art of the 1961 F. M. Road Pro 
gram . The approved project is 

1 from  S ta te  H ighw ay 222 in Knox 
| C i t y  southeast to the Haskell 
C ounty  line a  d istance of approx i­
m ately 2.3 miles. This project will 
extend into H askell C ounty to 
connect w ith  the presen t F.M. 
2229.

T he w ork will be under the 
j supervision of H. T. C unningham , 
Resident Engineer a t  M unday, 
Texas. This project is part of the 
$15 million F. M Road Const ru c­
tion P rogram  which will involve 
133 countie* th roughou t the  state, j 
Som e 600 m i l e s  of new farm  
roads will be built under the 
program .

Unlike previous farm  road co n -. 
s truc tlon  p rogram s, this one is j 
for one y ew  only Instead of two 
years. The H ighw ay Commission 
said the reduced one-year pro­
gram  Is the resu lt of Governor 
Price  Daniel’s recent veto of a 
$15 million fa rm  road appropria- \ 
tion w hich would have come to 
the Highway D epartm ent next

year.
The G overnor r<-contly vetoed 

the Colson Briscoe fa rm  roads a l­
location for the second y ea r of 
the c u rren t biennium  on the  
grounds th a t t h e r e  should be) 
m ore flexibility in the  use of the 
funds in o rder to  provide for 
p roper m aintenance of »he farm  
roads system .

In approving the 1961 farm  
roads program , the  Com m ission 
said it is vital tha t the 1962 Col-

The farm  oper­
a to r  m ust sign op p rio r to the 
closing date for the m andatory  
m inim um  (Inversion as well as 
lo r the add ttonal voluntary  dive' 
slon of w heat acreage and devote 
such acreage to approved conser­
vation  practices.

Such f a r m e r s  m iy  have 
thought that when C ongress 
m ade the m andatory  lO p e r cent
reduction in the luitional w heat 
m arketing  quotas, they au to m ati­
cally b e c a m e  eligible for pay­
m ents. However, each fa rm er 
grow ing w heat m ust sign up for 
conservation practices on the 
m andato ry  diverted acres if he 
w ishes to comply w ith the law 
regard ing  the w heat stabilization 
program  for the  1962 crop and 
receive paym ent.

Boil C onservation Election Set
Soil conservation d istric ts  are  

political sub-divisions of the S ta te  
of Texas and by law a re  charged 
w ith the responsibility  of ca rry  
big out a soil and w a te r  conser­
vation program  in th e ir  district. 
T hrough  them  such  Item s as 
technical s e r v i c e ,  equipm ent, 
leadership  In s m a l l  w atershed  
p ro jects and m any o th e r services 
are  provided to cooperating land 
ow ners

Zone 3 voters in each Soil Con­
servation  D istric t w ill elect a 
farm er o r  ranchm an  w ho will 
serve as th e ir  superv iso r and rep ­
resen ta tive  on the Soil Conserve 
tk>n D istrict Board fo r the next 
five years. A pualified vo ter is a 
aone 3 landow ner w ho Is over 21 
years of age or older.

W ives of eligible landow ners 
ran  vote and  should do so since 
they have In tn te rtse  in their soil 
conservation d istrict.

Zone 3 in the  W ichita Brazos 
Soil C onservation D istric t is the 
land in  K nox C ounty Precincts 
1 and 4. T im e and  place for the 
October 3 ballo ting  is 2:00 p m . 
In M unday art Knox P ra irie  Seed 
Co. All eligible vo ters a re  urged 
to cast th e ir  ballot.

■oil W eevils

Most of the K nox County cot­
ton fields this year have been in­
fested with the cotton boll w eevil 
M any oX the farmers a re  asking 
the question: are they here  to 
stay? This of c o u r s e  is not 
known.

In  the past in Knox County, it 
appears that in m ost cases the

boll weevil has only overw intered 
about half of the  tim e In  some 
reports It has been hinted that a 
control program  before the first 
frost and continuing until a f te r  
the first frost may have some 
m erit in the control of overw in­
tering boll weevil: however, this 
has not been definitely proved.

Some people are  of the opinion, 
and have a sound basis for opin- 
oin, th a t an early  sta lk  destruc­
tion and plow up  will lessen the 
places for hibernation of the boll 
weevil and possibly stop overw in­
tering. In  cases w here wind ero­
sion is not a serious problem, an 
early sta lk  destructon on cot 
ton, corn and g ra in  sorghum  has 
m erit from  the fertility  side of 
the story, also.

As m ost fa rm ers  know, a  cer­
tain  am ount of nitrogen in the 
soil is tied up by soil organism s 
in the decomposition of crop real 
dues and a re  not available until 
decomposition is near complete. 
Many farm ers add nitrogen to 
the soil to offset the needs of the 
soil organism s. In  all cases w here 
soil Is fertilized, the use of a soil 
sam ple Is the w ise and practical 
tool. All County’ agents have the 
soil sam ple containers in their 
office and anyone can obtain the 
proper form  and the containers 
upon req u est
