Inspection Sticker 
For ’62 Available

Motorists can now have their 
vehicles safety inspected for the 
1962 Inspection Sticker.

Captain Alan Johnson of the 
Motor Vehicle Inspection Service, 
Texas Department of Public Safe 
ty, said today that over 5,000 in­
spection stations have started in­
specting more than 4H million 
vehicles coming under the provi­
sions of the Motor Vehicle Inspec 
lion Act. All such vehicles must 
display the new safety sticker by 
April 16, 1962.

Johnson said, “We feel that the 
vehicle inspection program in 
Texas has proved a deterrent to 
vehicle accidents on our streets 
and highways.” He urged all mo­
torists to get their vehicles in­
spected before the bad weather 
of winter begins, when it is so' 
essential to have vehicles in .safe 
operating condition.

"It takes just a few minutes to 
have a vehicle safety checked,” 
Johnson stated, "yet those few 
minutes thus spent today could 
mean the saving of someone’s life 
tomorrow."

Johnson noted that the per cent 
of accidents in which vehicle do 
fects were rarusative factors has 
boon cut approximately in half 
since the program was started 
In Texas.

In a history making move for 
Knox County, Sheriff Homer T.

BAD MEDICINE!
Dr. Leonard W. L a r s o n ,  president of the 

American Medical Association, testified before the 
House Ways and Means Committee in opposition 
to the bill which would provide government-paid 
medical care to everyone drawing social secuilty 
benefits. He hail an extremely forceful case- for 
the AM A has compiled more than 30 reasons why 
this proposal would amount to ‘‘billions of dollarts 
worth of bad medicine for the people of this coun­
try "
""" At the end of his testimony. Dr. Larson came 
straight to the heart of the matter with these 
words: "The American people have been called 
upon to sacrifice to build up the strength of the 
nation so that we can meet the rising peril of com­
munism. But we don’t believe that America can be 
strengthened by sacrificing the best system of 
medical care in the world. We don’t believe Ameri- 
ca can be strengthened by copying medical sys­
tems under which one foreign country after an­
other has lost leadership in the science and arts 
of medicine. We don’t believe the strength of this 
nation lies in the direction of substituting medi­
cal failure for medical susccess.’’

The basic question is whether the medical 
profession or a bureaucracy is to establish the 
rules governing the practice of medicine and the 
related arts. What government pays for. it con­
trols- and all the arguments on earth can't con­
travene that historical truth The proposed bill 
would be bad even if it didn't cost a single penny— 
because it would inevitably lead to a deterioration 
of the standards of medical care

DEFENSE TAKES MORE THAN ARMS
The military budget, which was greatly in­

creased by this year’s Congress without significant 
dissent approaches the $30 billion mark This, it 
seems, is the price we must pay for the world’s 
current insanities.

But there Is more to the nation's defensive 
strength than arms. We must he fully prepared to l 
fight an economic war which has no foreseeable
end.

An essential weapon in that war is ocean ( 
shipping. And the only ships we can fully depend 
upon an* those which fly the U. S flag, or an* 
entirely within the control of U. S. enterprise. In , 
an emergency, the \i-ssel.s of even our staunchest j 
allies could he lost to us.

American government policy stipulate a ui 
long has stipulated, that we have a merchant 
marine second to none A vast modernization and 
replacement program, extendin'.; over the yen is

now underway. To implement this policy, the gov­
ernment provdies differential subsidies for ship 
operation and construction— subsidies made neecs- 
nary by the fact that it is far more expensive to 
build shpis in the United States, and operate them 
under our flag than it Is in the other maritime na­
tions with which we must compete, due primarily 
to our wage and working standards.

Finally, much greater use should be made of 
American vessels by American shippers. The 
shipper who patronizes our own merchant marine 
is given the ultimate in service in every respect, 
at reasonable, competitive rates. Then, beyond 
that, he is making a contribution to our strength 
and to our position in the world.

I advisory committee on influen­
za, have been mailed from the 
State Department of Health to 
all local health officials through­
out the state.

Most of the 86.000 flu-triggered 
deaths between September 1957 
and March 1960, were among peo­
ple in these categories, the record 
shows.

Some Asian flu outbreaks are 
expected, since they come in two 
to three year cycles. Also, Texas 
is due for Type B flu outbreaks, 
which usually come in four to 
six year cycles.

Asian influenza has been dor­
mant in Texas since March 1960, 
and it has been more than six 
years since Type B has caused 
much of a flurry.

State Health Department of­
ficials say susceptible persons 
should be vaccinated early for 
maximum protection. Generally, 
the most troublesome time for 
flu in Texas is toward the latter 
part of December.

To reduce the hazards to per­
sons in high risk categories, it is 
recommended that they be im 
munized with a multiple - virus 
vaccine a product w h i c h  will 
protect against more than one 
form of the disease well before 
the begining of the flu season.

Protective- antibodies usually 
develop within two weeks after 
inoculation, so it is important 
that the vaccine be administered 
before epidemics occur.

A second dose is recommended 
approximately two months after 

| the first. Persons previously im­
munized should he re inoculated 
with a single booster dose each 
year.

In view of the perdicted up­
swing of influenza for 1961. is 
recommended that serious con­
sideration be given to the vacci­
nation of people in vital public 
service jiost and fo r  those among

whom the disease Incidence rate 
is usually high -namely persons
between the ages 5 and 25.

Falls In Home 
Main Cause Of 
Accident Deaths

Falls are the main cause of ac 
cidenta] deaths in the home.

Fatal home falls in a recent 
typical year totaled 13,400, ac­
cording to Mr. O. F. Gates, Lone 
Star Gas Company Manager. 
I .one Star and The Munday 
Times are co-sponsors of the 1961 
Home Safety Program In Mun­
day.

"The 13,400 fatal home falls,” 
Mr. Gates said today, “ represent­
ed 47.9 per cent of all home acci­
dents.”

“ From year to year/' Mr. 
Gates said, “Only motor vehicle 
icodents outrank falls as an acci 
dental killer, and aproximately 

per cent of all falls occur in 
the home."

The greatest number of fatal 
falls occur In the bedroom. Falls 
on the stairs and kitchen follow 
in that order. Fatal falls in fewer 
numbers occur in the living 
room, bedroom, dining room,

! hall, basement, garage and on the 
porch.

Approximately 86 per cent of 
j the victims of fatal falls are more 
than 65 years old. Eight per cent 

| are In the 45-64 age group. The 
remaining 6 per cent are spread 
through the 0-44 age group.

A majority of fatal falls occur 
while victims are walking on a 
level surface However, they also 
ocur while the victims are stand 
mg still, ascending or descending 
stairs, working, sitting, playing, 
eating, drinking, climbing and re­
clining. Some occur while the 
victims are sleeping!

“ Particular a t t e n t i o n , ” Mr. 
Gates said, “must be given to the 
problem of protecting the older 
people. Lighting, particularly on 
stars, must be adequate. Do not 
leave loose objects In the middle 
of the floor This particularly en­
dangers an o l d e r  person. His 
sight may not be able to detect 
the objects If he trips, he is less
