That's the impression left by 
Don McLain of McLain and 
Varner, contracting firm for the 
Munday Housing Project, and F. 
C. Gipson of Odessa, inspec-
tor for the work as it pro-
gresses, 

Just this week, these men 
worked up an estimate of the 
work, what's been done and 
what's yet to be done, and an-
nounced that the $484,000 pro-
ject was 86.8 per cent com-
pleted, and well ahead of sche-
dule. 

Deadline for completion is July 
25, 1972 ,Mr . McLain said Tues-
day, and we're estimating that 
the project will be completed 
by May 15--over two months 
ahead of schedule. 

"We've had some breaks 
weatherwise," McLain said, 
"and wonderful cooperation of 
our workers and other con-
tractors. We had a wet per-
iod last year, and one snow, 
that caused us to lose around 
eight working days--and that's 
all the lost time we've had."

present at the time. 

Dicamba applied along at 1/2 
lb. per acre resulted in 85-
100e; control of broomweed when 
applied between April 1 and June 
1. 	One quarter pound of 2, 
3,5-T combined with an equal 
amount of dicamba produced 
similar results. The combina-
tion of dicamba and 2,4-D and 
2,4,5-T is not approved by the 
Environmental Protection Ag-
ency. 

Combinations of 2,4-D and 2, 
4,5-T with equal amounts of 
icloram applied in totals of 
1/4, 1/2, and 1 lb. per acre 
has resulted in virtually IOCC 
control of common broomweed. 

Economically speaking, 2,4-
D will control common broom-
weed for the lowest cost, but 
application time is rather cri- 
tical. 	For best resuits pas- 
tures should be sprayed when 
the broomweed is about 4-6 
inches tall (a period of about 
10 days) where weed control 
is desired in connection with 
brush control, other combina-
tions of chemicals should he 
used, especially in cases where 
broomweeds have reached ma-
ture height. One-half pound of 
2,4,5-T or 1/4 lb. 2,4,5-T plus 
1/4 lb. dicamba or 1/4 lb. 2, 
4,5-T plus 1/4 lb. picloram 
(Tordon 225) all result in satis-
factory broomweed control. To 
date, the most effective com-
bination for both mesquite and 
weed control in the Rolling 
Plains has been the applica-
tion of 1/4  lb. 2,4,5-T plus 1/4 
lb. picloram.

CONTROLLING COMMON 
BROOMWEED 

Common broomweed (Xan-
thocephalum dracunculoides) in 
some years can become a ser-
ious problem on Texas range-
lands. Broomweed germinates 
with winter rains, forms a small 
rosette of leaves, and grows 
very slowly for sometime. Ra-
pid growth begins around mid-
April, and by mid May the 
plants are 8-12 inches tall. 
Growth in height is fairly well 
complete by about June 15. On 
the average, hroomweed rea-
ches a mature height of about 
18 inches, but may double that 
in exceptionally good years. 

Results of research studies 
on the control of broomweed 
provide some very useful in-
formation. The application of 
1/2 lb. of 2.4-D when broom-
weed was from 4-6 inches tall 
(around May 1) resulted in 95- 
100r, control. 	Even 1/4  lb. 
of 2,4-D at this time reduced 
the stand of hroomweed by 75q. 
Spraying the 2,4,5-T at 1/2 
per acre produced 60r, con-
trol of broomweed when applied 
on May 1, and 90-95ci control 
when applied on May 15. When 
spraying is delayed to June 1, 
2,4-D resulted in virtually no 
control whereas 2,4,5-T con-
