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They’re gonna shoe the circus
outlaw! .

Back inthedays when we were
a near-grown high school stu=
dent, these words were circu=
lated about the H. S, Campus,
and thev created our interest,
By ‘‘near-grown’’ we mean that
we were old enough to have
already finished high school,
but we had pulled a cotton sack
down the row on too many days
when we should have been in
school,

Those were the days, too,
when we got to go to town every
three or four weeks,Dadalways
set a goal for us to meet--and
we couldn’t playv around and do
it==like cleaning out a certain
patch of cotton, or get caught
up with some other tvpe of
farm work, then we’d all go to
town on Saturday,

It was alwavs an intriguing
adventure for this kid to visit
the blacksmith shop, especially
if our ‘‘road team'’ needed
shoeing, There was a horse
shoeing artist working inalmost
every blacksmith shop, Usually,
he was the owner, too,

There was more than one
such shop in Wellington, but
Dad’s favorite was Riley’s
Balcksmith Shop, just about a
block west of the town square,
We kids got pretty well ac-
quainted with Mr, Ed Riley
too, because he would alsc
sharpen Dad’'s plow points,
sweeps, go=devil knives, etc.

But it was interesting to watch
him shoe an animal,

He would work on the hooves
first, getting them in the shape
he wanted by using some snips,
a rasp: and, perhaps some other
tools of the trade,

It’s been a long time, but it
seems Mr, Riley had a bunch
of shoes in stock-~-some shaped
to more nearly fit a horse’s
hoof, others for mules. Maybe
he made them up in his spare
time, maybe he ordered them
readymade, we don’t know,

Anyway, if the shoe needed
some reshaping he would place
them in the slack-coal fire,
pump the bellows a while and
the shoe was taken out red
hot. Using tongs, he could han-
dle the hot iron, place it near
the animal’s foot for compari=
son, then shape it up on the
anvil to fit the hoof,

He would place the animal’s
foot between his legs so he
could hold it with his legs and
use both hands for other pur-
poses., Then he would place the
shoe to the animal’s foot, after
cooling it in a tub of water,
reach into his supply of horse
shoe nails and proceed to nail
the shoe on from the underside,
The nails were then clinched

" on the top side of the hoof. In
four operations like this the
horse was completely shod.

After a few trips tothe black=
smith, an animal would get over
his shyness and it was just
the usual procedure for both
smithy and beast,

But not so with the circus
outlaw!

The circus had come totown,
and this critter needed to be
shod, His reputation for fer=-
ociously objecting to this pro=
cedure became well known, and
it was a while before the circus
management found a smithy who
would tackle the job,

Dove Hunters
To Have Split
Season In Fall

Texas dove hunters
frostbite? Unheard of!

Until this season, Texas dove
hunters were more proned to
heat prostration or rattlesnake
bite.

But recent action by the Tex-
as Parks and Wildlife Commis =
sion split the mourning dove
season, making a portion of it
in September, and the remiin-
der in January when the cold
winds blow,

The North Zone season will
be Sept. 1 through Oct. 14,
1972, and Jan, 6 - 21, 1973,

In the South Zone the season
will be Sept. 23 through Nov,
5, 1972, and Jan. 6 through
Jan, 21, 1973, except that in
counties having an open season
for white-winged doves, the
open season for mourning doves
ends Nov., 2 during the fall
segment of the season,

Texas Parks and Wildlife De=-
partment biologists stress the
split season is just an experi-
ment to see if the late season
will result in additional re=-
creation without unduly in-
creasing the overall harvest of
doves, They will keep a close
eye on the results to see if
late dove hunting in Texas might
affect the breeding populations
of other states,

Hunters have long been in-
terested in such a season be-
cause of the many doves pre-
sent in Texas during the winter
months, according to depart=-
meant officials,

Biologists called for the ex=
perimental season this year
because they now have the
means to evaluate the effects
of a split season, whereas in
the past sources of the infor=
mation needed were not avail-

able,

GUIDELINES FOR
DIAPAUSE BOLL WEEVIL
CONTROL PROGRAMS

The interest in diapause boll
weevil control in many weevil-
infested areas of Texas has been
generated by extensive yield
losses caused by this insect
and the overall economics of
cotton production, Though ara-
ther wide choice of effective
insecticides are available to
growers, preventing excessijye
weevil damage has become quie
costly in many production areas
of the state,

The increasing development
of insecticide resistance in
bollworm=-budworm populations
can not be overlooked as an
important factor supporting
diapause boll weevil control,
The seriousness of the boll-
worm=-budworm resistance
problem demands that we take
a very close look at the entire
cotton insect control program
in each area of the state.

The cotton fleahopper and boll
weevil are the two key cotton
pest species which often deter=
mine the need for and extent
of insecticide applications in
bollworm or tobacco budworm
control, We must have effec=
tive means of preventing eco-
nomic fleahopper and boll wee=
vil damage which, at the sa.ae
time, will not aggrevate or pre=-
cipitate a bollworm-~-budworm
problem, Diapause boll weeyil
control is one means of pre=
venting economic boll weevil
damage by using insecticides
at a time in the season when
resulting worm buildups are
of no, or at most minimal,
significance,

If properly planned and carw
ried out, diapause boll weevyil
control offers the following ad-
vantages whencompared tocon-
ventional, in-season Wweeyjl
control:

a) The cost of insecticides
and applications can often be
reduced,

b) Other pest problems, par
ticularly bollworm and tobacco
budworm, are commonly re.
duced and may be eliminated
due to the establishment and de.
velopment of parasite and pre.
dator populations inthe absence
of previously required in-sea.
son boll weevil control applj.
cations,

¢) Adverse weather does not
commonly influence the effec.
tiveness of diapause weevil ap.
plications as markedly as it
does late season weevil contro]
applications, This is due to a
more flexible length of time
between applications in a dija.
pause program,
