Pecan Productivity Discussed
{ At Meeting In Chamber Room |

Dr, Josiah Worthington, ex=
tension area horticulturist
from Stephenville, and Emory
Boring, extension area ento-
mologist from Vernon, gave
talks and showed slides to a
gathering of about 30 on scab
resistance, degree of produc-
tivity, grafting techniques and
insect control of different pecan
varieties, Tuesday morning.

The meeting was held in the
Chamber of Commerce meet=
ing room,

Herman Collier, ccunty
agent, introduced the two speak=-
ers,

Dr. Worthington discussed
Several different pecans -
Apache, Burkett, Caddo, Com-
manche, Mohawk, Sioux, Wich=
ita — and cited some of the ad-
vantages and disadvantages of
planting the varieties in this
area,

The Burkett pecan, he said,
makes a good yard tree, has a
good flavor, is fine eating, but
is hard to raise. Susceptible
to scabs, insects, and crows,
the Burkett commands a pre=-
mium on the market.

Emory Boring, Herman Collier, Dr, Jo

According to Worthington, the
Sioux pecan is small, but has a
‘‘pbetter flavor than any other
pecan that exists.’

He termed the Wichita pecan
as the ‘“most productive of
USDA varieties.” It does not,
however, serve as a pollinator,

He said that the Caddo pecan
makes a beautiful tree, is al-
most completely immune to
scabbing, and receives a great
deal of attention in the East,

One USDA variety he did not
recommend is the Commanche
pecan.

He later showed slides on
grafting techniques, He stated
that ‘“‘grafting trees reallyisn't
so difficult; however, a person
must know how a tree grows
and how it heals’ to perform
a successful graft.

Mr. Boring showed a series
of slides on effective insect
control, ‘‘Insects are damag-
ing to pecans, and one of the
most important factors in con=-
trolling them is timing,” he
said,

Both Worthington and Boring
answered questions after the
slides were shown,

"Action Gap’

The American Cancer So=-
ciety has repeatedly pointed out
that cancer is no longer an au-
tomatic death sentence., Far
from it, It is, in fact, one of the
most curable of the major
diseases.

Yet the Societyalso points out
that more than 100,000 Ameri-
cans, who might have oeencur-
ed, will die of cancer this year.
If their disease had been diag=-
nosed and treated in time,
chances are they would bealive
and well,

Why won't they be?

Many — perhaps most — of
them have doubtless heard of the
need for early diagnosis and
treatment, Thanks largely to the
cooperation of the nation’s
press, the Society has been
able to bring its life-saving
message to the attention of a
big percentage of the Ameri-
can people, Great numbers of
people know that something
should — and can — be done
about cancer, They have ‘‘got-
ten the message.”

The trouble is, too often they
don’t act on it.

It is not only the annual
physical checkup which is in=-
volved, of course. Knowledge of
the Seven Warning Signals, and
the taking of a few elementary
precautions can also be life-
savers, Avoidance of cigarettes
and the wearing of light, pro=-
tective clothing when exposed
to the sun for long periods can
actually prevent cancer, of the
lung and skin respectively,

What is at the heart of the
matter is obviously not so much
a ‘““‘communications gap'’' as an
‘‘action gap.’”’” The Society’s
messages of sense and safety
are reaching millions ., , . but
all too many of us aren’t really
listening.

The American Cancer Society
needs your support to do its
job: a job it is doing mag=-
nificently well — on its part,

But the other half of the job
is ours: to act on the knowl=-
edge given us. No one else can
force us to. Saving our lives
begins with us.

Austin — Railroad Commis-
sioner Ben Ramsey said here
today that a stable federal policy
on limitation of foreign oil im=-
ports is necessary for the
orderly development and regu-
lation of the petroleum industry
in Texas,

Ramsy is seeking a second
full elective term on the three=-
member Railroad Commission
in the primaries May 2,

A consistent federal policy
of restrictive imports would
not only be beneficial to the
domestic industry but also
would give the Raijlroad Com=
mission 2 more firm basis to
determine its policies, Ramsey
said. ‘*This is not just an oil
