In an effort to control excess crop 
applies and maintain a better bal-
nce between supply and demand, 
he ASCS is still accepting appli-
ation for the 1985 Feed Grain, 
heat and Cotton reduction pro-

rams. The sign-up ends March 1, 
985. 
Farmers who meet the acreage 

eduction requirements will be 
eligible to receive price support 
oans and target price protection, in 

,addition to land diversion payments 
for wheat and cotton. 

By reducing planted acreage and 
production, farmers minimize the 
ossibility of a return to excess sup- 
ly situations and low prices, and 

also maintain a level of stocks in line 
with market demand. 

The 1985 commodity programs 
call for a 30% reduction in wheat 
and cotton, and a 10% reduction in 
feed grain. As a part of that reduc-
tion, program participants will re-
ceive payments for diverting 10% of 
the wheat and cotton bases. Farmers 
may request at sign-up, one-half of 
the land diversion payment and one-
half of the projected 1985 deficiency 
payment for cotton, feed grains and 
wheat. 

Cropland idled by the programs is 
placed in an acreage conservation 
reserve (ACR) and planted to cer-
tain grasses, legumes or small grains 
or maintained in other cover to pre-
vent soil and water erosion. The 
contract also requires farmers to 
maintain these acres through nor-
mal control measures for insects, 
Weed and rodents. Harvesting ACR 
land is prohibited, and grazing is 
prohibited during the principal 
growing months of May 16 through 
October 15.

The Railroad Commission has 
allowed new gas rates for customers 
of Lone Star Gas Co. in the un-
incorporated areas (environs) sur-
rounding Munday, Temple and 
Lakeview. 

The new rates are identical to 
those approved by the respective 
nearby city governments for cus-
tomers inside their corporate limits. 

In the environs of Munday, an 
average monthly residential bill for 
six Mcf (thousand cubic feet) of gas 
will increase by $4.91. The change 
was effective January 10. 

The railroad Commission has the 
authority to approve rates for gas 
service in unincorporated areas of 
Texas. Proposed gas rates for these 
areas are examined in light of the 
company's operating efficiency and 
the rates that have been approved by 
the nearby city governments.

They may continue to retake 
the tests after their normal gradua-
tion time until they pass, at which 
time they will receive their diploma. 

Therefore, next year's juniors 
must pass all the required courses as 
well as the English and math tests in 
order to graduate in 1987. But the 
tests will first be given during their 
junior year, so those who do not 
pass the first time will have one 
more chance as a junior and two 
opportunities during their senior 
year to pass the exams. 

English and math objectives to be 
tested will be taught in the 
classrooms before the tests are 
given. Parents of students in the 
eighth, ninth and tenth grades this 
year have also received copies of the 
objectives so they will understand 
what their children must learn in or-
der to graduate, Donoho said.

If ranchers are concerned about 
having weed seeds as food for wild-
life, they can use herbicides with this 
objective in mind.

Local cotton prices were weak to 
mostly steady in slow trading during 
the week ending January 18, ac-
cording to B.B. Manly, area direc-
tor of the U.S.D.A. Cotton Classing 
Office in Abilene. Cotton sold at 
200 to 650 points over CCC loan 
values, mostly at around 500 points 
over the loan. Grade 42, staple 31, 
35 to 49 mike cotton sold at 511/2  to 
53 cents per pound. Cottonseed 
prices paid farmers ranged from 85 
to 105 dollars per ton. 

Producers made good progress 
harvesting cotton in areas north and 
northwest of Abilene. In some areas 
the harvest has been practically 
completed with the exception of 
scrapping operations. About 19,000 
samples were classed last week, 
which brought the seasonal total to 
168,000 classed. 

The quality of cotton classed 
during the past week was slightly 
lower than that of the previous week 
for several quality factors. Grades 
have been 31 percent white and 66 
percent light-spotted this season. 
Less than three percent has graded 
as spotted in spite of an unusually 
high amount of rain fall during the 
harvest season. Grade 42 accounted 
for 35 percent of the samples classed 
this season. Twenty percent were 
grade 52, 14 percent were grade 51, 
and 13 percent were grade 41. 
About 32 percent of the total 
classing have been reduced in grade 
because of bark or grass content. 
About 76 percent have miked 35 to 
49, and the average mike has been 
a7.4. Fiber length has averaged 
321, with 25 percent staple 31, 24

Last year's drought followed by 
abundant fall rains has set the stage 
for a serious weed problem on Texas 
ranges in 1985. 

Loss of grass cover during the ex-
tended drought provided an opening 
for many weed species, points out 
Dr. Tommy Welch, range brush and 
weed control specialist with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice. The rains that followed will 
provide sufficient moisture for weed 
germination and growth. Winter 
annuals already have germinated 
and are currently in the rosette 
stage. 

A dense infestation of weeds will 
significantly reduce production of 
desirable forage on rangeland, notes 
Welch. In addition to loss in forage 
production, some weedy plants are 
poisonous and cause considerable 
livestock losses. 

