Growing conditions thSi y-*ar have t>eeM much 
more favordbli ver the gr» i "iid * vt sn«. -outh 
than in the past few years. The wheat crop pm- 
-fuction has been set at 20*’ iXiO OOO bushels more 
than the early estimates and will top the billion 
mark in dollars for wheat farmers.

The most important ff all crops, measured in 
dollars, is com. and figures released put the total 
yield at 2,771.000.000 bushels, as compared to 1-524,- 
900.000 last year Both wheat and com are above 
the five-year average.

The south, where cott.m is "king,”  will have an 
increase of approximately 3.000.000 bales, and the 
mndition of the crop is said to be highest on record 
for the August 1 date, and will net over a hillwn 
dollars 4o the South.

He is in the state of Yucatan, which is the 
most southern Mexican state, working on agrarian, 
or agricultural problems. He sent us a warm tele­
gram of welcome, then commissioned the Governor of 
this Federal District to call on us officially as his 
representative. Mrs. Allred is visiting the Preai- 
dent's wife today. Everywhere -these people seem 
to realize that they have more in common with Texas 
than perhaps any other state; I think if we take the 
same poaition. it can i-nly result in more business 
and bet er relations for ail of us.

On what basis does the Supreme 
Court declare a statute tuld?

The Supreme Court does not psss 
laws or statutes or determine 
whether they are good or bad any 
more than an umpire makes the 
rules or declares whether they are 
good or bad. The Court'a only Job. 
like the umpire’s. Is to make deci­
sions In accordance with the rules.

A baseball rule may seem to be 
good when written but turn out had 
In practise. Expertum-e often pro­
vides the real test. So also with a 
statute pasted by Congress. It may 
appear satisfactory when written 
but develop unconstitutional phases 
when administered.

And the Supreme Court never 
passee upon a statute unless chat- 
langed In Court by litigants.'The 
Court then has before it not only the 
statute aa passed by Congreee but 
also aa admlatstered in actual cases. 
Before passing Judgment, It reads 
and heart arguments from both 
•Ides— (a) to tuataln the statute and 
(b) to show how. In actual cases. It 
conflicts with the Constitution.

The Court theu lays the statute as

sdmliiistei-ed in practise alongside 
the people's law the Conitltutlon. 
If It Itiids the two agree, the statute 
is valid. If they conflict the Court 
necessarily declares that the Infe-
