When the noise and smoke 
of tattle had cleared away, a 
man sitting just to our right 
exclaimed: "They didn't have 
a one standing!" 

It was a sham battle staged 
in Old Fort Griffin, and the 
man on my right was seated, 
same as we were, to view the 
melodrama of the historic old 
fort that was once commanded 
by Gen. Robert E. Lee. This 
was the "Prairie Theatre" in 
Albany, and the occasion this 
year was the celebrating of 100 
years of Shackelford County. 

We were seated on the hill-
side, and the stage was slightly 
beneath us--an area that was a 
sort of "sink hole" between the 
hillsides--a perfect setting for 
the outdoor theatre. 

We were guests of our neph-
ew, Ed L. Edgar and his good 
wife, Rosalee. The date was 
Thursday night, June 27, and a 
few days earlier we'd received 
a note from Ed stating that he 
had two extra tickets, would 
have a light supper just after 
the 6 p.m. parade, and he had 
ample room for us to spend 
the night. Just recently, we 
had received one of those chain 
letter things that began with a 
sort of prayer in which it was 
stated "Something good is going 
to happen to you." We guess 
this was ItI 

We arrived there in time for 
the parade, and saw "history 
pass down Main Street" along 
with others. It seemed that all 
of Albany and people from all 
the forks of Shackelford County 
lined the street for this his-
toric parade which lasted for 
better than 30 minutes. 

There were forty entries in 
the parade, including several 
riding clubs, a girls' baseball 
team in action atop a flat-bed 
truck, a public bathing place at 
the rear of a dentist's office, 
a barber shop, an exact replica 
of a "prairie schooner," a 
buckboard, the old Butterfield 
Stage Coach, a chuck wagon, 
and other displays of historic 
nature. 

Professor Lightning Streak 
on his rain making machine rode 
down the street and promised 
he'd make it rain before night-
fall. Few, if any, standing inall 
available sbade as protection 
from the hot sun, believed that! 

An old prospector, with burro 
laden with articles of his trade. 
prodded down the street--still 
looking for that gold discovery. 

A replica of the first Texas 
Central Railroad engine came 
"tootin" along, and was fol-
lowed by a number of dated 
transportation vehicles--a 1937 
Ford pickup carrying a cow, 
a two-wheeler bike, and a 1914 
Model "T" Ford. 

Real dogs kept a raccoon at 
bay up a tree as one flatbed 
passed by. A buffalo cow with 
suckling calf attracted at-
tention. 

A r e pl lc a of Shackelford 
County's first oil rig rolled by, 
then during the Fandangle It 
was made to "spout oil" clear 
over the top. 

We thought the Fandangle 
would be practically the same 
as we saw it a few years back, 
but it was different enough to 
be of much interest. There 
were more and brighter cos-
tumes, many lovely songs writ-
ten by Albany people principal-
ly to fit the occasion, and nar-
rations by a clear-voiced man 
and woman made the fast-mov-
ing scenes seem more real. 

The action dealt with the first 
arrival In Shackelford, the old 
Fort Griffin in its hey-day, the 
building of railroad that missed 
Fort Griffin and brought about 
its decline, followed with the 
building of the town of Albany 
at the site of the railroad's 
end. 

Tribute was paid to the his-
toric old clock located on the 
tower of the courthouse. After 
100 years, this old clock points 
off the minutes and hours of

Officials said that despite a 
tight money market,.loans

Applications for loans climb-
ed 8 percent, from 31,200 in 
March to 33,800 in April, near-
ly 6 percent higher than April 
1973. There was a slight decline 
in appraisals during April, 1.5 
percent to 54,300, from 55,130 
in March.

In High Plains 

"High Plains crops have been 
well seasoned this vear--pep-
pered with hall, salted with 
isolated floods and baked to a 
crisp by the driest year in re-
cent history. They lack the 
important topping of anhydrous 
ammonia," said Elbert Harp, 
executive director of T exas 
Grain Sorghum Producers 
Board in Lubbock, Texas. 

"To make matters worse," 
he continued, "area crops are 
being sampled by grub worms 
and spider mites, with midge 
and greenbugs s tend! ng by 
awaiting their turn." 

Harp painted a dismal pic-
ture Of crop conditions in an 
area that normally produces 
25 percent of the nation's grain 
sorghum. He said that much of 
the dryland area has not yet 
been planted and is now crowd-
ing the planting deadline. 

The TGSPB executive stated 
that irrigated areas have been 
plagued with grub worms, 
hail and other problems, mak-
ing it hard to find a really 
pretty field of sorghum in the 
High Plains area. 

Harp said, "Unless cropcon-
ditions improve throughout the 
entire area, even irrigated 
crops will produce far below 
their normal averages."

failure after failure, in spite 
of the genius of a great lead-
er. 

Our people did not despair 
in the Carnage of World War 
I. They did not despair when 
the great depression in the 
30's paralyzed the Na ti ona 1 
economy and dragged millions 
of Citizens into want. 

This Nation has time after 
time had its heart broken, its 
hopes frustrated, its expecta-
tions dimmed--but it has never 
despaired or resigned to de-
feat. It has never lost the faith, 
the courage, and the confidence 
that attended its birth. 

