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““Let there be peace on earth, and let it

begin with me.”’

This is a phrase in the first verse of a
song, ‘‘Let There Be Peace on Earth”’,
that is more or less familiar among we
Methodists.

Although it is not found, we learned,
in our official hymnbook, The
Methodist Hymnal, it has worked its
way into our ‘‘Order of Worship’’ on
several occasions. If memory serves us
correctly, it is usually used as a special, a
solo.

After a headline in the daily papers
early last . week: ““Britain Claims Victory
In Falklands”, our thoughts seemed to
dwell on this lovely song.

Co-authored by Miller and Jill Jack-
son, the song is in reality a fervent
prayer in all its verses. It is thought
perhaps one of the above people wrote
the words, and the other supplied the
music.

How wonderful it would be, we
thought, if this song could become the
fervent prayer of every person in the en-
tire universe! Chances are it will never be
realized, but the thought is comforting
and inspiring.

As Britain claimed victory in the Falk-
land Islands, thousands of Argentine
soldiers dropped their weapons and fled
as British troops smashed through the
final defense line circling the capital of

Stanley.

#  Those little knobs sticking up above
the cold and icy waters of the South
Atlantic had been the scene of much
warlike activity and turmoil for several
weeks. As we've indicated before, the
entire course of action seemed so useless
and uncalled for. Those tiny islands
were almost too cold and barren for
human habitation--only seals and
penguins thrived best there.

As the white flag was raised over the
capital, the bombs, shelling, bombard-
ment and explosions ceased at least tem-
porarily--and there was a measure of
peace in East and West Falklands, the
two major islands in the South Atlantic
archipelago.

This was greeted with mixed
emotions. The Britains were in the mood
for celebration and jubilation over
retaking the islands which they claimed
were rightfully theirs. Argentines
questioned their military leadership, and
there was rioting and turmoil and
upheaval in the Argentine capital. This
isn’t peace!

About 1,000 soldiers and civilians died
in the ‘‘undeclared’’ war. Is there peace
in the hearts of other thousands who lost
a son, husband, father, sweetheart in
this terrible conflict? Was the victory
worth the price?

But this is just a measure of the
warlike activities going on throughout
the world. In many nations, it seems the
populace thrives on war--and what a
pity!

One could hardly place a finger on
any portion of the world map and not
hit a spot where there is not some sort of
conflict. Treaties are disregarded, the
big guns of war boom loudly, bombs
bring destruction on large cities and
many innocent people.

When smitten on the cheek, people

. are reluctant to turn the other, but are
inclined to respond with clinched fists,
drawn bayonets and deadly gunfire.
Even the land where Jesus walked is not
free of turmoil.

It doesn’t seem popular to think of
peace on earth; yet, at the approach of
the Christmas season each year the
words: ‘‘Peace on Earth; Goodwill
Toward All Men’’ seem uppermost in
our thoughts.

It must have been uppérmost in
thoughts of composers of the song, too,
because there’s a footnote to the song
referring one to John 14-27 in the Holy
Book:

‘““Peace I leave with you, my peace I
give unto you: not as the world giveth,
give I unto you. Let not your heart be
troubled, neither let it be afraid.”’

Let There Be Peace! Wonderful to
think about; seemingly impossible to
achieve!

We talk of peace on earth, world

~ peace. We continue to produce world

destruction and annihilation!
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Knox County and a large area to the
southeast of Munday was dished out a
second and more extensive portion of
destruction early Friday morning when
heavy rain, winds that reached storm
proportions and an abundance of hail
brought almost complete destruction to
crops of the county.

In Munday, the damage was princi-
pally from hail, although high winds
were experienced. A number of instances
of hail damage to screens and window
panes were reported, garden spots were
wiped out, and damage was severe to
fruit trees, shrubs and other trees.

Repair crews of West Texas Utilities
Co. found their work cut out for them
Friday morning when it was discovered
that at least eleven highline poles had
been blown down just west of Munday.
Some of these fell toward the highway,
and other poles were leaning noticeably.
Work crews were quick in getting the
repairs made.

As if the first visitation of destruction

“on May 24 was not enough, this second

one coming less than a month later,
completed the job. This is the first time
in years that farmers have been so com-
pletely wiped out this late in the planting
season.

Along with the hail and wind, heavy
rains fell. Some reports were of from
five inches in the Rhineland area, to
from 2.50 inches to better than three in-
ches in others. Water covered the
ground as far as the eye could see. If
young crops should have escaped the
hail, the pounding of hail and heavy rain

on freshly-planted soil caused the soil to
fill' in all furrows. The land seemed as

level and bare as if it had never been
planted.

