New Period For 
Vehicle Inspections 
Begins September 15 

AUSTIN — The new period, 
during which Texas motorists 
will be required to have their 
auto inspected under the new 
modified Motor Vehicle Inspec-
tion law which was enacted by 
the recent 53rd •Legislature, has 
been unofficially set for Sejitem-
ber 15, 1953, through April 15, 
1954, it was announced today by 
Col. Homer Garrison, Jr., Direc-
tor of the Texas Department of 
Public Safety. 

Garrison said that the State 
Public Safety Commission has 
advised him that they will con-
firm the designation of the new 
period on August 26, the effec-
tive date of the new act. 

The old law which aroused 
much controversial argument 
during the last session of the 
Legislature will expire at mid-
night August 25 and no inspec-
tions will be made under its pro-
visions after that date. 
r  Garrison explained that this 

means that no inspections of any 
sort will be made between that 
time and the beginning of the 
new period on September 15th. 

The modified law calls for in-
spection only of brakes, lighting 
equipment, horns, rear view 
mirrors and windshield wipers. 

"In view of the fact that the 
inspection stations throughout 
the state are already set up and 
equipped to perform this work," 
Garrison said, "we feel that the 
full seven months of the new 
period will afford motorists 
ample time to 'have their vehicl-
es inspected.' 

He urged, however, that car 
owners not wait too long lest 
they get caught in a last minute 
rush to meet in the inspection 
deadline.

Wheat Referendum Tuesday, Aug. 11 

"Spiritual Life Crusade" To Begin 
At Methodist Church On August 12th

The wheat marketing quota 
referendum to be held August 
14 will be conducted at 7 voting 
places in Knox County, advises 
Chairman T. H. Jones of the 
County Production and Market- 
ing Administration Committee. 
Polling places will be open from 
9:00 to a. in. to 7:00 p. in., and 
each will be in charge oof a local 
referendum comimttee of wheat 
growers appointed by the Coun-
ty PMA Committee. 

Chairman Jones urges every 
eligible wheat grower to vote, 
since the outcome of the refer-
endum will materially affect the 
the price farmers receive for 
their 1954 wheat. He points out 
that if two-thirds or more of 
those voting favor marketing 
quotas, wheat loans at 90 per 
cent of parity will be available 
to those who plant within their 
acreage allotments. 

If marketing quotas are re-
jected by the growers, quotas 
will not be in effect and the sup-
port rate on 1954 wheat will drop 
to 50 per cent of parity for co-
operators. 

Acreage allotments will be in 
effect for the 1954 wheat crop 
regardless of the outcome of the 
referendum, he explained. If 
marketing quotas are in effect, 
those who exceed their allot-
ments must store or dispose of 
their excess wheat as directed 
by the Secretary or pay the mar-
iketing penalty on the excess 
wheat. The marketing penalty 
is 45 per cent of wheat parity 
as of May 1, 1954.

ALPINE 
The Alpine Presbyterian 

Church was organized during a 
revival meeting held by Rev. 
William Richardson of Nashville, 
Tenn., in the Union Tabernacle 
at Alpine, Arkansas. The date 
of the organization was August 
17, 1910, according to the book 
of church order, Chapter II, Sec. 
V. There were eleven charter 
members, namely H. F. Stewart, 
Mrs. Emma Stewart, altss Della 
Stewart, Cleveland Stewart 
Claude Stewart, D. M. Doughty, 
W. A. Sharpe, Mrs. Clara L. 
Sharpe, Miss Louise Sharpe, Dr. 
D. A. Doughty, and Mrs. Norma 
E. Doughty. 

H. F. Stewart was elected el- 
der and Dr. D. A. Doughty dea- 
con. 

The Union Church building, be- 
ing free of debt, was formally 
dedicated. The Alpine Church 
became a mission point and for 
twenty-one years was served by 
Ouacita Presbytery's evangel- 
ist, receiving just enough pas- 
toral oversight to make it poss- 
ible to hold together. Dr. John 
T. Barr was the first minister. 
He served three and a half years 
and during that time received 
a total 'salary of $19.35. 

In the seventeen years, from 
1932 to 1949, the church was sup-
plied by four ministers from the 
First Presbyterian Church of 
Arkadelphia, Rev. Robert Ray, 
Rev. J. H. McCain, Rev. 0. G. 
Henry and Rev. Basil Hicks, all 
of whom served as long as they 
were with t h e Arkadelphia 
church. 

It was under the leadership

Any young man registered 
withea draft board had better be 

As long as he has only a wife 
to support, he's as eligible for a 
hitch in the Army as a single 
man. When he has a child in his 
family, or one has been conceive 
edand not yet born, the law pro-
vides for his deferment, provid-
ed he tells the board about it 
before he is ordered for induc-
tion. 

Draft regulations require that 
a man with an unborn child 
could be deferred if he files with 
his board, prior to the time his 
induction order is mailed, certif-
icate of a licensed physician that 
a child has been conceived. 

If he does not take this highly 
necessary step and the draft 
board sends him an order to re-
port for induction, then the 
dratf board has no authority to 
defer him on the basis of the un-
born child, Brig.

