yawn and must plant a cover of 
grass or trees. Dunng this period 
they will receive an annual "rental" 
payment from the government plus 
half the cost of establishing the 
ground cover .  

Several new rules that took effect 
with the last sign-up will continue. 
One new rule requires that accep-
table bid levels not exceed the local 
cash rental rata for comparable 
land, as determined by local ASCS 
committees. Thus far, 40 dollars per 
acre has been top rental rate ac-
cepted in Knox County. 

In addition, filter strips along 
creeks may be enrolled even though 
they do not contain highly erodible 
land. Such strips mutt be 66 to 99 
feet wide and must be parallel to 
and adjacent to perennial streams. 
permanent ponds or permanent 
lakes. 

Farmers with highly erodible land 
also must have an approved con-
servation plan filed at their local 
SCS office by January 1, 1990. 
Failure to do so will result in a loss 
of USDA farm program benefits on 
all cropland. And the approved plan 
must be implemented by January I, 
1995. to retain government pay• 
ments.

The seventh round of sign-ups for 
the government's Conservation Re-
serve Program is July 18 • August 5 
at the Knox County ASCS office. 

This sign-up period will give 
Texas farmers another opportunity 
to put highly erodible land into CRP 
fora 10 year period. 

CRP is a pan of the 1985 farm 
bill that is aimed at curbing crop 
production on highly erodible land 
and protecting that land from wind 
and water damage. And the pro-
gram has been effective. Thus far, 
figures from the U.S. Department 
of Agriculture show that CRP has 
reduced soil erosion by 17 percent, 
more than 530,000 tons, since 1986. 

In Knox County, 58 contracts 
have been made, putting 8400 acres 
into the reserve program. Estimates 
were made that soil erosion has been 
reduced 25 tons per acre since 
signing. 

Some 45 million acres have been 
targeted for the program across the 
U.S. Currently, 56 percent of that 
goal has been contracted nationally. 
Texas farmers have enrolled 3.2 
million acres. 

Farmers enrolling qualified land, 
as determined by the Soil Conser-
vation Service, must keep the land 
out of production for at least 10

Child Safety Not Accidental; 
Result Of Parental Caution 

Citing a national survey which 
shows parents underestimate the 
greatest everyday risks to their 
children, a coalition of national or-
ganizations has declared war on pre-
ventable childhood accidents. 

"The leading causes of accidental 
death in children are passenger 
fatalities in car accidents, pedestrian 
and bicycle accidents, drownings 
and fires and burns," said Dr. 
Sarah L. Anderson, a family life 
specialist with the Texas A&M 
University Agricultural Extension 
Service. 

"Yet a 1986 national poll showed 
parents most feared drugs and kid-
napping, while only 2% or less ex-
pressed concern about the risk from 
bicycle accidents, burns and drown-
ing," she said.

Other-
wise, small children may panic and 
hide when fire strikes. 

*Store matches and lighters out of 
reach. Over one-third of the burns 
to children ages 3 to 8 result from 
playing with matches. 

*Prevent scalds by lowering the 
temperature of your hot water 
heater to 120 degrees Farenheit. 

*Keep common household 
poisons and medicines out of the 
sight and reach of young children. 

'Keep small objects out of reach 
to reduce the danger of choking in 
young children. 

*Install window guards and stair-
way safety gates to prevent falls.

Farmhands Covered 
By Social Security 

An important change in the Social 
Security rules covering the earnings 
of farm workers makes it easier for 
them to have their earnings covered 
under Social Security. 

Frances Braden, Social Security 
representative in Vernon, said that 
as of January 1, 1988, farm workers 
now get Social Security credit for all 
of their earnings, regardless of the 
amount of cash paid or time 
worked, if their employer pays at 
least $2,500 for agricultural labor 
during the year. 

"However, if the farmer spends 
less than $2,500 for agricultural 
labor, workers are still covered if 
they are paid cash wages of at least 
$150 during the year by the em-
ployer, as under the old law," 
Braden said. 

The new law eliminates an alter-
nate test which covered a person's 
wages if they worked for a farmer 
on at least 20 days during the year 
for cash pay based on hours of work 
or other time basis. 

The change is included in the 
Omnibus Budget Reconciliation Act 
of 1987, enacted December 22, 
1987. Any questions about the pro-
vision can be answered at the Ver-
non Social Security office located at 
1701 Cumberland.

CLOTHING COSTS WILL 
SURGE THIS YEAR 

Historically, clothing prices have 
risen only half as fast as overall in-
flation. This year, though, they're 
likely to surpass it. 

