Even if the doctors am not imme- 
diately available. the hospital Is 
staffed with well trained nurses 

who can help you before being 
transferred to a larger hospital. 

The taxes we pay for the Knox 
County Hospital arc steep. It's up 
to you to weigh the pros and cons.

Pets Should Be Protected  
During Cold Weather 

Now that winter is here, special 
care, such as shelter and adequate 
nutrition, should be given to pro-
tect family pets from wintertime 
hazards during the cold months. 

Winter temperatures in Texas 
arc not at such extremes that ani-
mals accustomed to staying out-
doors will be hurt. If the pet can 
seek shelter that keeps out chill-
ing winds and covers cold ground, 
it will be adequately protected. I 
have found that hay or old blan-
kets added to the dog house pro-
vide more protection to pets dur-
ing extreme cold temperatures. 

Animals that are never outside 
or are very old or young should 
not be kept outdoors. 

Healthy animals can tolerate 
cold weather. More food may be 
needed because the pets need ffic,r-
calories to produce body heat. The 
daily water supply also should be 
checked to make sure the water 
has not frozen or the pet may 
suffer. A little warm wateris surely 
accepted by the pet. 

Each pet also should have a 
check-up before cold weather sets 
in. Animals should be checked for 
internal parasites and blood para-
sites such as heartworms, and they 
should have all needed vaccina-
tions.
