Receives Social
Check For $2,314

Mrs. Mattie Partridge, 79, of
the Sunset community recently
received notice that the Social Se-
curity Administration owes her
$2,314 in back benefits.

Mrs. Partridge, widow of the
late Emmett Partridge, who died
in April, 1952, has been receiving
smaller benefits than she should
have, Due to a provision of the
law, Mrs. Partridge’s benefits
were continued as wife's benefits
after her husband’'s death, in-
stead of being converted to
widow's benefits. This provision
is no longer in effect, but certain
filing procedures were necessary
in 1952.

Mrs. Partridge’s case is one of
only 13 similar cases in the So-
cial Security records.

Mrs. Partridge was born Mat-
tie Thompson in Grayson Coun-
ty in May 18, 1885. At eight
years of age she moved to Clay
County and later, in 1900, the
family moved to Knox County.
She and Emmett were married
in Knox County on December 13,
1903. She still resides in the same
house to which she came as a
bride over 61 years ago.

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“SERVICE WITH A SNARL”

“The U. S. housewife who comes home from
a hard day’s shopping complaining of the rude-
ness of sales clerks might sing a different tune
if she had ever visited Russia.”

Thus states Newsweek in a brief article aptly
ontitled “Service With A Snarl”. It seems that in
Russia—where the state owns and runs practical-
ly everything- discourtesy and indifference have
dong been the order of the day in the stores. The
sovernment is now attempting to do somthing to
corrct this, in order to spur the sales of godds.
However, no one expects that much success will
come from the effort. Newsweeks quotes a dis-
gruntled shopper as saying, “As long as we have
party members and not real sales clerks behind
the counters, we'll never get good service.”

Here is one more of the innumerable exam-
ples that can be cited of the difference bewleen
a totalitarian system and a free system. In the
former, there is no competition in any real mean-
ing of the word. The customer is always in the
position of having to like it or lump it. On every
hand, he is faced with an intrenched and immov-
able bureaucracy, backed by an all-powerful state.

In a free system, to the contrary—and Amer-
ican retailing in all its branches and kinds, from
ihie biggest chain to the smallest independent is a
prime example of that system—the customer is
king. Competition sees to that. And, because of
competition, the discourteous clerk is not long
iolerated, for management knows that competent,
pieasant and helpful personnel are essential to|

| atively small—and that most people, if Medicare
is ever adopted, will be depressingly surprised at
its limitations.

As U. S. News and World Report points out,

Medicare is raising expectations that will not be
met in the opening plan.”

Medicare does not—repeat. not—cover physi-
cian's bills or dentist's bills. It does not pay for
needed drugs except when given in a hospital or
a nursing home. And, of course, it would do noth-
ing for those under 65, except tax them heavily to
pay for it.

Medicare is essentially a hospitalization plan.
And even in that it is severely restricted. It would
pay the whole bill for only 45 days. The maximum
hospital stay for which it would provide benefits
would be 180 days and then the patient would
have to pay part of the bill

Ironically, despite all the vastly exaggerated
claims made by some Medicare advocates, the
existing Kerr-Mills law, which provides aid to the
needy under a federal-state arrangement, is more
liberal and inclusive. So are various local welfare
plans, public and private. And the medical profes-
sion has pledged itself to serve any who need at-
tention, regardless of the ability to pay.

The last Congress found Medicare wanting
and refused to approve it.
