Famous Antique Train To  Bi Shown 
In Dallas A t  State Fair o f Tpxas

An antique train reminiscent of the pioneering days of railroading 
will be exhibited by the Santa Fe Railway at the 1967 State Fair of 
Texas, Oct 6-20.

The famous old Cyrus K. Holliday locomotive, a replica of the 
original engine which hauled the first freight and passengers over the 
Santa Fe line in Kansas in 1869, will be brought to Dallas along with 
its two ancient wooden coaches.

The diminutive locomotive has the famous “diimond stack” with 
a brass eagle figurehead gracing the engine head, a big oil-burning 
headlight, brass fittings and other paraphernalia of the early days of 
railroading.
