Arledge Fishts
Farm Labor Bill

State Representative Roy Ar-
ledge this week said that migrant
farm labor would be virtually
eliminated by a Bill which is now
pending in the Motor Traffic
Committee of the Texas House of
Representatives.

“H. B. 401, Arledge said, “is
almost the same piece of legisla-
tion which I campaigned against
during the past election. Because
of the totally unreasonable re-
strictions in this Bill on the
transportation of migrant work-
ers, it would be almost impossible
for the farmers in our district
to secure the needed labor to pro-
duce and gather our crops.”

“This proposal, H. B. 401, is
even more restrictive and unrea-
sonable than was H. B. 113 of
the last [Legislature, which I ex-
plained during the Ilast cam-
paign,” Arledge stated. “As a
member of the Committee con-
sidering this measure, I shall do
everything possible to stop this
Bill so that it will not become
law,” he continued.

Arledge received outstanding
Committee assignments for his
first term. He is a member of the
all-important Oil and Gas Com-
mittee, the Livestock and Stock
Raising, Motor Traffic, Public
Lands and Buildings, State Hos-
pitals adn Special Schools Com-
mittees.

“It is my hope to do the best
possible job in the State Legisla-
ture for the folks in our area,”
Arledge concluded, “‘and I will ap-
preciate hearing from each and
everyone so that I may have your
views and suggestions on pending
legislation.”

Long Waiting Lines
Are Expected For
Safety Stickers

“With the deadline for obtain-
ing inspection stickers drawing
near, .only 13 per cent of the ve-
hicles in Knox County have been
inspected,” Captain Alan John-
son, Motor Vehicle Inspection
Supervisor of the Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safely, said this
week.

Unless the number of inspec-
tions is increased appreciably
soon, long waiting lines will be
forming at inspection stations
when the April 15 deadline ap-
proaches. “The authorized inspec-
tion stations are ready and cap-
able of handling the inspection
of Texas registered vehicles with-
out delay if owners will not wait
until just a few days before the
deadline,” Johnson said.

“Any driver operating a vehicle
registered in Texas, that is re-
quired to be inspected, on public
roads after April 15 will be oper-
ating in violation of the law,” he
said.

Captain Johnson called atten-
tion to the fact that since the be-
ginning of the inspection pro-
gram, vehicles having a defect
that was a causitive factor in
fatal accidents decreased from
137 to 4%. *The purpose of the
Motor Vehicle Inspection Pro-
gram is to discover any malad-
justment which might become a
link in a cycle of events leading
to an accident and, by removing
the link, prevent the accident,”
he pointed out.

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Texas Sugar Beet
Industry Boosted

Remember what a job it used
to be to dissolve beet sugar in a
glass of ice tea?

You had to rattle the ice
around and almost beat the bot-
tom out of the glass before all
the pesky little granules disap-
peared. v

Thanks to vastly improved re-
fining methods, beet sugar has
come into its own—both as a
table sweetner and in industrial
foods.

The sugar beet as a major crop
is about to make a big comeback
in Texas. A giant refinery costing
. $18 million is scheduled to go
into production at Hereford in
the Texas Panhandle on Sept. 1,
1964. The Holly Sugar Corpora-
tion of Colorado Springs, Colo.,
is the builder on a 1,700-acre tract
of land two miles east of Here-
ford.

Mr. Dennis O'Rourke, chief ex-
ecutive officer of Holly Sugar
Crop., says initial production will
~ consume some 4,000 tons of beets
per day and the pace can be step-
ped up to 6,000 tons when crop
conditions are right.

Governor John Connally join-
ed with Agriculture Commission-
er John C. White recently in con-
gratulating Holly Sugar on de-
ciding to locate in the plains of
Texas. O'Rourke said the com-
pany’s decision was due in a
large part of efforts and help