Although poisonous plants are 
found throughout the state, some of 
the most serious problems occur in 
the Trans-Pecos region of Texas. 
Poisonous plants are more abun-
dant this year because of the 
weather - drought followed by rains. 

Most weeds can be controlled 
with herbicides, a practice that will 
produce substantial returns, Welch 
points out. Research and weed con-
trol result demonstrations have 
shown that grass production will in-
crease substantially when unwanted 
broadleaf plants are controlled. In 
most cases, a pound of grass has 
been produced for every pound of 
weeds controlled. Also, control of 
poisonous plants will reduce 
livestock losses. 

If a weed problem is identified 
early in the season, herbicides can 
be applied when control will be most 
efficient and economical. Thus, 
ranchers should check their ranges 
for weed infestations in January and 
February. 

Annual weeds easy to control 
with properly timed herbicides in-
clude annual or common broom-
weed, camphorweed and bitter 
sneezeweed. The herbicide 2, 4-D 
will easily control these plants when 
they are small and growth condi-
tions are good, Welch explains. 

Herbicide mixtures are available 
for plants that are more difficult to 
control, including many poisonous 
plants. These mixtures are available 
as the commercial formulations. 
Weedmaster (1:3 mixture of dieani-

ba and 2, 4-D) and Grazon P + D 

split are being compared to plots 
with equal amounts of nitrogen ap-
plied totally at pre-plant. The plots 
are located just west of Simmons' 
house on FM 1756. 

Top dressing should be completed 
prior to first joint or the beginning 
of the rapid growth stage of wheat 
development for best response. For 
many varieties, first joint stage nor-
mally occurs between March 1 and 
15. A node or joint can be felt on 
the main stem at this stage.

TOP DRESSING OF WHEAT 
The time to consider top dressing 

of wheat will be here soon. There 
may be some questions whether or 
not a producer should top dress in 
spite of the very probably low price. 

Al Alexander, Extension Agrono-
mist, points out that it takes ap-
proximately two pounds of nitrogen 
for each one bushel of wheat pro-
duced. To produce a 25 bushel 
wheat crop would require a total 
supply of 50 pounds of nitrogen. 

Split applications of nitrogen 
have shown a yield advantage of 6.7 
bushels over eighteen years of data 
from Baylor county. A split appli-
cation means 1/2  to 1/2  of the nitro-
gen is applied pre-plant and 1/2 -2A is 
applied in late winter or early spring 
prior to joint stage of wheat. 

With a 1/3 - 2/3  split of 60 pounds of 
nitrogen priced at 25 cents per 
pound, the total cost of nitrogen 
would be $15.00 per acre. This 
would break down to $5.00 in the 
fall and $10.00 in the spring. With a 
6.7 bushel per acre yield increase 
due to top dressing, with $3.00 per 
bushel wheat, the additional wheat 
would be valued at $20.10 per acre. 
A .er subtracting in cost of fertilizer 
applied in the spring ($10) this gives 
a return of an additional $10.10 net 
per acre. 

Ronnie Simmons of Gilliland is 
presently conducting a demonstra-
tion to evaluate split applications of 
nitrogen.

If the dough has doubled and it is 
inconvenient to shape the loaves, or 
if the dough has risen too much 
(over-proof), punch down the 
dough, knead it until all the air is 
removed, cover it and let it rise 
again. Remember, each subsequent 
rising period will take less time.

basic facts of world trade. In a 
January 15 letter to members of the 
99th Congress, Harp said, "Grain 
Sorghum Producers Association is a 
staunch supporter of export market 
development, but to expect exports, 
alone, to avert the collapse of U.S. 
agriculture and agribusiness is false 
and misleading." 

"Last year, the U.S. held 71% of 
the world export trade of corn," 
Harp said. "If the United States had 
a total monopoly on the world's 
corn export trade in 1981, '82 and 
'84, we would still have produced a 
surplus of corn. The only exception 
in recent years was 1983, when the 
U.S. crop was drastically reduced by 
PIK and drought." 

A similar situation exists with 
other commodities. Harp said world 
carryover stocks of wheat and sor-
ghum would more than fill the 
world export needs for one year. 

"Export expansion has been 
GSPA's first priority for almost 
thirty years," Harp said, explaining 
that the association was the first to 
have a foreign market development 
program for U.S. feed grains. "Our 
long range goal is to have profitable 
markets for full U.S. production. 
Until that goal can be reached, 
GSPA recommends a workable 
supply-management program. 

"At the present time, the world 
marketplace is controlled by such 
things as U.S. monetary policy, pro-
tective tariffs and subsidies, cheap 
labor in developing countries, bi-
lateral trade agreements, U.S. diplo-
matic policy and many other factors 
which have nothing to do with 
production efficiency.'' Harp con-
cluded, "Those political advisors 
who suggest that farmers should 
confront all of these inequities by 
selling their produce far below the 
cost of production, are disregarding 
the disastrous effect such a policy 
will have on American farmers and, 
ultimately, on the security of the 
food and fiber supply of the 
nation."