Our Nation has survived 
much--from minor upheavals 
to major corruptions, to bloody 
civil war. But that Declaration 
and that Constitution remains 
intact in which the framers 
of that document, appealing to 
the protection of Divine Pro-
vidence, "mutually pledge to 
each other our lives, our for-
tunes, and our sacred honor." 

This was no empty pledge. 
It meant very starkly that each 
signer had affixed his signa-
ture to his own death warrant. 
Each inscription automatically 
convicted its perpetrator of 
treason. Yet such was the over-
whelming strength of their 
Patriotism in their fledgling Na-
tion that they pledged their all 
that it might be achieved. 

The Declaration of Independ-
ence, finally produced on July 
4, 1776, promised freedom--
but it did not promise freedom 
from the toil, anguish and ardor 
of Democratic Government in 
the turbulent world of the 18th 
Century. It did not promise it 
then--it can not promise it 
now. Our institutions promise 
us not the freedom from prob-
lems but the freedom to work 
at their solution. 

It is not so important that we 
emphasize our physical 
strength and the will and cour-
age of our people which achieved 
that strength. 

-Thornton Wilder had this line 
in his play, "The Skin of Our 
Teeth",: "I know that every 
good and excellent thing In the 
world stands moment by mo-
ment on the razor edge of danger 
and must be fought for --whether 
It's a field, a house of a coun-
try!' 

So it is with us maintaining 
the spirit that has been the 
American tradition these 198 
Years ago today.

Low volume aerial applica-
tion of herbicides can cut costs 
and still be just as effective 
as standard dosages in con-
trolling mesquite brush. 

That conclusion came out of 
a Texas Agricultural Experi-
ment Station project in which 
an estimated 30,000 acres were 
treated at 20 locations in the 
Rolling Plains, High Plains, 
Trans Pecos and South Texas. 

C. H. Meadors of the Texas 
A&M University Agricultural 
Research and Extension Center 
at Chillicothe-Vernon said the 
goal of the continuing research 
program is to combine econo-
mics with safer, more depend-
able brush control methods. 
The result should be better and 
cheaper forage production 
along with easier livestock 
handling. 

The study so far has involved 
herbicide rates varying from 
1/8  to 1 pound per acre in 
volumes of 1/8, 1/2, 1 and 4 
gallons an acre. Carriers have 
been oil-water emulsions, die-
sel oil, special oils and pre-
packaged formulations. 

Meadors said applications of 
1 /12-pound 2, 4, 5-T, combina-
tions of 2, 4, 5-T and picloram, 
and 2, 4, 5-T and dicamba, 
in 1 gallon of I to 6 diesel 
oil-water emulsion has been 
effective for mesquite control

as 1/2 pound of the herbicides 
in 4 gallons a 1 to 3 diesel 
oil-water emulsion per acre. 

Low volume, low pressure 
aerial spray equipment was 
used in 42-foot swaths. 

This low volume system is a 
reduction of 6 pints of diesel 
oil per acre and 18 pints of 
water per acre compared to 
conventional 4-gallon volumes, 
Meadors pointed out. 

"It also means a 200-gallon 
load would treat 200 acres us-
ing 1 gallon an acre, whereas 
only 50 acres could be treated 
using 4 gallons per acre. This 
would appear to influence 
economics of brush control," 
he said. 

Further Experiment Station 
research is aimed at develop-
ing more efficient low pres- 
sure spraying 	equipment, 
optimum swat hwidths, chemi-
cal formulations, carriers and 
more precision flagging.

DAMAGING SHRUB PEST 
Euonymus scale is the most 

damaging pest of the euony-
mus shrubs. The small scale 
insect form a protective layer 
of wax over its body as it feeds 
on the leaves, stems and trunk 
of the shrub. The wax cover-
ing makes control of this pest 
difficult. 

The scale insect infestation 
spreads by means of the crawl- 
er stage. Just after the eggs 
hatch the crawlers move to the 
new foliage and other uninfested 
parts of the plant. As they be-
gin to feed, a wax covering 
is excreted over the body. After 
this the female does not move 
again. The male continue to 
move and eventually will mate 
with the female. Soon after de-
positing her eggs the female 
dies. There are several genera-
tions each season. 

Summer oil is used to con-
trol the adult euonymus scale 
and malathion or diazin on 
should be added to the spray 
mixture to control the crawl-
ers. Applications of this mix-
ture should be made at 2-week 
intervals for two or more ap-
plications. Usually three or four 
applications are required to ob-
tain control. By rubbing an 
infested stem or leaf you can 
tell if the scale insects are 
still alive. A yellow to orange 
stain will indicate live scales 
are still present. If you only 
remove brown and white scales 
from the shrub the scale in-
sects are dead. 

Be sure to follow directions 
on the label when using in-
secticides. To obtain control 
of scale insects c o m plet e 
coverage of the foliage stems 
and trunk is important. 

For further information on 
pests that attack ornamental 
plants contact your County Ex-
tension Agent.