The destruction covered pretty much
all of the county, with the exception of
the Vera area, where Thelma Lee

They had no electricity
for some time.

Kenneth Baker - Kenneth felt for-
tunate in that all of his wheat acreage
(except for the ‘‘mud puddles’’) had
been harvested just ahead of the storm.
A farm residence, formerly occupied by
Sam Alcala for many years, was com-
pletely demolished, as were several large
grain storage bins at the Baker farm.
The main residence, occupied by Mike
and Kerri Urbanczyk, suffered some
damage, One window was either blown
out or broken by hail, with water
damaging the interior.

Don Bowman - Severe damage to
crops and nine window panes broken
outatthe farm residence.

Bully and Barry Ratliff - Wheat had
been completely harvested, but all of
theircotton crop was destroyed.

W. R. Moore, Jr. - Wheat had been
har¥ested, but much damage done to
rOWerops,

Dwight C. Key - Harvest crews were
making inroads on his wheat fields, but
theStorm completely ‘‘harvested’’ what
remained, and Dwight found his harvest
completed Saturday morning. He said
he found more water going down Miller
Crétkthan he’d ever seen before!

Immediately after the rain, hail and
wind early Friday morning, County
Agent Charles Siepel and other members
of the Knox County Disaster Emergency
Board began a survey to determine

storm damafe to Knox County. The

In a telephone report to The Courier,
Mr. Siepel briefly outlined some of the
board’s findings, basically as follows:

Around 60,000 acres of land were af-
fected in the southern part of Knox
County.

At least 40,000 acres over the county
were affected by rain.

Around 25,000 acres of cotton suf-
fered from 80 to 100% loss. Farmers
were not sure about replanting.

Suffering from 90 to 100% loss were
some 5,000 acres of wheat. Many farm-
ers in the county had completed harvest.

(Psalm 55)

With the pressure of
ruined crops and dismal
prospects as in other times of
stress, there are temptations
to which we are especially
susceptible.

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Local Reserve Officers Vote

To Work On Drug Problem

Small town police officers
are not without problems.
Enforcing the law is not
always simple but a job
citizens expect to be done.
There has been a great deal
of talk among citizens as of
late on the drug problem in
Munday. Chief Gerald Saffel
made comments on the
problem recently for
publication, along with a
plan to be initiated by the
reserve officers of Munday.

Chief Saffel stated, *‘I
have been chief of police in
Munday since August 1977.
The number of teenagers
using narcotics has steadily
increased during this time
and the number using mari-
juana would stagger the
imagination of most adults in
this small town.

‘*Marijuana, the most
commonly used narcotic by
local teenagers, comes into
town through both large and
small dealers, all of whom
know the buyers on a first
name basis. This marijuana
sells for up to $100 for a 1 oz.
bag. The amphetamines
(speed, meth., uppers) in
powdered form sell for about
$100.00 for a small bottle one
inch in height and one-half
inch in diameter.

‘““Cost of drugs will
naturally be a drain on
teenagers’ parents. Much of
the time parents are unknow-
ingly buying dope for their
teenagers with the large
allowances given them. Of
course, if a drug user cannot
get the money from their
parents, they work or use one
of the best ways to get a fast
dollar - sell dope to a friend
for a small profit. If selling
doesn’t work, then at times

things are stolen and sold to
obtain the needed cash.

“I want the citizens of
Munday to realize that this
problem of drugs is not easy
to handle. Many ideas and
methods have been tried.
There is a way that has

worked to catch teens with
dope and discourage others
from using drugs. This is the
purchase of a trained nar-
cotics dog. We should be
able to utilize one to a good
advantage here in Munday.

““The reserve officers of
Munday have organized to
help with this problem. Mon-
ty Booe is serving as the
current president and Bob
McWhorter is secretary-
treasurer. They have agreed
to begin preparation toward
the purchase of a dog, which
will be about $4,000, con-
sidering the training, care,
insurance and food for the
animal. Continual donations
will be needed after the dog is
secured.

*“In order for this effort to
be a success the reserve of-
ficers will need your
donations. If one teenager
can be discouraged from a
life of crime, it will a very
small price to pay. The re-
serve officers must rely on

donations, as they receive no
salary or benefits for their
service,

‘‘Reserve officers in Mun-
day are Monty Booe, Bob
McWhorter, Mike Stevens,
Joe Tidwell, Nancy Cypert
and Donna Saffel. They are
licensed reserve police of-
ficers. They will be happy to
discuss any phase of the drug
problem with anyone who
would like to inquire further.

‘‘Please send or take your
donations to Bob McWhor-
ter, Monty Booe, or any
reserve officer. The money
will be placed in a special
bank account, Reserve Of-
ficers Association Narcotics
Prevention Fund.”