The passing of Senator Rob-

ert A. Taft means that a truly 
great American has left the Am-
erican scene. Even though you 
might not have agreed with 
Taft's philosophies, no one can 
question the fact that he possess-
ed a great mind and a firm, ded-
icated conviction to the princi-
ples for which he stood. He was 
a man of great moral strength 
and patriotic zeal. Those who 
differed with him most on polit-
ical questions had the highest 
respect and admiration for him 
as a man of great inter-fay and 
high principle. He was the real 
Congressional leader for the 
present Administration. It has 
been said that he was its bal-
ance wheel and held it together. 
Republicans a n d Democrats 
alike will miss Senator Taft on 
Capitol Hill, and his place will 
be almost impossible to fill. 

It seems ironical in a way that 
in the last day or two of this 
session, the Congress should be 
asked to consider raising the na-
tional debt limit to 290 billion 
dollars, and on the same day be 
asked to approve legislation 
which will make available 14 bil-
lion dollars, plus, for the foreign 
aid program. The national debt 
now stands roughly at 272 bil-
lion dollars, which is greater 
than the national debts of all the 
other countries in the world 
combined. Prorating this nation-
al debt in the same proportion 
as Texas paid internal revenue 
into the Federal treasury last 
year, Texas' share of this nation-
al debt is nine billion seventy-
five million dollars. From the in-
formation given us by the Treas-
ury department and Senator Har-
ry Byrd who knows as much as 
anyone in Congress about our 
fiscal affairs, we could have op-
erated the Government the rest 
of this year and not exceeded the 
present limit of the debt and 
could have maintained a cushion 
of about three billion 200 million 
dollars. Therefore, I felt that the 
limit should not be raised be-
cause of these facts that show 
we could safely operate govern-
ment without the raise and, sec-
ondly, if raised, it would cer-
tainly be an invitation Tor addi-
tional borrowing which would 
further jeopardize our credit and 
dilute the value of our money. 

Above everything else, we 
must maintain the good health 
of the economy of this country. 
This is probably the most import-
ant question facing all of us to-
day, for if our economy fails. 
then every other problem that 
we discuss becomes relatively 
unimportant.

Cattle owners must carefully'  
consider their long-range plans. 
If you rush stock to the market I 
which could be held,. you may be 
cutting you income unnecessari- 
ly. 

A larger part of our cattle 
backlog has been. wiped out 
through quick marketing than 
many persons realize. Over 31/2  
million more cattle and calves 
were slaughtered during the 
first six months of /953. than at 
any time last year. In many cas-
es, even the foundation herds of 
cattlemen have been cut dracti-
cally or eliminated entirely. 

There is always the danger of 
goin too far. Although the ex-
tremely favorable prices of the 
last few years may not return 
such measures are being put 
into effect which. should add 
some strength to the market and 
encourage conservation of our 
foundation herds.. 

Some relief is on the way in 
the form of droath hay purchas-
es, reduced railroad fares for 
transportation of necesary fod-
der, and loans..Cottonseed pellets 
and meal is expected to sell to 
neeedy stock farmers at emer-
gency prices of $35 a ton, corn 
at $1 a bushel, wheat at $1.10 
and oats at 50 cents. 

In addition, all efforts are 
towards quick and effective sale 
of beef through consumer adver-
tising campaigns, government 
purchases and foreign exports. 
It seems likely that supplies of 
beef will continue high the next 
few years but that there will be 
very little increase in herd sizes. 
The long range effect is expect-
ed to help stabilize the market. 

The stocker's chief problem 
will be in determining what part 
of his herd to sell and what to 
keep for continued production. 
Growers in the hard-hit areas 
should try to hold on to as many 
cattle as it is economically feas-
ible to feed. Those with good 
pastures, principally in East Tex-
as, may find this a good time 
to buy a few more head, de-
pending on the size and condi-
tion of their range.

WASHINGTON — W. M. Kiplinger 
marked 30 years of reporting world 
events and predicting trends for a 
highly-restricted list of subscribers with 
a forecast that "the world will be better" 
in the next three decades. 

In a special 30th anniversary issue 
of his Kiplinger Washington Letter, 
written "partly for fun, partly for 
thoughtfulness," he said, too, "we can. 
not stop the improvement, but we an 
hold it back or speed it up. 

The Ohio-born, former newspaper 
reporter, who originated the method 
of dispensing business, economic and 
governmental news, condensed into a 
weekly, four-page, privately-circulated 
letter, reviewed events since 1923, and 
then, with a "look to the future," said: 

"Out of our experience as observers 
comes a conviction, which is this: the 
world will be better. Improvement is 
the basic law of life. 

"We cannot stop the improvement, 
but ive can hold it back or speed it up. 
To speed it up requires more than noble 
wishes and pious good intentions. It 
takes hard knowledge, brains, intel-
ligence, judgment, savvy, wisdom. Both 
the worldly sort and the spirit sort—
both are highly essential—because work-
ing and living, as everyone knows, is 
not just materialistic." 

Kiplinger was 32 and relatively un-
known when he started typing out 
weekly analyses of Washington de-
velopments with emphasis on predic-
tions of the future economic signifi-
cance of those developments. With a 
second-hand typewriter, a borrowed 
$1,000, "Subscribers, none. Hopes, 
frail," he struggled to prove that the 
information he could furnish would be 
valuable to businessmen. 

It took about five years to convince 
more than his three original staff mem-
bers that he was right; that the Kip-
linger Washington Letter was destined 
to become a distinctive force in Amer-
ican journalism The struggle for bare 
survival emerged into an even harder 
fight—against scores of imitations. 

Today, built around that original 
typewriter which Kiplinger still uses, 
is a staff of 250, housed in a modern 
ten-story office building anti a printing 
plant, and each sharing in the earnings 
of the Kiplinger Washington Agency.