In 1987, prices for apparel, as 
measured by the Consumer Price 
Index, rose 7.3% over 1986. This is 
the third consecutive year in which 
the rate of increase in clothing prices 
was greater than that for the overall 
CP1. 

One reason for cost increases is 
the weak dollar, which is making 
some imports more costly and 
allowing domestic manufacturers to 
raise prices as a result. 

Balancing out the increases, how-
ever, is tough competition among 
retailers and the trend toward more 
casual, less expensive clothing. 
You'll still be able to find bargains 
by being a careful shopper.

CLOTHES THAT 
CHANGE COLOR 

A new process has been developed 
that may revolutionize the apparel 
industry, particularly the children's 
market - clothes that change color! 

A finishing corporation has de-
veloped a color-changing system 
that works like this. A color series is 
built into the dye formula. When a 
change of color is desired, the gar-
ment is washed in chlorine bleach. 
The change can be as subtle or 
dramatic as the amount of bleach 
added to the wash. For example, red 
jeans can be bleached to orange, 
then bleached again to yellow. 
Another spectrum ranges from pur-
ple to royal blue to aqua. In fact, 
any range of colors can be achieved. 
Even patterns or messages can be 
painted on the fabric at home with a 
paint brush or Q-tip following a pre-
scribed method, and removed at a 
later date in a bleach wash. 

The manufacturer claims that the 
process works on any type of fabric. 
Such products are not yet in the 
market place, but may be soon.

IV. Asymptomatic women

breast cancer and family 
history of cancer. 

V. A symptomatic woman 
should have a mammogram 
at any age when she exper-
iences a mass, nipple 
discharge, skin changes or 
unexplained breast pain.

Is an x-ray of the breast using 
extremely low dosages of 
radiation (usually comparable 
to dental x-rays) and Is de-
signed to find very early can-
cers. 

A female technologist who 
Is highly trained In mammo-
graphy will perform the 
examination.

During the evening hours of February 9, U.S. Customs officials detected 
an an plane in the northern Bahamas dropping what appeared to be narcot-
ics into the water. 

In tracking this airplane, Customs and the Drug Enforcement Admin-
istration (DEA) got into a squabble over who should be taking what action. 
Because of that squabble, a speedboat picked up the contraband and slipped 
through the net, into our country. 

Upon learning of this snafu, the U.S Ambassador to the Bahamas fired 
off a cable of protest to Customs and DEA. "The situation that arose in 
this pursuit is an example of poor cooperation and coordination," the 
Ambassador said. 

I couldn't agree more. 
This is just one example of the lack of coordination—and the turf battles 

that have erupted—between U.S. agencies involved in this far-flung war on 
drugs. 

Some problems, such as the use of different agency radio frequencies in 
j&int operations, have been resolved successfully. But major jurisdictional 
disputes have broken out, including fundamental disagreement between 
the Coast Guard and Customs over interdiction responsibilities and be-
tween the FBI and DEA over enforcement of our federal drug laws. 

Note that our country will spend nearly $3 billion next year to fight 
drugs. Since 1981, the federal drug effort has been one of the fastest grow-
ing in history, rising more than 360 percent from $1.1 billion. 

But despite these expenditures and the efforts of many dedicated local, 
state and federal drug-enforcement officials, we're losing that war. 

Part of the reason is that the effort is spread over eight Cabinet-level 
departments—from the Justice Department to the Agriculture Depart-
ment—and 26 agencies, including the CIA. They all report to the National 
Drug Policy Board, which has those eight Cabinet officers as members 
and the Attorney General as Chairman. 

But all of them do this part-time because they have full-time duties else-
where. 

Everybody is in charge, yet no one is in charge. 
We need a full-time professional to coordinate enforcement of federal 

drug laws, and I am drafting legislation to create such a position—a drug 
czar. 

Let's put an end to bureaucratic squabbling and drug boats that speed 
through jurisdictional disputes. 

Let's get on with the challenge of winning this war on drugs. 
A drug czar would help us do that.

Burns have been with us since the 
discovery of fire and are one of the 
most painful injuries we can face. 
Despite recent techniques that have 
greatly improved the treatment of 
seriously burned victims, the Texas 
Medical Association says prevention 
is still the best medicine. 

Infants should be watched closely 
during their crawling stages. Tiny 
children often pull themselves up 
wth table cloths and other items 
which may permit scalding liquids 
to fall on them. 

Inquisitive toddlers also should be 
kept away from scalding liquids, hot 
appliances and matches. The loose 
end of an extension cord left 
plugged into a socket presents 
another kind of hazard. If the plug 
comes into contact with saliva in the 
child's mouth, an arc will form 
causing an electrical burn to the 
mouth. This can be fatal. 

Young children should be permit-
ted to wear only fire retardant sleep-
wear which meets the standards of 
the Consumer Products Safety 
Commission. All sleepwear up to 
size 14 purchased in retail stores is 
fire retardant, but homemade sleep-
wear may be made from flammable 
fabrics. 

Older children and adolescents 
may develop a fascination for fire. 
It is the responsibility of a parent tc 
see that children who are known fin 
setters receive counseling. 

Adults should not light fires with 
gasoline, white gas or kerosene. 
Carburetors should not be started 
by priming and firing. Flashback 
can cause a serious injury. Smoking 
in bed is particularly dangerous. 
Many other things can be done to 
prevent fires in your home. Smoke 
alarms should be in each hallway 
and all family members should 
know exit routes. Keep a fire extin- 
guisher in the kitchen, where many 
fires begin. Your water heater 
should be kept at about 120 degrees;  
-- hot enough for bathing but not 
hot enough to cause severe scalds.

Insomnia is not a disease, it is 
your body's response to an under-
lying problem. Causes include emo-
tional stress, such as the death of a 
loved one or loss of a job, irregular 
sleep schedules, daytime naps ad 
use of caffeine or diet pills. 

Perhaps you don't even have a 
sleeping problem. Everybody's slap 
requirement is different. You mtbt 
need more or less than eight hom. 
The important thing is that you iel 
rested when you do get up. 

Use sleeping pills cautiously. % 
could become dependent on 
pills, or they may accumulate 
your body and make you dro 
when you are awake. TMA sugg 
try to solve the problem withou 
using medication. 

Keep a regular sleep schedule - go 
to bed and get up at the same time 
every day, even on weekends. Exer-
cise regularly, but not within two 
hours of going to bed. Exercising 
helps your muscles relax and helps 
you enjoy a deeper sleep. A warm 
bath can help you relax too. 

Avoid drinking alcoholic bev-
erages before bed. They can help 
you fall asleep, but they often cause 
restless sleep. Don't dwell on falling 
asleep, you can't force yourself into 
it. 

Finally, maybe there's something 
to "counting your blessings" to 
help you sleep. People who have 
trouble sleeping often think about 
the day's problems or about a tough 
decision to be made as they lie in 
bed. Think about good things and 
look forward to a good night's 
sleep.

Dear John: My tan seems to 
look old and prematurely gray. 
while 1 feel full At vim and vigor. 
What's happening? 

Dear Dazed Dorian: A sharp-
cried mower blade and an even 
cut will do rounders to bring back 
your lawn's youth and vitality A 
dull mower blade shreds grass 
tips, giving a lawn a grayish 
appearance a day or so after 
mowing. Shredded tips can also 
put your lawn past its prime by 
providing easy access for pests 
and disease. 

A scalped lawn with uneven 
patches indicates that the mower 
blade is unbalanced and is cut-
ting the gram shorter on one side 
of the swath. Bumps and hills in 
the lawn can also cause scalp-
ing. Level off the ground, if pos-
sible. and be especially careful 
when mowing uneven areas. 

Rejuvenate your lawn this sea-
son by touching up the gray with 
good mowing habits and a sharp 
mower blade. Sharpen a blade 
with a grinding wheel or file. 
and make sure to lease at least 
1164-inch of metal on the blade 
edge for strength. Check the 
blade for balance by centering it 
on the edge of a ruler. With a 
sharp blade. you can return your 
lawn to the picture of health. 

Dear John: My neighbor fiat 
planted some beautiful fruit trees 
and then pruned them so the 

branches look like little stubs. Is 
this cruelty to Mother Nat unr? 

Dear Dubious David: Your 
neighbor is actually doing hit 
new trees a favor. If he didn't 
prune the trees hack right after 
planting, they might not last 
through the summer. Root sys-
tems of transplanted fruit trees 
are cut hack dramatically when 
they are moved from a nursery 
to a backyard and can't support 
extensive top-growth. 

All stone fruit area (plum, nec-
tarine, peach, cherry, apricot) 
should be cut back at planting 
time to a height of about 30 
inches. Side branches should be 
cut off completely The tree will 
respond to this surgery with a 
new spurt of growth and an early 
production of fruit. 

Dear John: My lawn has ses• 
end small hills. Can you tell me 
the salest win to mow them? 

Dear Mindful Mower: Muw up 
and down a slope with a riding 
mower. When using a walk• 
behind, mow acme a slope. 

Try to mow forward at all 
times. If you must go in revene 
on a riding mower, remember to 
keep looking behind you when 
backing up. 

If the slopes in your yard arc 
too steep for safe mowing. the 
best thing to do is to plant a &c-
urative. low-nunmeruince ground-
cover on difficult-to-mow areas
